CCA Community Meeting Announcement: Avoiding Section 8084 Pitfalls

Please join us for our first Clinger-Cohen Act Community of Practice meeting held from 1300 to 1600 on Thursday, 24 June at the Defense Acquisition University (DAU) at Fort Belvoir, Virginia (directions at http://www.dau.mil/about-dau/maps.asp) in the multi-purpose room in Scott Hall (building 226).  

The section 8084 Memorandum for meeting the Clinger-Cohen Act (CCA) congressional reporting requirements for major automated information systems has been signed out.  Component CIO offices and their programs that provide the “first cut” of the certification package need to be careful to avoid the pitfalls providing either too little or too much detail in these reports.  How can we best meet the reporting requirement needs while avoiding negative impacts to our programs?

· What is the right amount of detail to put in the Section 8084 reports?  Too much of the wrong information could give rise to uninvited new congressional scrutiny into a program.  Too little of the right information will give rise to suspicion about whether a program really has accomplished what it says it did.  

· How do we show that there has been a high quality CCA analysis and documentation for without having to create extra documentation? 

· How should the timeliness of the compliance certification be worked?  Is it bad to get this in early?

The CCA community meetings are geared to address real issues that you need help with today.  If you have other burning CCA issues or questions please bring these for discussion as well.
