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FOREWORD

“America's greatest challenge in this post-Cold War era is to retain the overall superiority of our military forces and restructure our defense industry to insure our national security within available resources. To do this will require, simultaneously, a Revolution in Military Affairs and a Revolution in Business Affairs, to pay for it.” -- The Honorable Jacques S. Gansler, Under Secretary of Defense (Acquisition and Technology)
 

Following periods of exceptional growth in the early 1980’s, the Department of Defense (DoD) budget is confronted with challenges to reduce spending and cut infrastructure, while at the same time modernizing to maintain a defensive force capable of meeting all challenges.  To meet these goals DoD must identify where their defense dollars are spent.  The Air Force has begun to change its processes and provide program managers (PM) and Integrated Product/Process Teams (IPTs) with effective cost decision tools. 

For many years, a disciplined management approach has existed for acquiring systems and material to satisfy Air Force needs.  These acquisition processes allowed the Air Force to obtain affordable systems. However, these processes are not sufficient to meet today’s challenges. The Air Force must reduce Total Ownership Cost (TOC) in order to meet affordable readiness goals and create investment opportunities. TOC includes the cost of research, development, acquisition, test and evaluation, operation and oupport (O&S), and disposal costs.  Once these costs are identified and understood, the Air Force can: 1) identify system design/sustainment options (“trade space”); 2) determine where waste/non-value added processes exists; and 3) make smart decisions to reduce future costs, eliminate waste, and recapture dollars.

A team effort is required to effectively implement significant cost reductions.  PM’s, field activities, depots, MAJCOMs (Major Command), and Air Staff are all part of the team, and they all control costs either directly or indirectly. No single activity has direct control over all costs. The PM can serve as a focal point to gather and present information to show the history, current status and trends of his/her program’s posture. 

TOC is an important concept and requires everyone’s contribution. By working together as a team, the Air Force can make the changes needed to maintain the readiness required supporting national objectives and sustaining the Air Force well into the 21st century.
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1.0 GUIDEBOOK INTRODUCTION

1.1 Purpose of Guidebook

The purpose of this Guidebook is to provide a basic understanding of the Air Force’s Reduction in Total Ownership Cost (R-TOC) Program and the techniques and resources available to support R-TOC implementation.  Since Cost as an Independent Variable (CAIV) is central to implementing R-TOC in the acquisition process, CAIV philosophy, principles, and techniques are also integral to this guidebook.  Managers and analysts should use this guide to identify total ownership cost (TOC), develop, analyze, and implement cost reduction strategies, and manage the on-going R-TOC process.  As additional resources become available they will be posted on the R-TOC web site, http://www.aqf.drc.com. 

1.2 Scope of Guidebook

This Guidebook covers Air Force R-TOC/CAIV initiatives as well as implementation methods and techniques. Sections 2 and 3 of the Guidebook provide an overview of R-TOC and CAIV.  Section 2, describes the R-TOC program, defines TOC and CAIV, and delineates the Air Force R-TOC/CAIV strategy.  Section 3 details CAIV principles and outlines how these principles should be applied throughout the system life cycle.  Section 4 discusses the change process that is central to R-TOC and describes the Air Force R-TOC process.  The remaining sections of the Guidebook provide details on key steps in the R-TOC process.  Section 5 addresses baselines; data sources, and tools for identifying costs and cost drivers.  Section 6 describes techniques that can be used to analyze costs and identify cost reduction strategies.  This section also provides examples of cost reduction strategies.  Section 7 focuses on methods of evaluating and prioritizing proposed cost reduction initiatives.  Section 8 covers implementation plans.  Appendix A contains a list of acronyms used in this guidebook.  Appendix B provides a list of references and information resources.  Appendix C is an Air Force Cost Element Structure for weapon systems, Appendix D provides a cost element structure for installations, Appendix E contains the R-TOC Implementation Plan Template, and Appendix F addresses Life Cycle Cost Estimates (LCCEs).  A list of Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs) is contained in Appendix G to provide a quick reference for R-TOC information.  
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2.0 The R-TOC Program, TOC and CAIV

The Reduction in Total Ownership Cost (R-TOC) program establishes a comprehensive, long-term, cradle to grave process for Air Force cost reduction.  R-TOC covers all cost reduction including weapon system, infrastructure, and indirect costs.  The R‑TOC office in SAF/AQ provides a focal point for all Air Force Total Ownership Cost (AFTOC) reduction efforts. 

CAIV a key tool in the R-TOC program, is a strategy that encompasses the entire range of systems acquisitions from requirements establishment to planning and execution.  CAIV requires a TOC mindset and complements the R-TOC processes explained in this Guidebook

This section describes the R-TOC program objectives, defines TOC and CAIV, and outlines the Air Force R‑TOC/CAIV strategy.  

2.1 Objectives

The R‑TOC program seeks to reduce the cost of products and processes used to acquire, operate, and sustain weapon systems as well as infrastructure costs.  The aim is to realize significant cost reductions in order to free up budgetary Total Obligation Authority (TOA) to help fund urgent modernization priorities. The primary objectives are to capture and arrest cost growth; reduce the costs and capture the savings; and then reinvest the savings into future procurement. 

2.2 Air Force Background

Application of CAIV originated with a 19 July 1995 Office of the Under Secretary of Defense (OUSD)Acquisition and Technology (A&T) Memo, “Policy on Cost-Performance Trades.”  This memo was followed in December 1995 by OUSD (A&T) Memo “Cost as an Independent Variable.”  The 1996 update to the DoD 5000 series directed the application of CAIV in all acquisition programs.  A Secretary of Air Force Acquisition (SAF/AQ) memo implementing CAIV in the Air Force was signed on 12 March 1997.  

R-TOC got its start at the December 1997 Defense System Affordability Council (DSAC) meeting, where Dr. Gansler, OUSD (A&T), tasked the Services to set “ . . . ambitious top level goals for TOC reduction, responsibilities and accountability to achieve them.”  In February 1998, the Services were tasked to designate a minimum of five pilot programs for TOC reduction.  In response to this tasking, the Air Force selected six pilot programs, the F-117, F-16, B-1, KC-135, Space Based Infrared System (SBIRS) and Advanced Medium-Range Air-To-Air Missile (AMRAAM) for initial R-TOC focus.  These initial pilot programs were used to examine the processes and techniques for cost reduction.  The pilot programs were selected to cover different stages of development (new, in-production, under modification and fielded), and to span the spectrum of systems (aircraft, missile, and space) acquired and operated by the Air Force.  A second group of pilot programs including the C-17, Cheyenne Mountain Complex, Airborne Warning and Control Systems (AWACS), Joint Survaillance Target Attack Radar (Joint STARS), and Next Generation Small Loader was designated in July 1998. Pilot installations are being used to study infrastructure cost reduction mechanisms.  This guidebook reflects lessons learned from the initial pilot programs.

2.3 Funding Challenge

The Air Force Total Obligation Authority (TOA) is no longer increasing at a rate sufficient to support modernization requirements. Yet at the same time, the Air Force is faced with increasing Operation and Support (O&S) costs for its aging weapon systems.  The figure below illustrates the situation.  
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Figure 2.3-1 Air Force O&S costs are consuming an increasing proportion of TOA

In his remarks to the Association of the U.S. Army Dr. Gansler stated: 

“The dilemma we face right now involves competing -- and seemingly unlimited -- demands for limited resources. We simply cannot afford all that we would like to do -- and, on our present path, even all that we must do. With fixed total resources, we have resorted to ‘Robbing Peter To Pay Paul’; taking from future investments in modernization to maintain current readiness . . .”
  

In this decade, constrained resources have forced the Air Force to defer modernization.  This deferment has resulted in an aging fleet requiring increased maintenance, which in-turn, drives O&S costs up and readiness down.  With TOA relatively constant, increased O&S costs result in migration of funds from Procurement accounts to O&S accounts, resulting in more deferred modernization – a vicious cycle.  Dr. Gansler went on to say, 

“Unfortunately, we are trapped in a ‘death spiral.' The requirement to maintain our aging equipment is costing us much more each year: in repair costs, down time, and maintenance tempo. But we must keep this equipment in repair to maintain readiness. It drains our resources -- resources we should be applying to modernization of the traditional systems and development and deployment of the new systems. So, we stretch out our replacement schedules to ridiculous lengths and reduce the quantities of the new equipment we purchase -- raising their costs and still further delaying modernization.”
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Figure 2.3-2 Cycle of increasing O&S costs.

The R-TOC program will work to break out of this cycle by facilitating cost reduction across the Air Force and reinvest the savings into force modernization. 

2.4 Definitions

2.4.1 Total Ownership Cost (TOC)

TOC is viewed from two perspectives, the DoD/Service view, “Big TOC," and the individual program view, “Little TOC."  The DoD defines TOC as follows:

“DoD TOC is the sum of all financial resources necessary to organize, equip, train, sustain, and operate military forces sufficient to meet national goals in compliance with all laws, all policies applicable to DoD, all standards in effect for readiness, safety, and quality of life, and all other official measures of performance for DoD and its Components.  DoD TOC is comprised of costs to research, develop, acquire, own, operate, and dispose of weapon and support systems, other equipment and real property, the costs to recruit, train, retain, separate and otherwise support military and civilian personnel, and all other costs of business operations of the DoD.”

This “Big TOC” definition is deliberately all encompassing to encourage optimal implementation of TOC reduction initiatives.  Figure 2.4.1-1 shows the various components of DoD TOC.  Notice that linked indirect costs are included in the weapon system TOC, above the line costs.  This is in keeping with the DoD definition of weapon system Life Cycle Cost (LCC).  Clearly, individual PMs have a limited scope of influence and cannot address the full range of TOC.  Accordingly, the DSAC definition-working group defined a subset of TOC for defense systems.  This definition addresses the program view, “Little TOC.”  
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Figure 2.4.1-1 TOC encompasses all costs of operation and support. 

“… Defense System TOC is defined as Life Cycle Cost (LCC).  LCC (per DoD 5000.4-M) includes not only acquisition program direct costs, but also the indirect costs attributable to the acquisition program (i.e., costs that would not occur if the program did not exist).  For example, indirect costs would include the infrastructure that plans, manages, and executes a program over its full life and common support items and systems.”

It is important to keep in mind both TOC perspectives.  Most TOC reduction efforts must be worked at the program level.  At the same time, we must avoid program-level cost reduction initiatives that do not reduce Air Force TOC, or, worse, cause an increase in overall AFTOC.  

2.4.2 Three Dimensions of TOC

DoD TOC is a complex three-dimensional concept, including costs beyond traditional life cycle costs.  Effective TOC strategies include all three dimensions of TOC. The Air Force R-TOC program addresses all three dimensions of DoD TOC as well. The three dimensions depicted in Figure 2.4.2-1 are:

Dimension 1: Defense System Performance and Design includes costs that are a direct result of weapon system design.  These costs include those traditionally considered in LCC. DSAC pilot programs provide a test bed for Dimension 1, weapon system cost reduction strategies.  CAIV is the primary strategy for TOC reduction in the weapon system acquisitions.  

Dimension 2: Resources to Operate encompasses infrastructure and force structure costs that cannot be directly attributable to weapon systems.  Installation pilots serve as a test bed for Dimension 2 cost reduction mechanisms.

Dimension 3:Operational/Warfighting concepts includes costs driven by specific concepts, for example, the Air Expeditionary Force (AEF) “work-up” or certification training.  The R-TOC program is also working to address Dimension 3 costs, key processes include cost visibility, requirements determination and investment mechanics.  Efforts in this area are linked to broader Air Force reengineering/reinvention initiatives.
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Figure 2.4.2-1 the three dimensions of Air Force TOC.  

2.4.3 Cost as an Independent Variable (CAIV)

CAIV is the primary acquisition process/Dimension 1 strategy for meeting Warfighter requirements while reducing TOC. 

CAIV is the implementation of R-TOC in the acquisition process.  Air Force Instruction (AFI) 10-601, dated 1 October 1998, defines CAIV as:

“The process of using better business practices, allowing “Trade Space” for industry to meet user requirements, and considering operations and maintenance costs early in requirements definition in order to procure systems smarter and more efficiently.”

CAIV is founded on two overarching principles:

· System Costs are capped.  Whereas some programs do obtain additional funding when needed, such funding is at the expense of other programs or future modernization.  We must work smarter to reduce near term costs and harder to contain out year costs.

· Trade Space Is the Foundation for the Right Decisions.  “Trade Space” is the range of alternatives available to decision-makers.  Comprehensive understanding of all potential alternatives and impacts in cost (i.e.TOC), schedule, performance, and risks is necessary to ensure maximum effectiveness of R-TOC efforts.

CAIV will be more fully explained in Section 3.

2.5 Air Force R-TOC/CAIV Strategy

The goal of the R-TOC/CAIV strategy is to link warfighting focus with bottom line sensitivity.  The R-TOC program office will accomplish this by “operationalizing” TOC.  Operationalizing TOC will establish TOC as an operational attribute and embed it in the Air Force requirements determination methodology.  This is a natural fit with both capabilities-based requirements and the Air Force Thrust Area objectives.  

Defense System TOC is driven by the dynamics of requirements pull/technology push illustrated in Figure 2.4.3-2.  New threats spawn requirements that must be met by new or

modified weapon systems or force structure, “pulling” resources.  At the same time, advances in technology provide opportunities for increased weapon system performance, creating a “push” for technology insertion.  A balance must be struck to acquire and sustain the necessary operational capability while maintaining sensitivity to the “bottom line."  Key to striking this balance is effective requirements determination processes and investment strategies.  

The R-TOC/CAIV strategy requires a functional link establishing TOC as a key measure of operational value. The R-TOC program will formalize the linkage between warfighting value and the “bottom line” by developing metrics and analytical tools.  This overarching strategy will result in the development and implementation of tools and policies that enable individual Air Force programs to reduce TOC.   

Section 4 of this guidebook describes methodologies that can be applied by individual Air Force programs and other organizations to reduce TOC.  
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3.0  Cost As An Independent Variable (CAIV)

CAIV is a key strategy for implementing R-TOC in the acquisition process.  Air Force Instruction (AFI) 10-601, dated 1 October 1998, defines CAIV as:  “The process of using better business practices, allowing trade space for industry to meet user requirements, and considering operations and maintenance costs early in requirements definition in order to procure systems smarter and more efficiently.”  The CAIV process provides an effective mechanism for reducing weapons system life cycle cost, TOC dimension 1, thus, providing the Warfighter with systems that are both capable and affordable.  CAIV is founded upon two primary principles:

· System Costs Are Capped.  Whereas some programs do obtain additional funding when needed, such funding is at the expense of other programs or future modernization.  We must work smarter to reduce near term costs and harder to contain out year costs.

· Trade Space Is The Foundation For The Right Decisions.  “Trade Space” is the range of alternatives available to decision-makers.  Comprehensive understanding of all potential alternatives and impacts in cost (TOC), schedule, performance, and risk is necessary to ensure maximum effectiveness of R-TOC efforts.

The Air Force established a set of tenets that define CAIV.  These tenets are fundamental to implementing CAIV and meeting Warfighter needs.  The concept of trade space is the capstone tenet.  The remaining five tenets are the pillars that enable trade space to be defined and exploited.  Figure 3.0-1, the CAIV model, depicts the relationship of the six CAIV tenets.  
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Figure 3.0-1 The CAIV Model

3.1 Trade Space 

CAIV provides better support for critical decisions by identifying viable performance, schedule, cost, and risk Trade Space 

Identification and use of viable Trade Space, or alternatives, with full knowledge of real and potential impacts, is essential for making the right decisions to meet Warfighter needs while reducing TOC.  CAIV employs a hierarchy of cost reduction opportunities and trade-offs to meet aggressive cost targets, first looking to improve acquisition and sustainment efficiencies, then scrutinizing non-critical requirements.  Trade-offs of critical performance requirements are only to be addressed as a last resort, with the agreement of the Milestone Decision Authority and User. 

Trade Space is traditionally defined by alternatives in terms of the performance, cost, and schedule impacts that each alternative presents.  However, risk must also be included.  Risk actually “discounts” the anticipated performance, cost, and schedule options; in other words, it lessens the Trade Space to ensure a decision maker does not trade away something that he/she may not attain.  For example, assume you have a system in Program Definition and Risk Reduction (PDRR) with anticipated range of 2000 miles verses requirements threshold of 1500 miles.  You definitely would not trade away 500 miles of range if there were potential weight growths, fuel consumption increases, etc.
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Figure 3.1-1 portrays the cost-performance Trade Space for a Key Performance Parameter (KPP).  KPPs are characterized by threshold and objective values.  Threshold values are critical to the military worth of the system under development.  Note that Fig 3.1-1 shows a “risk reserve” line; this depicts the amount that the Trade Space is restricted to prevent trading away what is not yet realized.  

Figure 3.1-1.  Trade Space for cost-performance tradeoffs.

Objective values are enhancements above thresholds that represent a desired level of performance.  The most desirable region of the trade space is high performance and low cost.  The least desirable region is high cost but performance near a threshold value.  The Trade Space is, of course, multi-dimensional corresponding to the number of KPPs and other factors outside the direct purview of the user and acquirer. 

The user and acquirer are free to make tradeoffs as long as a KPP threshold is not broken.  Tradeoff analyses, however, should include threshold values in order for the user and materiel developer to fully understand the cost impact of a particular performance value.  

Cost-performance tradeoffs can often be expressed as “knees-of-the-curve” analyses, illustrated in Figure 3.1-2.  Analyses need to cover the complete Trade Space to the point where all the knees are identified.  If a KPP threshold value can be achieved, or even nearly achieved, at a minimum cost, then that performance value and cost should be considered by the user and materiel developer for meeting the operational requirement.  Similarly, if it is possible to reach an objective value through a marginal improvement in performance, but at a substantial increase in cost, then the user and materiel developer need to weigh the cost-benefit of such an increase in performance.  The “best bang for the buck” is a region characterized by a substantial performance improvement at a reasonable increase in cost.  Cost-performance tradeoff analyses need to be broad enough that all costs are considered when making early decisions on system design alternatives.
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Figure 3.1-2.  CAIV “Knees-of-the-curve analyses”.

Cost-performance tradeoffs are an essential part of the system design process.  Cost is a design constraint just like any other performance parameter.  Cost drivers identify areas that need special attention.  The material developer, user, and contractor should work to reduce high cost drivers and maintain performance.  Speed, weight, durability, and interoperability are typical performance requirements that drive the system design.  Under CAIV, cost is also a system parameter that directly impacts the success and military worth of the final product.

Defining the optimum Trade Space is dependent upon Capabilities-Based Requirements, Partnering, TOC focus, Risk-Based Management, and Measurement.  The specific application of CAIV will evolve through the system life cycles.

3.2 Capabilities-Based Requirements 

CAIV Relies Upon Capability-Based Requirements.  

CAIV implementation requires the Warfighter to define capability-based requirements stating “what” the system needs to do instead of “how” to build the system and how subsystem allocations are made.  Such definition allows the system development team flexibility to define a best value system meeting Warfighter requirements.  This requires the development of operationally oriented performance requirements with a minimum number of KPPs.  Requirements-setting authorities must take special efforts to exclude requirements not directly contributing to Warfighter needs.  

The Requirements Process specifies that system requirements be reviewed at each milestone and revised as needed.  However, system performance thresholds defined at Milestone I (MS I),(prior to Phase I trade studies) may be difficult to change in later reviews.  Operational Requirements Document (ORD) I should identify system characteristics and define threshold ranges required for warfighting effectiveness.  Phase I trade studies should provide requirements-setters sufficient insight to TOC/LCC impacts for them to set specific threshold levels that ensure both mission effectiveness and affordability.  Both the Joint Strike Fighter (JFS) and Advanced Amphibious Assault Vehicle (AAAV) employed this approach.

3.3 Partnering:

CAIV Relies on Partnering between the Warfighter, Acquisition, Sustainment And Industry Communities.  

CAIV relies on the involvement of the entire Defense/Industry team to achieve maximum benefit. CAIV requires strong trust and teaming among all involved parties in order to meet Warfighter needs.  

The Warfighter defines system requirements, with comprehensive input from the Sustainer.  In addition, the Acquirer and Industry partners support the Warfighter by identifying and quantifying the major risks and TOC drivers, thereby enabling better informed decisions. The Acquirer leads system development, with strong Warfighter and Sustainer involvement on potential trades identified by the Acquirer and/or Industry.   Industry, under contractual incentives, allocates requirements and designs systems for minimized TOC, seeks lower cost, equally capable alternatives for system elements under their control, and makes trade study-based recommendations for elements not under their control.

A key element in CAIV success will be the Cost Performance Integrated Product Team (CPIPT).   The CPIPT will complete cost-performance-schedule tradeoffs leading to CAIV-based cost, performance, and schedule objectives.  The CPIPT and User requirements team must work closely together to agree on final threshold and objective values for cost, performance, and schedule parameters in preparation for the milestone decision and completion of key documentation.  CAIV-based threshold and objectives for KPPs, life cycle cost targets, and critical milestones become the core drivers for the subsequent program.  These core parameters must be consistent across the ORD, Acquisition Program baseline (APB), Acquisition Strategy, and Test and Evaluation Master Plan (TEMP) that come together beginning with MS I.

The IPT and CPIPT remain active throughout the program life cycle up through Phase III, Production, Fielding/Deployment, and Operational Support.  The CPIPT is the cognizant group to continue CAIV-based cost-performance-schedule tradeoffs, to establish cost range objectives for production and sustainment, and to revise performance, cost, and schedule objectives prior to each milestone decision.

After MS I, the contractor should be a major contributor for CAIV-based analyses and tradeoffs.  Solicitations need to address life cycle cost and performance objectives and request vendor’s approach for implementing and managing the CAIV process.  The contractor and government managers should give consideration to establishing a hierarchy IPT structure co-chaired.  Working level IPTs, formed around critical subsystems, report to a management IPT through systems integration IPT.  The core of the CAIV process is tradeoffs conducted by the working level IPTs.  Working level IPTs should be given a cost target and chartered to conduct cost-performance tradeoffs to reduce subsystem cost drivers.  Cost-performance tradeoffs at the system level depend directly on subsystem level cost and performance tradeoffs.  The number and focus of IPTs will change as the program matures from development into production and sustainment.  

CAIV relies on acceptance of higher risk in order to aggressively pursue a “best value” system for the warfighter.  IPTs need to be incentivized to conduct effective and meaningful cost performance tradeoffs.  Promotions and assignment policies must recognize and reward successes and best efforts.  Contracts should include an award fee clause that shares cost savings between the government and contractor. The PEACE SHIELD program had great success with award fees flowed down to members of the contractor IPTs.     

There are many tools available to motivate and incentivize contractors: competitions, component breakout, value engineering opportunities, and multi-year or sole source awards.  Address incentives as part of the CAIV plan included in the Acquisition Strategy.  Contractors need to be encouraged to meet and exceed life cycle cost reduction targets, not just near term cost objectives.  In order to address life cycle costs up-front and early, for example, continuation of a multi-year contract can be tied to reaching or exceeding interim life cycle cost targets.  The contractor could receive a larger percentage of the next production lot or could be awarded the next phase if production unit costs meet or exceed a cost reduction profile.  The objective should be to tie life cycle cost targets and contractor performance together through innovative and aggressive incentives. 

3.4  TOC/LCC Focus 

CAIV Requires All Team Members Maintain Focus on TOC/LCC 
Fiscal constraint is a reality that all Air Force stakeholders must recognize.  Based on the determination of resource availability, stakeholders must set an aggressive but realistic TOC target for the system.  At each milestone, decision-makers will review targets and progress toward verifying they will be met. Cost targets shall be addressed in the Acquisition Strategy and will be included and tracked in the APB.  CAIV-based cost targets should be included in Request For Proposals (RFPs) and contractors incentivized to achieve cost targets.  Also, all personnel must constantly be cognizant of the need to identify cost reduction opportunities and tradeoffs.

Typical targets for procurement and sustainment are Average Unit Procurement Cost (AUPC = total procurement funding/total quantity) and Average Unit O&S Cost (AUO&SC = unit cost per flight hour, etc.).  Each of these metrics can be tailored to the specific system.  Procurement targets can be expressed as a cost profile; for example, AUPC versus production lot number.  Sustainment targets may be expressed as a percentage reduction relative to O&S costs of a similar system.  Confidence limits for development, procurement, and sustainment cost targets will vary with the phase of the program.  At MS I, for example, development cost estimates should be most accurate while O&S cost estimates will most likely be the least accurate.  Early O&S cost estimates can be based on O&S costs of similar systems already fielded.  As the program matures, target costs will be updated and accuracy improved.

3.5 Risk-Based Management
CAIV Success Relies On Management Of Program Risks 

CAIV-driven program management requires pro-active risk management (in lieu of risk avoidance) throughout the program. Trade space is “discounted” by risk—one cannot afford to trade aspects of cost, performance, or schedule that may not be realized.  In fact, an unavoidable consequence of setting aggressive cost objectives is an increase in risk.  

Risk management includes planning, analysis, handling, and monitoring risks.  Specific guidance may be found in:

· DoD Risk Management Process contained in “Defense Acquisition Deskbook”

· Risk Management Guide for DoD Acquisition, March 1998, Department of Defense, Defense Acquisition University, Defense Systems Management College

· “Acquisition Risk Management Guide”, AFMCP 63-101

· DoD Directive 5000.1, “Defense Acquisition”, 15 Mar 1996, Section D.1.d

· DoD 5000.2-R, “Mandatory Procedures for Major Defense Acquisition Programs (MDAPs) and Major Automated Information System (MAIS) Acquisition Programs,” 23 Mar 1998, Section 3.3.3.

3.6  Measurement 

CAIV cost reduction is assessed continuously through effective metrics.

Intrinsic to CAIV is the setting of realistic and aggressive cost and performance goals followed by measuring progress in reaching and achieving these goals.  Examples of metrics and observables needed for program oversight and CAIV execution are shown in Figure 3.6‑1. 

· METRICS
· OBSERVABLES

· Are cost objectives defined and consistent with requirements programmed and projected fiscal resources?
· Out-year resources identified? ($)

· Production and O&S cost objectives included in the RFP?

· Key tradeoff issues addressed?(e.g., in Analysis of Alternatives A.oA)

· Is the government managing to achieve cost objectives?
· RFP contains a strict minimum number of performance specifications? (#) 

· CPIPT functioning; tradeoff space identified in program baseline and RFP?

· Risks to achieve cost objectives identified and program steps to address these defined?(risk plan )

· Incentives for achieving life cycle cost objectives included in the RFP and contract?( % relative total contract $’s ; Period of performance tied to life cycle cost target profile)

· Mechanism for contractor suggestions to reduce production and O&S costs in place and operating? (Value Engineering Clause)

· Allocation of cost objectives provided to IPTs and key suppliers

· Measurement and estimation of reliability and maintainability

· Robust contractor incentives plan in place?

· Are contractors managing to achieve cost objectives?
· Providing appropriate tools for cost-performance tradeoffs (including incentives for corporate management) and participates in cost-performance tradeoff process (Hierarchy IPT structure; Award fee flow down to IPT members)

· Identifying (and when appropriate implements) new technologies and manufacturing processes that can reduce costs

· Identifying procedural/process impediments to cost reduction measures

· Establishing strong relationship with vendor base, including sound incentives structure

Figure 3.6-1: Illustrative CAIV Metrics and Observables

These examples identify important and observable steps, that should be implemented in setting aggressive production, and O&S cost objectives and then managed for their achievement.  In some cases, quantitative metrics can be defined as indicated by the parentheses at the end of a process step.  The ability to set and achieve aggressive cost objectives depends significantly on early tradeoffs in performance versus costs.  Metrics and observables reflect the degree to which a program is structured for CAIV success.  Earned value data provide a consistent methodology for tracking progress at the management, system, and subsystem IPT levels.  Hardware and software metrics provide data to assess progress and identify problem areas. 

3.7  CAIV Evolution Through The Life Cycle

CAIV implementation evolves through the life cycle.  The remainder of this section outlines how the CAIV tenets can be tailored for each acquisition phase.

3.7.1  Phase 0

Requirements:  The highest AF levels ensure defense system effectiveness is optimized within constraints of available and projected resources.  Also, Warfighters/Users utilize mission effectiveness and cost performance analyses as key parts of the Analysis of Alternatives (AoA).  When the preferred approach is identified, Users employ mission effectiveness analysis and CAIV principles to set initial weapon system requirements, based on the best insight available to TOC.  As a result, ORD I should include TOC objectives.

Partnering:  The Warfighter/User leads all efforts, but may have Acquirer support if an existing program office or a Development Planning core team is assigned. 

TOC Focus: With only limited resources, the User will generally not be able to assess TOC, although overall system objectives must be set.

Risk-Based Management: As much Acquirer involvement as possible is desirable to support the User in gaining an early understanding of potential risks and handling alternatives.

Measurement:  Objective TOC should be set in the ORD. The requirements “owner” should estimate which requirements are likely to be cost drivers and for each such driver track whether adequate TOC insight has been gained.

3.7.2 Phase I

Requirements:  During Phase I, the weapon system IPT uses CAIV to define TOC impacts and conduct trade studies focused on design and sustainment; the data enables Warfighters/Users to refine and definitize requirements

Partnering:  The team will now typically include a program office and a contractor; the Acquirer will have the lead for completing PDRR, but must ensure close coordination with the User.  The team should baseline expectations through the following steps:  

· 1) Identify common and unilateral objectives to ensure concerted, focused effort.  

· 2) Define all interdependencies and organize, plan, and commit to act to meet them.  Central to this aspect is analysis of the contractor’s network/critical path and Integrated Master Plan (IMP) to ensure government action meets timelines expected by the contractor and does not give any cause for contractor claims.  

· 3) Baseline risks by:  a) consolidate previous risk analyses, b) conduct further brainstorming, c) prioritize risks

· 4) Develop a concept of operations (CONOPS) to define management and working level interaction, metrics, etc.

TOC Focus: With a funded and manned program, adequate effort can now be expended to identify TOC and risk impacts from design and sustainment trade studies.

Risk-Based Management: Based on the agreed-to risk baseline, the team should generate a unified risk-handling plan to address high and moderate risk areas.  Implementation may include provisions in acquisition strategies, contracts, or parallel efforts.   As a minimum, the contract should require the contractor to conduct trade studies to identify Trade Space.
Measurement:  The team must continue to track TOC estimates to TOC objectives.  In addition, requirements “owners” should continue to track degree of insight to TOC impact for each identified cost driver.  The team should track risk “draw-down” per the handling plan with metrics tied to specific risk reduction accomplishments.  Use of Technical Performance Measurements (TPMs) can be very effective for such effort.

3.7.3  Phase II

Requirements:  The IPT uses CAIV to ensure requirements are met at minimum TOC.

Partnering:  The team may expand to include other organizations (e.g., Air Force Operation Test and Evaluation Centers, AFOTEC).  The same principles of teaming apply as applied in Phase I.

TOC Focus:  Trade studies will focus on manufacturing and sustainment impacts on TOC and risk.  The rest of this Guidebook spells out processes applicable.

Risk-Based Management: The contract again requires trade studies to identify the Trade Space, although the ability to make substantive changes decreases as the design matures.  The team reviews and prioritizes risks and continues to act on handling plans.

Measurement:  The team continues to track TOC estimates to TOC objectives and risk “draw-down” through TPMs.  In addition, the contractor should have an Earned-Value Measurement System (EVMS) in place.  Such a system, integrated with schedule tracking metrics, enables effective management of development efforts.  Although EVMS reports may not be required, the Government should have visibility so that it is aware of potential problems before they get out of hand.  The team will have determined the availability and visibility of such metrics during their Partnering sessions.

3.7.4  Phase III

Requirements:  The IPT ensures continued ability to meet baseline requirements while adapting to requirements evolutions that drive system modifications. 

Partnering:  Though some partners may have changed from earlier phases (especially if major modifications are in process), the same principles apply. 

TOC Focus: For steady-state systems, the R-TOC processes addressed by this Guidebook apply.  For modifications, a synthesis of the factors through the phases with the R-TOC processes is needed.

Risk-Based Management: For steady-state systems, teams should focus on risks that may upset the steady state.  For modifications, the above principles apply.

Measurement:  This Guidebook provides many excellent metrics beyond the standard operational measures of merit.  (See sections 5 and 7)

3.7.5  “Hybrids”

Many systems, especially smaller programs and many modifications, do not go through the classic Phase 0, I, II sequence before being fielded.  In such cases, the IPT should review the above guidance and synthesize/tailor to the program at hand.
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4.0 R-TOC APPROACH

“If you always do what you always did, you’ll always get what you always got”

The R-TOC approach includes change as a central ingredient to the implementation process.  This section offers a methodology for change as well as a step-by-step description of the R-TOC implementation process. 

4.1 Overview

Changes in current processes are required to enact significant cost reduction. Changes necessary to achieve significant cost reduction require top management commitment and a sense of urgency that permeates the organization.  Leadership is critical to overcome organizational inertia and motivate personnel to make changes necessary to reduce cost.  The change process is integral to the R-TOC process.  In his book, “Leading Change”, John Kotter provides eight steps necessary for change:

1.
Establish Sense of Urgency

2.
Create Guiding Coalition

3.
Develop Vision and Strategy

4.
Communicate Vision

5.
Empower Broad-Based Action

6.
Generate Short-Term Wins

7.
Consolidate Gains and Produce More Change

8.
Anchor New Approaches in the Culture

The initial pilot programs demonstrated that these steps are applicable to the R-TOC process.  

Establish Sense of Urgency Those pilot programs where there was a real sense of urgency tended to be the most successful in reducing costs. The Air Force has a long history of impressive successes during crises using the processes in place today.  As a result, there is a tendency to become complacent, to believe that current fiscal problems are someone else’s responsibility.  If a sense of urgency does not permeate the organization, people will be reluctant to question assumptions, take bold actions, and make sacrifices.   

Create Guiding Coalition A key lesson learned from the initial R-TOC pilot programs is the need to include all stakeholders in the R-TOC process.  The C/KC-135 SPD wrote:  “First, it is critical to have up-front active involvement by all impacted parties, i.e. user MAJCOMs, PEM, and System Program Director (SPD).”
 Similarly, the B-1 Cost Reduction Product Improvement Team (CRIPT) included members from ACC, ANG, SAF/AQ, AF/XOR Air Staff, the B-1 contractors, ALCs, and SPO.  Major change is extremely difficult to implement, so a strong coalition is needed to sustain the process.  When putting together an R-TOC team, include stakeholders.  Team members should have broad expertise, high credibility within their own organizations, and strong leadership and management skills.  

Develop Vision and Strategy and Communicate Vision Another key to successful cost reduction is having strong leadership establishing and communicating the vision.  AMRAAM reported the follow lesson learned: 

“[The] SPD Must Establish Unarguable Vision, Articulate it With Energy, and Fight For It All The Way

· Startle With Data

· Swim Against The Tides

· Nurture Enabler Role of Government”

At the DoD level, the vision for R-TOC is to reduce TOC to meet modernization and readiness needs, within realistic budget constraints and without sacrificing military capability.  Each program must articulate its own R-TOC vision.  This vision should provide a clear, concise picture of the future and state why this future is desirable.  The vision clarifies the desired end state, sets the direction, and motivates individuals to make necessary changes.  The vision must be communicated consistently in actions as well as in words.   

Empower Broad-Based Action Significant changes cannot be accomplished by a single individual or even a small group.  Cost reduction must become everyone’s job.  Barriers must be removed that prevent personnel from actively pursuing cost reductions.  Some of these barriers will be inherent in organizational structures or local policies.  When barriers are outside of local control, enlist the assistance of the R-TOC Program Office.  

Generate Short-Term Wins The initial focus of individual program R-TOC implementation should be on short-term projects that will yield quick gains.  This will serve to jump-start the R-TOC effort by demonstrating that cost reduction is possible.  Savings from initial efforts can help fund longer-term efforts.  Evidence of short-term results demonstrates the R-TOC effort is on track and lends credibility to proposed follow-on initiatives.  The R-TOC Program Office is working on methods to facilitate directly shifting savings into investments to generate more savings.  

Consolidate Gains and Produce More Change Use initial short-term successes as a springboard for bigger cost reduction initiatives.  Bring more people into the R-TOC process.  Continue to articulate the R-TOC vision and guard against a slide back into “business as usual.” 

Anchor New Approaches in the Culture Finally, make R-TOC “business as usual."  The Air Force has a long tradition of designing, producing, and operating the best weapons in the world.  Now we need to integrate affordability, so that the Air Force of the twenty-first century is characterized by weapon systems that are both technologically superior and affordable.  A cost reduction IPT can help sustain cost control and reduction activities.

4.2 R-TOC Implementation Process

This section presents a nine-step process, shown in Figure 4.2-1 that an organization can use to get an R-TOC effort started.  Later sections of the guidebook provide greater detail on key steps in the process.   
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Figure 4.2-1 R-TOC implementation process. 

4.2.1 Identify R-TOC Requirements

The first step is to identify requirements for cost reduction.  This provides the basis for establishing the sense of urgency needed to get the change process started.  At the DoD-level, the requirement to reduce TOC is driven by the need to provide $60 billion for weapon system modernization.  Program or installation requirements to reduce costs flow from the DoD-level requirements.  Benchmarking techniques may be helpful in refining the local R‑TOC requirement.  In acquisition, the R-TOC requirements may be defined by examining the "cost gap" between the initial life cycle cost estimate, based on legacy systems, and an estimate of available future year funding.  It is important to note Program Managers often have limited visibility of operation and support costs.  As a result, Program Managers should work closely with the using command to gain the visibility necessary to determine cost reduction requirements.

This step should not be confused with the process of establishing Warfighter requirements.  TOC reduction requirements need to be reconciled with the Warfighter’s requirements.  In this step, the stage is set for cost trade-offs by establishing a sense of urgency and cost reduction mind-set.  

4.2.2  Team with Warfighter and Other Stakeholders

Once the R-TOC requirement is identified, the next step is to form a team.  The R-TOC team should include representatives of all the stakeholders.  The System Program Office (SPO) and Warfighter are the key participants, but make sure to include other using and supporting organizations including contractors.  This partnership expands or contracts the cost reduction trade space because partners bring real information into the decision.  All organizations controlling part of the weapon system or installation cost should be involved in the R‑TOC effort.  There is a risk in not including all stakeholders.  This step corresponds to step 2 in the change process, "create a guiding coalition" and is in consonance with the CAIV “Partnering” tenet. 

4.2.3  Establish R-TOC Baseline 

The R-TOC team’s first task is to establish a baseline.  The baseline establishes a foundation from which change can be effectively measured.  The R-TOC baseline should represent a one-year snapshot for steady-state programs (e.g., fielded systems, installations).  Be sure to select a stable/typical year, or use and average over several recent years.  Life cycle cost or cost of remaining system life should be used for systems in acquisition, and may be used for fielded systems.  For systems fairly far along in the acquisition cycle and for fielded systems, there is a significant difference between LCC and cost of remaining system life.  In these cases, much of the LCC is sunk cost.  While it is useful to identify sunk costs, R-TOC baselines should exclude sunk costs.  When establishing the baseline, be sure to adjust for modifications and changes in fleet size.  The baseline should include performance measures (e.g., Mission Capable Rate, up time, coverage, ton-miles, and customer request cycle time etc.) and existing system development or sustainment risks, as well as costs. 

The primary source for baseline cost information is the Air Force Total Ownership Cost (AFTOC) management information system.  AFTOC provides cost information about Air Force weapon systems by consolidating data from the Automated Budget Interactive Data Environment System (ABIDES) database and other financial and logistics standard systems.  Program office financial management personnel can provide more detailed investment cost breakout than available in AFTOC.  Also, Activity-Based Costing (ABC) techniques can be used to establish cost baselines for processes.  Baseline data can be entered into a comb chart to assist in identifying high cost areas. 

It is important to note that cost is not the only factor in establishing a baseline.  The performance baseline is also critical. KPPs should be a part of the baseline.  The Multi-Echelon Resource and Logistics Information Network (MERLIN) and System Executive Management Report (SEMR) provides a macro level view of the health of selected (currently 78) AF weapons systems.(www.il.hq.af.mil//ilm/ilmy/semr/)  MERLIN contains aircraft and engine data.  SEMR contains data for some non-aircraft systems.  For systems in earlier life cycle phases, KPPs, objectives and thresholds should be established through the CAIV process.  Performance measures should be tailored to individual program requirements.  

The third baseline to be established is the risk baseline.  The purpose of the risk baseline is to identify exactly where a program is with respect to the risks it faces before changes will be made in the program.  Any opportunities for cost savings must be evaluated in light of changes to the risk baseline.  Risk baselining applies both to fielded, steady state programs as well as to new programs.  Risk analysis can also be used to estimate the most probably cost.  

Section 5 provides more details on developing baselines, AFTOC and cost identification tools, including the comb chart.  

4.2.4  Identify and Analyze Cost Drivers

Once the R-TOC baseline is established, the next step is to identify and examine cost drivers.  The distribution of cost in the baseline should be examined to determine cost drivers.  Typical questions to be asked include: 

· Why are costs high in certain areas and what can be done by whom?

· Where have costs fluctuated significantly?

· Which costs are related to flying program?

· Which costs appear to be “fixed”?

· What risks exist?

Graphs can be useful in spotting trends and high drivers and help communicate the cost picture.  The comb chart can be annotated to highlight drivers.  Comb charts can be helpful for identifying cost drivers.  A Risk Matrix Scatter Chart will assist quantifying identified risks.  Section 5 contains a discussion of comb charts and risk matrix scatter charts.  

4.2.5 Set Cost Performance Goals

The bottom line result of establishing the cost-performance baseline and identifying cost-performance drivers is establishing R-TOC/CAIV cost and performance goals or targets.  The R-TOC/CAIV process involves setting aggressive development, unit production, and/or O&S cost goals that include a margin for cost-risk; and establishing critical KPP’s for systems in acquisition and logistic mission performance parameters for fielded systems.  Cost goals should relate directly to affordability.  Common goals and acquisition and sustainment are Average Unit Procurement Cost (AUPC) and Average Unit O&S Cost (AUO&SC). Goals must be tailored to the specific systems.  Acquisition costs can be expressed as a cost profile, for example, average unit recurring production cost verses production lot number.  Sustainment costs goals may be expressed as a percentage reduction relative to O&S cost of the existing or similar system.  For systems in acquisition, confidence levels for development, procurement, and sustainment cost goals will vary with the phase of the program.  Other considerations in setting goals include costs of comparable systems, mission effectiveness studies, technology based trends, and commercial business practices.  Regardless of how they are developed, goals should consider both cost reduction targets and performance requirements. 

4.2.6 Define Strategies and Cost Reduction Initiatives

After setting goals, define strategies and generate Cost Reduction Initiative (CRI) ideas. Identify potential risks such strategies and initiatives may generate.  Since R‑TOC targets both processes and products, all reasonable cost cutting ideas should be considered.  Acquisition Reform (AR) provides significant opportunities to alter traditional ways of doing business.  Neither operational processes nor technical requirements should be held sacrosanct.  Any activity or requirement that provides no, or low, value added to the product/process should be carefully scrutinized for tailoring or elimination.  Those directly involved in the process often have the best ideas on ways to reduce cost, therefore, it is important to solicit cost reduction ideas from the stakeholders. Step 5 in the change process; “empower broad-based action” applies here.  Activity Based Costing/Management (ABC/M) are useful techniques to identify CRIs for indirect costs.  Make use of ABC pilot program results and lessons learned from R-TOC Pilot programs and CAIV Flagship programs. Section 6 provides tools for identifying strategies and CRIs.  

4.2.7 Evaluate and Prioritize

It is essential to prioritize all cost reduction initiatives and plan for their implementation.  Some ideas will not be feasible.  For these, document the reason for not pursuing the idea and provide feedback to the originator.  Prioritize feasible ideas into three categories: 

· Those with near term impact that require little or no investment

· Those with near to mid-term impact requiring some investment or approval by external organizations

· Long term initiatives requiring further study

Start with the initiatives having near-term impact and requiring little or no investment to provide short term wins (step 6 of the change process).  Identify, document, and assess costs, benefits, and risks for each initiative.  Initiatives can be prioritized using techniques like Analytic Hierarchy Process (AHP) 
.  Then, develop implementation plans including an estimate of the savings, implementation schedule, and methods of tracking implementation and savings.  For those initiatives requiring external support in the form of funding or approvals, develop the business case to obtain the necessary support.  For long term initiatives, develop study plans.  

Section 7 provides additional information on evaluation and prioritization of CRIs.  

4.2.8 Plan and Implement

Prior to implementing the CRI, develop a comprehensive plan.  The objective is to provide a sound; executable foundation for realizing cost savings associated with initiatives.  The R‑TOC implementation plan should make the business case for the initiative and establish an action plan for implementation. Risk planning and identification of risk handling approaches are key components of the planning process Section 8 provides guidelines for establishing an implementation plan.  In addition, Appendix E outlines an Implementation Plan Template PMs can use to develop their plans.  

As discussed in Section 4.1, teamwork and communications are imperative for successful implementation.  All individuals associated with the process must understand the plan and be willing to make the change.  Section 8 provides detailed guidance on implementation planning.  

4.2.9 Measure and Report Progress

Finally, measure progress.  How well the baseline has been established will directly impact the ability to effectively measure actual savings.  In addition, many factors may impact the ability to gauge savings.  For example, a CRI may have created savings in a particular cost category, but mandated modifications or changes in operations may mask these savings.  It is paramount that PMs be able to isolate the impact of CRIs from other factors to determine if cost reductions really did occur.  Statistical Process Control (SPC) techniques may be useful to identify causes of variation from the projected savings metrics.  Tracking actual savings accrued is critical to measuring R‑TOC progress and to refining estimating techniques.  Once best value handling decisions have been made, the status of the risk must be tracked.  The Risk Matrix Scatter Diagram can be revisited to show risk “migration” from the high region.  In addition, Technical Performance Measurements (TPM) can be used to show drawdown of risk anticipated from specific tests and intermediate milestone accomplishments.  If appropriate, earned value metrics can assist in measuring cost performance towards cost goals.  R-TOC progress is reported in portfolio reviews.  Regular reporting is intended to help anchor R-TOC in the Air Force culture (step 8 in the change process).  A reporting format is available on the R‑TOC web site. 

5.0 Establishing The Baseline And Identifying Drivers

The R-TOC baseline provides a foundation for cost reduction efforts and a yardstick by which progress can be measured.  Cost, performance, and risk should all be baselined.  Whenever possible, baseline data should be portrayed graphically.  Graphical representations help the cost reduction team see relationships and identify drivers and are useful for communicating with those outside the immediate team.  This section provides a discussion of cost, performance, and risk baselines, data sources, tools to produce a graphical presentation of baselines, and techniques to identify cost drivers.

5.1  Cost Baseline

Establishing a cost baseline is a complex effort.  The first step is to establish the framework for the baseline including the time period for the baseline and the cost element structure.  For systems in development, the baseline should cover the projected life cycle of the system.  While sunk costs are a part of LCC, they should not be considered in R‑TOC analyses since these costs are not subject to reduction.  For fielded systems, the baseline may be a one-year snapshot in time, the life of the cost reduction initiative, or the system’s remaining life cycle.  Single year snapshots may be useful for developing cost reduction initiatives, particularly for programs in steady state.  Be sure to select a typical year, or consider using an average over several years.  A life of the initiative baseline is used to compute cost savings.  The life of the initiative may be related to mission life or technological life of the equipment or process being changed.  The cost baseline for the remaining life of the system is the best representation of TOC.  It is also the most difficult to accurately define in an environment where the only constant is change.  For installations, a one-year snapshot baseline is recommended.  

Appendix C contains a cost element structure that should be used as a starting point for weapon system baselines.  The Cost Analysis Improvement Group (CAIG) cost element structure
 provides the basis for Weapon System O&S cost elements shown in Appendix C.  Weapon system baselines must also include Research and Development (R&D) and procurement costs, since even fielded systems incur costs in these areas.  Life cycle baselines will include deployment and disposal or demilitarization costs as well.  Each program should develop sub-elements for R&D costs as needed to provide visibility into major areas of R&D.  Similarly, sub-elements may be used to highlight significant disposal costs.  A suggested cost structure for installations is provided at Appendix D.  The key is ensuring all relevant areas of your system or installation’s TOC are addressed.  Be sure to define cost elements unique to your program.   

All baselines should be in base year dollars to avoid the variance introduced by annual economic fluctuations.  The following paragraphs provide a discussion of baseline development methods, cost data available in the Air Force Total Ownership Cost (AFTOC) system, and the tools for displaying baseline costs.  Some of the techniques discussed in section 5.1.1 for new system baselines are also applicable to developing estimates for modifications to fielded systems.  

5.1.1  New Systems Baselines

TOC or LCC cost estimates are required early in the acquisition process.  Often, a large percentage of TOC is determined by design decisions made very early in the program.  The LCC approach captures the total cost of the new system over its entire life cycle and includes costs incurred for R&D, investment, O&S and disposal at the end of system life.  The initial baseline for the new system may be constructed using a directly comparable existing system or a notional system composed of parts from several existing systems.  The idea is to identify components of existing systems that are like or similar to functional components of the system under development.  Data for the existing aircraft system components can be obtained from the AFTOC database.  

There are several cost estimating methodologies available to establish LCC.  The three formal approaches are engineering build up or “bottoms up” technique, parametric estimating, and analogy.  In addition, informal approaches like expert opinion can be used when the formal techniques are not practical.  In most cases, a hybrid approach is used, combining elements of the various techniques.  Some elements of the cost work breakdown structure will be estimated using engineering build-up, parametric techniques using standard Cost Estimating Relationships (CERs) or analogous systems will be used for other elements. Regardless of which methodologies are used, a cost-risk analysis should be performed to credibly estimate the potential variation in LCC.

Cost models incorporating the three methodologies are available to help the cost analyst derive the LCC estimates.  The matrix shown in Figure 5.1.1-1 identifies some frequently used cost models and summarizes their applicability. See web site: http://fmweb.wpafb.af.mil/ascfm/prginfo/fmc/cost/model/costmodel.htm

Contact the AF Cost Analysis Agency (AFCAA) for a list of models thoroughly tested in the weapons development and O&S communities.  The input database used in these models should be approved by the responsible agencies.  Figure 5.1.1-2 identifies common data sources for new system estimates and summarizes their applicability.

Since there is uncertainty in early estimates of LCC, the baseline LCC Estimate (LCCE) for new systems should be expressed as a distribution rather than a point estimate. Quantification of cost-risk is the source of the variance within these cost range.  See Appendix F for a discussion of LCCE baseline determination and management.  

5.1.2 Fielded Systems Baselines

For fielded systems, the AFTOC database can be used to establish a one-year snapshot baseline.  To extend this baseline to the planned end of system life or for the life of an initiative, current cost must be extrapolated into the future.  When projecting O&S cost, consider:

· Fleet attrition

· Planned modifications

· Effects of aging

· Effects of inflation

· Parts obsolescence

· Changes in Mission

· Ops Tempo

· Variation in mission profile over time

R&D and procurement funding projections can be based on historical averages and known future upgrade projects.  

5.1.3  Air Force Total Ownership Cost (AFTOC) System

AFTOC management information system is the primary data source for the R-TOC program. This system identifies direct costs for active duty Air Force aircraft weapon systems for which data is both available and identifiable with the specific Mission/Design/Series (MDS). Information for space and missile systems is being added.  AFTOC captures direct costs for Air National Guard (ANG), Air Force Reserve Component (AFRC), and Air Force Special Operations Command (AFSOC) aircraft as well as weapon system indirect costs.  Classified programs are not included.   AFTOC data is available to authorized DoD users on the Internet at http://www.aftoc.tasc.com/.  Figure 5.1.3-1 shows a typical AFTOC menu screen.

Products are provided for each aircraft by command and in total. Products are not provided for aircraft for which there are no costs or for which only significant costs have been identified; for example, operating and support costs for a YF-16C test aircraft are generally funded with RDT&E dollars.  Products showing the fleet-wide total only reflect costs the MAJCOMs reported. Five data formats are available for weapon system data.  

· CAIG format identifies all costs (direct and indirect) to both CAIG elements and sub-elements and to the appropriate MDS by MAJCOM, Unit (Wing), and Base.  This format is useful for establishing cost baselines and examining cost per flying hour.  

· EEIC format displays costs by Element of Expense/Investment Code (EEIC).  The Air Force Data Dictionary document AFR 700-20, EL-191 is the source for the EEIC definitions.  The EEIC denotes what was expensed (purchased). The detailed EEICs are grouped logically into 22 summary expense categories.  The EEIC format is reported by MDS.  This data can be mapped to the CAIG format; see the AFTOC web site for mappings.  

· Appropriations format identifies direct costs for active duty Air Force, AFRC, and ANG aircraft weapon systems for which data is both available and directly identifiable with the specific Mission/Design (MD) or MDS.  Costs are organized by Budget Appropriation (i.e. RDT&E-Appn 3600; Procurement-Appn 3010; Operations & Maintenance-Appns 3400, 3740, and 3840; and Military Personnel-Appns 3500, 3700, and 3850). Costs are shown by fiscal year, with the exception of current year obligations and expenditures, which are shown by fiscal quarter. 

· Indirect format identifies indirect costs for the active duty, reserve and guard components of the Air Force. Indirect costs are defined as costs not directly attributable to a specific system (e.g., F-15E, Defense Meteorological Satellite Program, DMSP) or purpose (e.g., Base Realignment and Closure, military construction/housing construction). Indirect costs are for those activities, like base operating support, that indirectly support the primary mission of the Air Force. These costs are identifiable with an installation, site, or location versus a weapon system.  Products are provided for each installation by MAJCOM, each installation in total, and each MAJCOM in total. All Air Force appropriations and Air Force allocations of DoD appropriations are included as defined by the Fund Code.  Indirect standard products are organized by Functional Category as defined in DFAS-DE 7001.1-R.  The indirect products do not include any costs for military personnel.  This format is useful for examining infrastructure costs.  

· Commodities format provides component level cost data by National Stock Number (NSN), net cost, end item description, and nomenclature. Two menus allow the user to view costs by commodities (airframe, avionics, electrical system, engines, fuel, etc) or by MDS. The data for Fiscal Year (FY)97 came from Keystone, but the data for FY98 and beyond comes from the Standard Base Supply System (SBSS).  This format is useful for identifying costs drivers.  

Appendix C provides definitions for standard cost elements.  AFTOC costs are displayed in thousands of then-year dollars. 

Data from past years reflect actual costs, flying hours, aircraft quantities, and personnel end-strengths from the ABIDES database and other financial and logistics standard systems.  The one exception is the historical and current year cost data for military personnel, which is calculated using actual end-strengths and composite labor rates. 

The current year data reflects the same actuals as the historical data but is displayed by cumulative budget authority, obligations, and expenditures. Current year flying hours are also cumulative.  Future year programming data displayed in the AFTOC management information system reflect planning positions according to the most recently finalized President’s Budget cost projections in the Force and Financial Planning (F&FP) data system. 

Detailed information on the AFTOC data sources and methods of allocating costs is available from the AFTOC web site http://www.aftoc.tasc.com/.

Data obtained from these central repositories should be reviewed locally.  Since some data elements in AFTOC are based on allocations, local data sources may enable adjustments to provide a more accurate picture.  In R&D, AFTOC shows only the gross amount, no breakdown is provided.  SPO data must be used to provide a second level breakdown. Production/modification costs are shown with budget program activity code (BPAC) detail.  SPO data must be used to break out costs of significant modifications.  Local data also provides additional breakout and “drill down” capability.   

5.1.4  Comb Charts

The comb chart provides a method for graphically depicting program costs.  It can be used to define baseline costs and assist in identifying cost reduction opportunities.  Figure 5.1.4-1 is an example of a baseline comb chart.  This comb chart represents a life of initiative baseline for the F-117.  Note, the baseline is dated and a key is provided to indicate the data sources.

Microsoft Excel workbooks have been created to simplify the creation of the comb charts.  The weapon system comb chart template is discussed in detail here.  A similar template is available for installations.  Both templates may be downloaded from the R‑TOC web site htttp://www.rtoc.drc.com/.

The weapon system comb chart template, Comb Template.xls, is based on AFTOC/CAIG cost element structure.  The Comb Template.xls contains four sheets:

· Introduction Sheet

· Data Entry Sheet

· Comb Chart Sheet

· Cost Summary Sheet

This workbook should be completed for each program. The Data Entry sheet of Comb Template.xls needs to be completed first to establish a program’s baseline TOC estimate. This sheet is linked to the Comb Chart and Cost Summary sheets to automatically fill in the comb chart template and cost summary information. 

Introduction Sheet

The Introduction sheet provides the instructions on how to properly develop and calculate a TOC Comb chart. A baseline comb chart is designed to reflect costs for one year in constant year dollars.

Data Entry Sheet

The data entry sheet, figure 5.1.4-2, provides a convenient tabular form to automatically fill in the Comb Chart sheet.  Data in the “Title,” “Cost $K,” “Percent of Next Higher,” and “Percent of TOC” columns are translated directly into the comb chart. The shaded cells in the “Cost $K,” “Percent of Next Higher” and “Percent of TOC” columns are automatically calculated, although users can overwrite the formulas in the shaded cells to enter a total if a sub-element break out is not needed.  For example, if a weapon system has limited Intermediate Maintenance, a further breakdown in this category may not be necessary.  

The “Responsible Organization” column can be used to identify the organization responsible for each cost element. This is the organizational element that budgets for and controls expenditure of funds in the category.  

The “Data Source” column can be used to identify the source of the data for that line.  This is important to provide traceability and validation.

Comb Chart Sheet

The comb format, figure 5.1.4-3, displays the TOC costs, consisting of RDT&E, Production, and O&S, in a graphically indentured format down to the lowest level. Each of these costs can then be divided into component categories of cost.  With costs partitioned in this manner, management attention is focused on the high cost drivers. 

The comb chart sheet is based on AFTOC and CAIG cost element structures.  Second level cost elements for RDT&E are left to the discretion of the user. It is recommended that costs be broken out in the standard format provided through the first two levels of indenture for Procurement and O&S.  Lower levels of indenture should be tailored to reflect local needs.  A baseline comb chart should be in constant year dollars.  Time period covered by the comb chart should be noted on the comb chart.  

On the final comb chart, unused rows can be deleted.  For example, if there is no MILCON, row 30 can be deleted.  Unused cells at the lower levels of indenture can also be deleted.  Deleting the unused rows/cells improves the appearance and clarity of the final comb chart.

Cost Summary Sheet

The Cost Summary sheet, figure 5.1.4-4, provides an optional, high-level category breakout of costs and percentage of TOC. This sheet provides decision-makers with a quick visual reference of the TOC cost breakout.  The sheet is automatically filled in when the Data Entry sheet is completed.

5.2 Performance Baseline

It is important to consider performance metrics in R-TOC activities.  Cost reduction initiatives should not adversely impact mission performance.  At the PEO/SYSCOM conference in October 1998, Dr. Gansler said “reducing cost is not enough, [cost reductions] must be measured relative to performance…” Example metrics are shown in Figure 5.2-1.

Measures should reflect individual program needs.  A good starting point is the metrics reported in regular program portfolio reviews.  For example, the F-117 program includes Depot Repairables, Spare Engines, and MICAP rates, metrics in their Total System Performance Responsibility (TSPR) contract, along with traditional aircraft metrics (e.g., Mission Capable (MC) rate, Total Not Mission Capable Maintenance (TNMCM) rate, and Total Not Mission Capable Supply (TNMCS) rate).  

Multi-Echelon Resource and Logistics Information Network (MERLIN/) provides a readily accessible source of performance data.  This integrated reporting and analysis tool enables access to comparative analysis of performance, funding, and inventory metrics for individual weapon system, multiple weapon systems, or across multiple subject areas, as well as providing historical data to individual performance, funding, and logistics metrics.  MERLIN is limited  to aircraft and engine data.  SEMR includes non-aircraft systems.  

MERLIN is a web-based system and can be found at http://www.merlin.drc.com .  Access to this site is available to anyone in the .mil domain.  The MERLIN Mission Performance section, shown in Figure 5.2-2, provides access to standard performance measures by Command and MD/MDS.

System Executive Management Report (SEMR) The SEMR software is a reporting and analysis software package developed for Headquarters, U.S. Air Force, Installations and Logistics (HQ USAF/IL) and Headquarters, Air Force Material Command (AFMC/DR). This software tool supports the Air Force’s semi-annual SEMR process, which gives the Air Force’s senior leadership a macro-level view of the readiness and sustainment posture of selected major weapon systems.  The SEMR provides not only a current assessment of the weapons system, but also a predictive assessment through the Future Years Defense Plan (FYDP). Through these assessments, Air Force decision makers can associate future resourcing with sustainability.

5.2.1 Depicting the Performance Baseline

Baseline performance measures can be depicted using a traditional “checkerboard,” spider chart, or a radar chart.

Figure 5.2.2-1 depicts the KPPs for the F-117.  In this format trends are evident looking across each line.

Figure 5.2.2‑2 shows a spider chart for the F-117.  The three shaded (colored) areas of the chart represent three levels of performance.  Color-coding is the same as for the checkerboard chart above.  The value of each performance measure is normalized with its own set of specifications defining the three performance levels and is plotted on its own axis in the appropriate area of the chart.  The normalization allows each of the performance measures to be compared on a common scale.  Plotted values can also be shown as arrows, where the direction of the arrow indicates whether the performance is improving or degrading over the time span of interest.

The radar chart originated in the AWACS SPO4.  This chart is similar to the spider chart, but the standards for the individual metrics are not normalized to a common scale5 and a standard Excel chart format is used.  This simplifies preparation of the chart, and makes changes less time consuming.  Figure 5.2.2-3 depicts the AWACS Radar chart.  In the chart the standard for “Green” is plotted using a solid green line.  Points inside the solid line represent green status for that parameter.  Similarly the dashed red line defines the “Red” region for each metric as those values outside the red dashed line.  Points in the area between the solid green line and the dashed red line indicate that metric is in “Yellow” status. Values for each month are represented by small dots.  A larger square is used to represent the twelve-month average.

To prepare a radar chart, all metrics must drive to zero as the best value.  The vectoring provides the luxury of having all metric drive toward the center of the chart.  Thus in toward the center is good.  This means that metrics like MC rate, where best value is 100%, must be converted to a metric driving to zero like Not Mission Capable (NMC) rate, where the best value is zero.  Once a set of metrics is defined that all drive to zero, an Excel spreadsheet can be constructed with a column for each metric and rows for the standards, each month’s, and their average.  Excel’s chart function can then be used to produce the chart. Use the Excel chart wizard after selecting the data in the spreadsheet, and choose the radar type in the wizard.  In the chart legend, the format of for the standards and average can be edited to produce the format shown in Figure 5.2.2-3. This provides a chart whose presentation not only allows decision-makers to see and compare performance across temporal ranges for a given metric but also to do cross metrics analysis; i.e. see potential cause and effect in the dynamic relationship between metrics, where improvement in one metric may come at the expense of another.  When shown in this format, rather that on successive charts, the decision-maker can immediately compare performance indicators across the range of data.

5.3  Risk Baseline

Existing systems should be able to identify risks that may upset the steady state (e.g., potential for major/critical non-reparable component going out of production).  These risks must be analyzed using the risk matrix shown in Figure 5.3-1.

Each high and medium risk identified is rated with respect to the probability of its occurrence and its perceived impact and positioned in the appropriate space in the matrix.  Those risks in the upper right quadrant of the matrix are overall high risks and must receive high priority attention.

The same basic approach is applied for new systems recognizing that there will be more uncertainty in identifying risks in each category and techniques appropriate to these higher uncertainties should be utilized.  Brainstorming using software programs designed for this purpose is a helpful technique.  Several references are provided in Appendix B.  Risk analysis is discussed in Section 7.2.3.  

5.4  Identifying Drivers

Identifying cost drivers requires drilling down to lower levels of the cost element structure.  For fielded systems, emphasis will be on examining O&S costs reported in AFTOC.  Earlier in the system life cycle, R&D and Procurement costs need to be examined along with O&S costs.  During development, cost drivers for predecessor systems (identified in AFTOC) provide clues to potential O&S cost drivers for new systems.  For installations, the emphasis will be on Base Operating Support (BOS).  AFTOC contains installation data, however, limited drill down capability is currently provided.  Thus, local data may be required to identify installation cost drivers.  

The baseline comb chart provides a starting point for identifying drivers.  Simple graphs generated using off-the-shelf, spreadsheet software can also be helpful in identifying cost drivers.  For example, cost drivers can be identified using Pareto charts, pie charts, or sand charts as shown in Figure 5.4-1.  Figure 5.4-2 shows some typical cost drivers.

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6.0 DEFINING COST REDUCTION STRATEGIES 

R‑TOC does not mean an across the board cut in costs, rather R‑TOC strategies should target and reduce selected contributors to costs.  To do this effectively, all cost contributors must be identified and understood.  Once the cost contributors are defined, cost reduction ideas can be generated and evaluated.  This section addresses analyzing and identifying cost contributors and their causes, outlines methods of generating cost reduction ideas, and provides some examples of potential cost reduction strategies.  

6.1 Cost Contributors and Causes

The R-TOC baseline will show areas of high cost (cost drivers).  Further analysis is needed to determine underlying causes and establish links between costs and products/processes (cost contributors).  Various techniques are available, but there is no set formula for performing this type of analysis.  Techniques should be selected to fit the nature and scope of individual R‑TOC projects.  Some techniques that can be used to support this analysis process are: 

· Process Flow/Deployment Technique 

· Activity Modeling

· Activity-Based Costing/Management

· Quality Functional Development

· Design of Experiment 

· Simulation

· Force Field Analysis

· Cause and Effect Analysis (fishbone diagrams)

· Value Stream Analysis

· Theory of Constraints

· Risk Analysis

Process Flow/Deployment Technique

The Process flow/deployment technique involves mapping out the “big picture”.  A cross-functional team starts with the inputs and outputs and develops a process flow chart that links inputs to outputs.  At each step, they ask, “what is the activity?” and “why is it done?”  The resulting diagram provides a high level representation of major activities that is easy to create and understand.  The process deployment diagram adds a responsibility-mapping dimension to the process flow diagram.  The process flow/deployment diagrams provide a method of verifying the workings of processes and a springboard for identifying activities that could be eliminated and areas where responsibilities could be realigned. 

Activity Modeling

Activity modeling is more rigorous than the process flow technique.  Where process flow technique provides a “big picture” view, activity modeling provides a detailed blueprint.  In activity modeling, a hierarchical series of diagrams displaying increasing levels of detail is generated to describe the activities/functions of a process and their interfaces.  Activity models describe what a process does, what it works on, what means it uses to perform its function, and what it produces.  

Activity-Based Costing/Management (ABC/M)

Activity-Based Costing (ABC) is a structured method to identify and maintain data on an organization’s activities and products/outputs. ABC focuses on identifying the activities and costs incurred to produce a particular service or product.  In ABC, costs are traced to activities and outputs, performance measures are established, and costs are analyzed from an activity/process flow perspective.  

The traditional model for portraying the interrelationships between costs, activities, and products/services is the Consortium for Advanced Manufacturing- International (CAM-I) Model or CAM-I Cross, shown in Figure 6.1-1.  Initially developed for manufacturing scenarios, its use has grown to include the service industry.

As the model portrays, activities are at the center of ABC.  Each process is composed of individual activities that cause the work to be performed.  Examining the cost of each activity can lead to insights into changes in the overall process that will drive down resource requirements.  Activity-Based Management (ABM) is the use of the activity-based costing tool by process owners to control and improve their operations.

ABC is a particularly valuable tool for infrastructure cost reduction.  Since process analysis is conducted in the building of an ABC model, management knows its business much better and can consequently evaluate value added and non-value added activities. When all of the costs for processes are known, outsourcing and privatization questions can easily be evaluated. Because the activity model demonstrates that a certain volume of work produces a certain outcome, "what if" analysis can be conducted to determine what resources are required if operations are scaled back or expanded. The potential of the ABC tool to assist management in daily operational decisions is powerful. 

Dr. Gansler, in his book “Defense Conversion”
 , stipulates that overhead of defense industry can be reduced through the use of ABC/M.  In the early phases of a program’s life cycle, the identification of inefficiencies in R&D and production processes within defense plants can lead to their improvement through a more accurate assignment of total costs, including overhead and other indirect costs.  In the sequence of CAIV actions, improvements in defense industry processes precede any examination of requirements for cost reduction. The AFMC CAIV Workshop illustrates that, at each significant milestone, a comparison be made between the cost goals and the budget.  If the costs projected are greater than the budget available, the first areas to examine for cost/budget realignment are process and activities changes. The last step to examine is cost/performance trade-offs of requirements.  Where earned value management systems are used, ABC/M provides more accurate and measurable information on the cost of overhead and other indirect activities within cost accounts and work packages.  Identification of non-value adding activities would assist in identifying cost/performance CAIV trades.  The data for more efficient management would be immediately available, so the defense industry could direct its attention to reducing costs instead of simply justifying them.  This should also reduce the need for excessive auditing and oversight by the government.   If ABC/M is employed in a dual-use facility (i.e., defense/commercial integrated), the visibility it provides gives trust so that less oversight is needed.  This increased trust can lead to companies being excluded from any unique defense procurement laws.  Public trust would be maintained through the management visibility provided by ABC/M.  This exclusion would incentivize industry to move to dual-use facilities.

Quality Functional Deployment (QFD)
QFD is a strategy-to-task structured team approach used to comprehend and incorporate the voice of the customer (the Warfighter) into the weapon system acquisition process and sustain.  The process allows the design team to efficiently develop a set of alternatives that could meet the customer’s expectations.  The trade alternatives are then evaluated and trade studies developed to determine the optimal design solution.  QFD exercises are performed by an IPT early in the design or modification process.

Design of Experiments (DOE)

DOE is a group of techniques used to organize and evaluate experimentation to maximize the amount of data collected while using a minimum amount of resources.  Using statistical techniques to identify significant contributors to variability, designs are evaluated by developing statistical experiments to determine the optimal design with respect to the attributes under study.  DOE is the most valuable single set of tools for the optimization, improvement and understanding of products and processes

Simulation uses a model representative of the system/process to conduct experiments.  Often, building the initial model leads to increased understanding of the system/process and discovery of cost reduction candidates.  Using simulation, bottlenecks can be identified and the impact of resource constraints and system variances can be seen.  Static techniques such as process flow and activity modeling do not provide this capability.  Simulation is particularly helpful in studying complex logistics systems/processes with multiple interactions.  This is the only technique that quantifies outcomes of cost reduction initiatives in terms of both cost and performance.  

Force Field Analysis

Force field analysis is based on the concept that any problem or situation is a result of the forces acting on it.  Two types of forces are considered: restraining and driving.  Restraining forces are those that tend to maintain the current condition.  Driving forces are those that are attempting to cause a change.  In force field analysis, a graphical technique is used to diagram the forces affecting the situation.  Restraining forces are shown on one side of a horizontal line; driving forces on the other side.  When all the forces are identified, it is possible to see how the opposing forces line up and look for ways to counter the restraining forces to effect change.  Force field analysis can be used in conjunction with cause and effect analysis.  Using cause and effect analysis to determine the root cause of restraining forces can provide a basis for identifying what kind of driving force is needed to overcome the restraining force.  

Cause and Effect Diagrams

Cause and effect diagrams are sometimes called “fishbone diagrams” because of their shape, or Ishikawa diagrams after their creator.  Cause and effect diagrams are used to identify the factors/causes that contribute to a situation.  This technique is used to assist in determining the root cause of a problem or the basic elements contributing to a cost driver.  The cause and effect diagram begins with a horizontal line with the name of the problem/situation/cost driver under study written at one end.  Diagonal lines are added on either side of the horizontal line, representing major aspects or categories of the problem.  Then brainstorming is used to identify all the potential causes in each category.  For each cause identified, ask what caused it, continuing until root causes are uncovered.  Figure 6.1-1 is an example of a cause and effect diagram from the Air Force Special Operations Command (AFSOC) cost per flying hour Tiger team.

Value Stream Analysis

Value Stream Analysis is a technique used to identify and eliminate waste in production operations and is the cornerstone of “Lean Thinking” as described in the book by Womack and Jones.
 Womack and Jones define waste as any activity that consumes resources but creates no value to the customer.  The seven forms of waste are:  

· overproduction ahead of demand, 

· waiting for the next processing step, 

· unnecessary transport of materials, 

· over-processing of parts due to poor tool and product design, 

· inventories more than the absolute minimum, 

· unnecessary movement by employees during the course of their work, and 

· production of defective parts.  

Applying Lean Thinking to R-TOC requires identification of products and customers.  The kill chain, depicted in Figure 6.1-2, provides a starting point for this analysis.  View each step in the kill chain of a weapon system as an opportunity to identify and eliminate waste in order to cut costs and reduce cycle time.  Figure 6.1-3 illustrates a further breakdown of an aircraft kill chain focusing on sortie generation.  Each step in the sortie generation process can be decomposed to examine the value chain in more detail.  For example, the “fix” step in the process requires obtaining tools, gaining access, diagnosing the problem, removing faulty Line Replaceable Units (LRUs), obtaining good LRUs from supply, and re-testing to confirm the repair.

Theory of Constraints

The Theory of Constraints is a set of management principles and a way of thinking developed by Dr. Eliyahu M. Goldratt.

  The heart of the Theory of Constraints is the Thinking Process (TP) which is designed to answer the questions:  

· What to Change? 

· What to change to? 

· How to change?  

When applying the theory of constraints, first define the goal, then re-examine all processes, policies, and metrics to determine how well they support attainment of the goal.  Theory of Constraints provides a tool set consisting of Goldratt’s five focusing steps, Evaporating Clouds, and Reality Trees  

The five focusing steps are based on the premise that the output of any process consisting of multiple, dependent steps is limited by the least productive step.  The steps are:

1. Identify the system’s constraint

2. Decide how to exploit the system’s constraint

3. Subordinate everything else to the above decision

4. Elevate the system’s constraint

5. Return to step 1, don’t let inertia become the system’s constraint.

Evaporating Clouds is a methodology developed by Goldratt to resolve conflicts in a “win-win” manner.  In this methodology, a diagram is created showing the objective, requirements, and prerequisites.  Unspoken assumptions are identified relating to each element of the diagram.  These assumptions are evaluated and solutions developed.  

Reality Trees is an alternate method of diagramming cause and effect relationships.  Goldratt uses a “Current Reality” tree to show the current, undesirable situation, and a “Future Reality” tree to define the “to be” state. Risk Analysis – Identifying Hidden Sources of Cost

As referenced previously, the use of the Risk Matrix Scatter diagram is a good method to identify risks that may result in cost growth.  Once identified, either cost savings or cost avoidance handling techniques need to be employed to manage the potential cost-risk. Any technical risk category can impact the cost of the system.  Cost-risk simply measures that impact in dollar terms.  Translation mechanisms, such as the Relative Risk Weighting process from the Cost-Risk Identification and Management System
, exist to facilitate the conversion of technical risk into credible measures of cost-risk. Programmatic risk involves uncertainties in funding stability, requirements growth, technological innovations (i.e., requirements pull/technology push), management, organization, etc.  Cost impacts driven by programmatic changes are rarely, if ever, projected.  The best a program manager can do is maintain a capability to deal with programmatic risks as they arise. Cost estimating risk results from the simple fact that cost information about the future is projected from past cost experiences.  Since the future will be different from the past, these cost projections will not be precise.  However, the imprecision in the estimates can be credibly determined.

Other Techniques

This list of tools and techniques is not all-inclusive.  Other techniques may more effectively provide the degree of analysis required to meet cost reduction objectives.  A source for additional information on techniques is the Electronic College of Process Innovation web site at http://www.dtic.mil/c3i/bprcd/.

Using either mathematical techniques and/or expert judgement, the uncertainty in cost estimates can be bounded by identifying a range of possible costs, stretching from the highly pessimistic to the highly optimistic with the most likely falling somewhere in between. Once determined, all three types of risk and cost-risk should be tracked for feedback on the success of handling strategies.  Employing tools such as Technical Performance Measurements, Integrated Product Teams, Earned Value Management Systems, Standard Deviation Cost Distribution Reduction, etc., the program manager can measure and manage the success of risk handling strategies and cost reducing effects.  

6.2 Generating Cost Reduction Ideas

Generating ideas for cost reduction initiatives is a creative process.  Brainstorming is a widely used technique.  It brings a discipline to the creative process.  Nominal Group Technique (NGT) can be used after initial brainstorming to organize, evaluate, and rank/prioritize ideas generated in the brainstorming session.  

There are three types of brainstorming that can be used, Free Flow, Round Robin, and Silent.  Free Flow is the method most individuals associate with brainstorming.  The premise is anything goes, no matter how outlandish.  The idea is to generate as many ideas as possible.  Round Robin is a method used to ensure all members of the group have an opportunity to participate.  Each group member is given an opportunity to state a single idea before moving on to the next person in the group.  If the person does not have an idea at that point, they can elect to pass.  This continues until all group members pass.  The Silent brainstorming technique is used in situations where non-attribution may be a concern. All group members write down their ideas and hand in the paper to the facilitator.  Unfortunately, this method loses the ability to build off other ideas that come from the Free Flow or Round Robin techniques.  Electronic tools are available that greatly facilitate brainstorming, yielding results in as little as one-third the time of traditional methods.  Electronic tools may also enable long distance brainstorming when the R-TOC team is geographically dispersed.  

Brainstorming is an effective tool for generating ideas; however, many groups get bogged down trying to prioritize the items.   The NGT can help break the logjam.  NGT is a structured group activity that can be used to evaluate and rank a series of actions or activities.  Items from a brainstorming session are selected.  Each member of the group discusses the items and assigns values.  For example, if five items are selected each member will rank order them with the most important value receiving a five and the next most important a four.  This continues through the rest of the items, with the least important receiving a one.  The facilitator gathers the assigned values from each group member and totals the scores.  The item getting the most votes represents the priority for the group.  

6.3 Cost Reduction Strategy Examples

 “If you want a lot of meat, you can either shoot one elephant or a lot of jackrabbits.  Your hunting strategy depends largely on whether you are in Africa or Nebraska.
”

A variety of proven cost reduction strategies and techniques are available for consideration when developing Cost Reduction Initiatives (CRIs).  The following list of strategies and techniques may be considered: 

Government Management Alternatives

Examine the government cost of operation and the acquisition/management processes.  Identify all management functions currently being preformed, look for duplication of effort, determine which functions could be eliminated, identify functions that could be performed more effectively by a contractor, and streamline functions retained in-house.  Value stream analysis, activity modeling and ABC/ABM are useful techniques.  

Selecting the optimum source and process is the essence of strategic sourcing, the Air Force approach to outsourcing and privatization.  A source of information on Competitive Sourcing and Privatization (CS&P) is http://www.afcqmi.randolph.af.mil/op/top.htm.

Acquisition Strategy Alternatives

Acquisition strategy alternatives include evolutionary acquisition, schedule compression, lease versus purchase, multi-year procurement, reclamation and reuse, performance specifications and complementary warranties, use of Commercial Off-The Shelf (COTS) items or Non Developmental Items (NDI), open systems architecture, dual-use technologies and commercial suppliers, Government/Industry cost sharing techniques, component breakout strategy, selected component competition, contractor incentives, and Total System Performance Responsibility (TSPR) contracts. 

Commercial Alternatives are preferred.  DoD 5000.2-R (para3.3.2.1.) requires market research and analysis to be conducted to determine the availability and suitability of existing commercial options prior to beginning a development effort, during the development effort, and prior to the preparation of any product description.  Preference should be given to the use of commercial items first and non-development items second.  The overriding concern is to use the most cost-effective source of supply throughout a system’s life cycle.

TSPR is the acceptance of responsibility to do what is necessary and sufficient to deliver, warrant, and support weapon systems that are affordable, combat capable, and readily available.  The Government establishes contractor control and accountability below the system performance specification. The benefits of this are the contractor will have self-oversight and configuration control responsibility below the system performance specification level.  Configuration control will allow the contractor to more quickly react to the shrinking military component supplier base and to focus technology investments to enhance system reliability and improve profits. Government program management manpower can be reduced.  The Prime Contractor, with the Government as enabler, will be responsible for delivering high quality, reliable, and affordable products.

The Prime Contractor accepts TSPR based on System Performance Specifications (SPSs).  TSPR is a concept whereby the Contractor accepts accountability for the system performing in the field as specified in the SPS.  Under TSPR, the Contractor is responsible for both verifying system performance along with fixing any hardware or software problems that degrade performance.  SPSs are documents that define the specified performance of the system at a functional level and capture the methods to verify performance (analysis, demonstration, examination, or test).  Under this strategy, the government will focus on two things: (1) transforming statements of operational needs into functional level technical parameters; and (2) establishing contractual and technical management relationships with the Prime Contractor to hold them accountable for system performance. "

In addition, contractual clauses, especially when tied to incentives, have been effective in stimulating contractor ideas for cost reductions.  Also, several programs have required offerors to include CAIV/cost reduction strategies and processes in submitted proposals.

Requirements Trade–off Studies

Conduct cost performance trade-off studies to determine high cost drivers and to evaluate whether a change in a requirement could yield a significant improvement in LCC or TOC.  The System Program Office (SPO) should jointly conduct cost performance trade-offs with the Warfighter to ensure that essential mission capability is acquired and maintained in an affordable manner. However, Warfighter defined Key Performance Parameters (KPPs) are a last resort for trade-off studies since KPPs are critical to the operational effectiveness of a weapon system.  This type of trade-off analysis is intrinsic to the DoD CAIV initiative.  These analyses should be conducted in new development programs and for each modification to a fielded weapon system.  Section 3 provides more information on CAIV methods.  

Design Alternatives

Review technical requirements to ensure internal system design criteria are appropriately structured to support cost reduction efforts.  Hardware and software designs should be examined to identify opportunities for simplification, improved workflow, and commercial technology insertion.  Emphasize producibility.  Open Systems Architecture (OSA) should also be stressed.  Note OSA is not just for electronics.  Standard commercial interfaces should be employed throughout.  Open systems provide a framework to enable reuse and a means to reconcile the short commercial product life cycle with the long Defense System life cycles.  For more information on OSA see http://www.acq.osd.mil/osjtf/.

Design for Manufacturing and Design for Assembly (DFM/DFA) is focused on early involvement of influencing design features that drive product manufacturability.  It is a structured approach where a baseline design is evaluated; benchmarked and brainstormed to develop alternatives that could improve manufacturability of the design.  Reduced part count, fewer assembly hours, fewer defects, reduced cycle times and inventory reductions are typical outcomes of DFM/DFA.

Technology Insertion

In general, newer technology provides increased reliability and improved supportability.  State of the art engines, for example, tend to be more reliable and fuel-efficient.  Today’s electronics have significantly longer mean time between failure and provide built-in test capabilities.  Consider applying developed, proven technology to upgrade weapon system components with poor reliability or high rates of false removals.  

Applying technology to support systems can also reduce costs.  Interactive Electronic Technical Manuals (IETM) have been shown to improve fault isolation, reducing false removals and decreasing overall maintenance time.  In demonstrations, inexperienced maintainers using IETMs were able to fault isolate and complete maintenance actions as fast or faster than skilled technicians.  Advances in electronic testing technology make it possible to deploy small, yet sophisticated test sets at the unit level or in regional facilities to provide “fix forward” capability, reducing transportation and pipeline spares requirements.  

The Productivity, Reliability, Availability and Maintainability (PRAM) program was initiated in 1975 to reduce O&S cost and improve effectiveness of systems and equipment by adapting off-the-shelf and emerging technologies to the needs of the Air Force.  On average PRAM projects have shown an Return on Investment (ROI) of 16:1, demonstrating the potential of technology insertion.  

The Improved Item Replacement Program (IIRP) can be used to rapidly introduce more reliable and maintainable reparable items into Air Force systems and equipment.  To qualify for IIRP, the improved items must be Form, Fit, and Function Interface (F3I) compliant with the items they replace.  

The DoD’s Commercial Operations and Support Savings Initiative (COSSI) program funds the non-recurring engineering, testing and qualification needed to adapt a commercial item for use in a military system.  COSSI seeks proposals from industry teams with support from a “Military Customer” with the authority to modify the system and purchase the kits.  For more information on COSSI see http://www.asq.osd.mil/es/dut .  

Alternate Support Strategies

Alternate support strategies can reduce manpower requirements.  Consider Contractor Logistics Support (CLS) at one or more maintenance levels, Direct Vendor Delivery (DVD), use of commercial infrastructure for repair and replenishment of COTS items, regional repair, and two-level organic maintenance.  Examine trade-offs between commodity-oriented and weapon system-oriented support.  Strive for an optimum mix that results in the lowest overall cost from a Service perspective.   

Competitively sourced product support has potential to reduce O&S costs.  Under this concept, a contractual relationship is established with a single, best-value source to provide some or all support functions (e.g., maintenance and supply).  Both public and private sources are considered and selection is by formal competition or business case analysis/cost comparison.  

Prime Vendor (PV) and Virtual Prime Vendor (VPV) arrangements allow DoD to take advantage of logistics expertise and capacity in the private sector.  Under PV, the Government establishes a partnership with a vendor for commercial products and/or services using commercial pricing and established distribution.  VPV involves a partnership with an integrated supply chain manager for support of a commodity or product line.  The Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) has used PV successfully for pharmaceuticals and other medical supplies.  

Process Reengineering

Hammer and Champy, in their book Reengineering the Corporation, define reengineering as "the fundamental rethinking and radical redesign of business processes to achieve dramatic improvements in critical, contemporary measures of performance, such as cost, quality, service, and speed.”
  Reengineering starts with a clean sheet of paper and critically examines and redesigns mission-delivery processes.  Focus on the entire process or major sub-processes that cover broad cross-functional areas.  Focus on outcomes, not tasks.  Integrate information processing with the real work that generates and uses the information.  Link parallel activities rather than integrating results.  Reengineering typically results in improvements in productivity, cycle-time, and lower costs. 

Best Practices

Research best practices and promising initiatives implemented by similar organizations.  Don’t restrict your search to Air Force or even DoD activities.  Commercial industry is a good source of ideas.  Examples of installation cost reduction initiatives may be found in universities or large research institutes.  Some places to look for promising initiatives and best practices include:

7.0 EVALUATING AND PRIORITIZING STRATEGIES

This section describes the considerations and analysis techniques that can be used to evaluate and rank Cost Reduction Initiatives (CRIs).

Each CRI should first be subjected to a qualitative analysis to determine if the initiative really makes sense.  This analysis should consider technical feasibility, timing, remaining service life of the system/equipment, and technology maturity.  If the CRI passes this initial test, then conduct formal economic analysis including assessment of operational impact/effectiveness and benefits, cost, and risk.  

In assessing operational value, consider the ability to meet operational objectives.  Focus on end results, increased lethality, improved survivability, and smaller logistics footprint.  Modeling and simulation may be used to quantify operational impacts.  

Cost analysis provides an estimate of the costs and savings associated with the CRI.  The cost estimating approach must address all critical cost elements.  Start with the baseline cost element structure and add detailed breakout where needed to provide visibility into the CRI under study.  Determine estimating techniques for each cost element.  Estimates may be parametric, by analogy, or bottoms-up.  Various cost models are available.  The AFCAA web site (http://www.saffm.hq.af.mil/SAFFM/afcaa/page1.html ) provides a catalog of cost models.  

No initiative is completely risk free.  It is important to identify what could go wrong as well as the likelihood and consequence of each "bad" outcome.  Examine technical, cost, and schedule risks.  

7.1 Evaluation Approach

In general, R‑TOC evaluations will include the following steps:

· Define the scope of the analysis and establish the analysis approach

· Collect data

· Run selected model(s)

· Evaluate results and perform sensitivity analysis

· Document results

Scope and Approach

The scope of the analysis required to adequately evaluate a CRI needs to be well defined up front.  Start with a comprehensive description of the CRI(s) to be evaluated and the cost/performance baseline.  Identify which operational metrics and cost elements are of particular interest and will be impacted by the CRI.  Define the bounds of the analysis to include what performance metrics and cost elements will be considered as well as time and resources available to conduct the analysis.  It must be feasible to implement the analysis within the evaluation cost and time constraints.  Establish the economic life of the initiative, which is the shortest of the physical life, technological life, and mission life.  For example, it may be unrealistic to assume electronic equipment procured today will still be in-service fifteen or twenty years from now when the technology cycles are two to three years.  Select models to compute cost and operational impacts.  Define the assumptions and constraints and identify areas of uncertainty to be addressed in the sensitivity analysis. 

Data Collection

Data collection requires a team approach engaging both those responsible for developing the technical aspects of the CRI and the cost analysts.  Data may come from a variety of sources.  For example, manufacturer’s data may be used to project failure rates and repair times for new/modified equipment.  Results of field tests can also provide a basis for estimates.  Simulation models may be used to estimate throughput and manpower requirements for reengineered processes.  The data collection team should take time to evaluate the level of uncertainty in the data collected.  Understanding the level of uncertainty in the underlying data is critical to planning appropriate sensitivity analyses.  

Run Models

Once data is collected, run the models and verify the results. The cost reduction initiative templates can be used to develop cost estimates for relatively straightforward CRIs.  More complex initiatives will require more detailed models.  It is important to verify the integrity and repeatability of model results.  It is easy for erroneous equations to become embedded in large spreadsheets, or for rows to be inadvertently omitted from some calculations.   

Evaluate Results

Evaluate model outputs and perform sensitivity analysis to examine the effect of uncertainty in assumptions and data.  Compute operational metrics and cost measures of merit such as Return On Investment (ROI), break-even point, and Net Present Value (NPV).

Document

Document the results of the analysis, including assumptions, data sources, algorithms used, and sensitivity analyses.  The documentation should be sufficient for a skilled analyst to duplicate the analysis.  

7.2 Evaluation Techniques and Metrics

Simultaneously considering CRI costs and operational effectiveness is in effect a cost-effectiveness evaluation.  As consumers, we are all familiar with the concept of cost-effectiveness. Whether buying laundry detergent, a new car or a home, we collect data on cost and make assessments on how well the alternatives will meet our needs (how “effective” they are). With data in hand, we make our comparisons and select a winner.

Cost-effectiveness evaluations are easier if all CRIs are configured to produce equal effectiveness. The analysis is then reduced to a simple cost comparison. Unfortunately, equal effectiveness, in many cases, is not readily attained, especially in the case of early development or major modification to a weapon system where a number of very different design alternatives may be under consideration.  In these cases, cost-effectiveness evaluations are best conducted by screening the CRI options against an established set of evaluation criteria and/or ground rules.  Documentation is critical in maintaining an audit trail demonstrating the reason a CRI option is eliminated from further consideration.  The good result is to find a way to clearly state the advantages and disadvantages of each CRI, and how they impact operational effectiveness and reduce total ownership cost.  The more clearly this story is told, the easier it becomes to pick a winner.

The Deputy Assistant Secretary of the Air Force (Cost and Economics) (SAF/FMC) is the Office of Primary Responsibility (OPR) for Air Force economic analysis.  The SAF/FMC web site, http://www.saffm.hq.af.mil/SAFFM/, provides information on conducting economic analyses.  The following sections provide a brief overview of methods and metrics for evaluating operational effectiveness, benefits, cost, and risk.  

7.2.1 Evaluating Operational Impacts/Effectiveness and Benefits

Assessing the impact on operations is essential.  In general, CRIs that could result in degradation of operations are “dead on arrival.”  However, there may be cases where some small decrease in operational measures is acceptable provided there is no adverse impact on overall mission accomplishment.  

Methods for assessing operational impacts include running an experiment or test using the actual system, using constructive simulation and, and computing the impact using an analytical model.  Additionally, expert judgement may be applied to identify qualitative benefits.  

For example, a simulation model like the Logistics Composite Model (LCOM) can be used to determine the effect on sortie generation of a proposed aircraft R&M modification intended to reduce O&S costs.  Other models (e.g., Dynamic Multi-Echelon Technique for Recoverable Item Control (Dyna-METRIC), Aircraft Sustainability Model (ASM)) enable examination of R&M impacts on availability, logistics pipelines, spares and support equipment.  Campaign level models like Thunder provide a platform for evaluating the contribution of weapon systems to the combat outcome for key operational objectives, such as gaining control of the air, halting an invading army, destroying war supporting infrastructure for reconstitution, and the cost (losses) of the campaign.  The Joint Strike Fighter (JSF) Logistics Modeling Environment (JLME) provides the capability to assess reliability, maintaining and supportability chamges to aircraft effectiveness by ridging from engineering models through mission models to campaign level models.  The R‑TOC office is currently pursuing a proof of concept analysis to establish a method to link cost and operational value for aircraft.  
7.2.2 Evaluating Cost Impacts

The cost portion of the analysis consists of establishing an estimate of the baseline cost (i.e., the TOC if the status quo is maintained), estimating the TOC if the CRI is implemented, comparing the two estimates to identify cost savings/avoidance, and computing measures of merit.  Developing a quality cost analysis requires a cooperative effort including the financial community, as well as functional experts in the areas impacted by the CRI.  It is important for all stakeholders to be involved in the process.  

Cost baselines are addressed in Section 5.  A critical issue to consider when establishing the baseline for a CRI analysis is the difference between budget and requirements.  Often cost reduction programs are initiated due to budget shortfalls (i.e., there are fewer dollars in the budget than the estimate of dollars required to continue operations).  Any reduction in cost from the projected requirement to the budget level is a cost avoidance.  Cost savings result when cost of the new system/process falls below the current funding line.  R-TOC analyses should distinguish between savings and cost avoidance.  Derivation of the cost baseline should be clearly stated.  Estimates of future year cost increases (e.g., cost growth in depot maintenance due to aging aircraft) should be substantiated.  

Estimating the TOC if the CRI is implemented requires the cost analyst to have a clear understanding of CRI.  Functional experts (e.g., engineers, logisticians, and operators) must clearly define the changes anticipated as a result of the CRI.  The validity of the cost analysis is directly dependent on the quality of the input data and assumptions.  

There are three-principle metrics for evaluating cost impact of an initiative.  Net present Value (NPV) is the primary metric, but all three should be used to present a complete picture of the CRI.  

Net Present Value (NPV) 

Office of Management and Budget (OMB) Circular A-94 identifies NPV as the standard decision criteria for government economic analyses.  This technique takes into account the time value of money and transforms the investments and savings occurring over time to a common unit of measure.  The NPV of a CRI is the difference between the discounted present value of the savings/cost avoidance and the discounted present value of the cost/investment required to implement the CRI.  Both the timing of the cost/investment and savings streams and the discount rate impact the NPV.  This technique takes into account the actual size of the returns.  Discount rates in OMB Circular A-94 should be used for all R‑TOC analyses.  

Return On Investment (ROI)

The R‑TOC ROI is defined as the savings divided by the investment cost.  Future savings and investments should be discounted using OMB Circular A-94 discount rates.  CRIs with a ROI greater than one are theoretically economically viable.  However, the payback period and life cycle of the CRI must also be considered.  If it takes too many years to achieve a reasonable ROI, the CRI may not be viable.  ROIs can be used to compare CRIs with differing savings and investment streams.  The greater the ROI the more advantageous the CRI.  

Break-Even Analysis / Discounted Payback Period. 

Break-even analysis provides a measure of how quickly investment costs can be recovered.  The payback period is the time, usually a number of years after project initiation, when the difference between the initiative cumulative discounted costs and the cumulative discounted savings is zero.  To obtain a true measure of the actual payback period, it is imperative that discounted payback be used.  Discounting reflects the time value of money.  Break-even analysis helps to identify CRIs with quick pay-offs.  It is not sensitive to the total savings a CRI yields, since savings that occur after the break-even point are not considered.

It is a good idea to have the cost reduction IPT review cost analyses.  Air Force Manual 65-506, Economic Analysis, contains a certification checklist that may be used to evaluate CRI analyses.

Learning Curves

When forecasting the cost or benefits associated with a CRI, which includes changes to the production or repair process, the effects of learning must be considered.  The cost improvement curve concept addresses the fact that the amount of time required to complete a repetitive task (such as modifying a weapons system) decreases as it is performed over time.  This learning effect has been studied and documented since before World War II and its consideration when developing cost estimates for a CRI is critical.  Without its inclusion, the analysis will, in general, overstate the future costs or benefits associated with the initiative.
Avoid common pitfalls when conducting an analysis of the CRI.  Some of the more common pitfalls, that can lead to an overstatement of savings are: failure to include all life-cycle costs, failure to identify and analyze the risk impacts on cost, inadequate consideration of straight line versus incremental cost reduction and fixed versus variable costs, consideration of induced costs, reliance on outdated cost factors, the impact of rising prices, and insufficient sensitivity analysis. 

· Life-cycle costs include all costs from start through implementation and operation for the entire useful life of a program.  Be sure to include all costs.  Sunk costs should be identified, but not included in cost comparisons.  

· Incremental versus straight-line cost profiles are shown in Figure 7.1.  Some costs will decrease in a straight line.  For example as fuel usage decreases, fuelcost will decrease at the same rate (although the amount of cost decrease depends on the unit cost).  Other costs, such as manpower cost, decrease as a step function.  Improvements in reliability and maintainability will reduce maintenance man-hours requirements, but no money is saved until reduction in man-hours is sufficient to eliminate a manpower slot.  Further, there are minimum manning considerations that preclude reduction of manpower below a certain point.  Depot Level Repairables (DLR) cost has both straight-line and incremental type cost components.  The recurring repair cost will decline in a straight-line manner as the number of DLRs processed declines.  The fixed costs of maintaining a repair capability (e.g., cost of technical data, test equipment and test software maintenance, overhead associated with the depot facility, maintaining personnel proficiency) will decrease incrementally, and will not fall below the cost of maintaining minimum repair capability until the DLR is removed from the inventory.  Fixed costs of shared resources will remain even after the DLR is removed from the inventory.  These costs will continue as long as any DLRs are repaired.  This means that as the number of DLRs processed decreases, the cost per DLR actually increases.  
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Figure 7.2.2-1 Straight Line versus Incremental Cost Reduction

· Induced costs are incurred by another organization or unit as a result of the implementation of the CRI, and should be included as a cost of the CRI.  Sometimes pushing down costs in one place causes costs to pop up somewhere else.  For example, a more efficient engine might be installed that results in significant fuel savings, but requires more expensive depot maintenance.

· Current cost factors can be found in Air Force Instruction 65-503, US Air Force Cost and Planning Factors. It contains standard cost factors for aircraft, man-hours, vehicles, etc. and also contains some cost models.  

· Use the most current price information available, since prices generally increase over time.  Computers are an exception to this, with prices declining over time even though capability is increasing.    

· Test the sensitivity of the CRI to possible changes in major cost variables and assumptions.  

Just as an analyst needs to guard against overstatement of CRI savings, avoiding understatement of savings is just as critical.  Erroneously including sunk costs or inadequate consideration of residual and terminal values may remove a potentially attractive initiative from consideration.    

· Sunk costs represent funds already expended or irrevocably committed.  These costs are not relevant to R-TOC analysis since they reflect previous rather than present choices.

· Residual value is the expected value of an asset at any point in time before the end of its economic life.

· Terminal value is the expected value of an asset at the end of its economic life.  Be sure the terminal value can be converted to real dollars before factoring it into your analysis. 

Appendix B lists several web sites providing cost estimating and cost analysis information and tools.   

7.2.3  Evaluating Risk

Every CRI is subject to uncertainties that may result in failure to achieve cost, schedule, or performance objectives.  Thus, risk assessment is an integral part of evaluating every proposed CRI.  Risk assessment involves identifying what could go wrong.  For each potential risk event, the likelihood of occurrence and the impact (consequences and relationship to other risk areas/events or processes) must be considered.  Like other aspects of CRI identification and evaluation, effective risk assessment requires a cross-functional team.  

Start by establishing the scope and approach for the risk assessment.  Ensure appropriate technical expertise is applied to risk identification and analysis.  Avoid making risk assessment a stand-alone, stovepiped process.  Define the criteria for evaluating risks.  Use the risk matrix scatter diagram discussed in section 4.  Figure 7.2.3-1 provides examples of rating criteria.  The likelihood and consequences can be rated separately or a single combined rating can be assigned.  Tools such as the Analytic Hierarchy Process (AHP) can be used in the risk assessment process.  AHP is described in section 7.3.

Examine each program area for potential risk events and describe each potential risk in sufficient detail to enable analysis of causes and consequences.  Consider both internal and external risks.  Address technical, schedule and cost aspects of the CRI.  

· Technical – Will the technical features of the CRI be achieved as planned?  Consider technology, design, manufacturing, and installation. 

· Schedule – Can the initiative be implemented in the time allotted?  Is the installation schedule compatible with operational requirements?

· Cost – Can the CRI be implemented for the budgeted amount?  Is funding available when needed?  Are the cost estimates realistic and robust?  Can cost savings goals be attained?

Analyze and rate each potential risk event identified.  In most cases, an acceptable level of accuracy can be achieved using subjective, qualitative approaches with ratings based on the experience of functional experts.  Document the results of the risk assessment including description of potential risk events, appraisal of likelihood and consequences, rationale for rating, and supporting data.  

For additional information on risk, see AFMC Pamphlet 63-101, Risk Management, Critical Process Assessment Tools (CPAT) Risk Management, and Performance Risk Assessment Group (PRAG) Desk Guide and the Cost-Risk Identification and Management System (available in the DoD Deskbook).  

7.3  Prioritizing Initiatives

The evaluation process will provide quantitative cost measures as well as "softer" qualitative measures of operational effectiveness benefits, and risks.  Initiatives can be ranked based on NPV or ROI, but benefits and risk must also be considered.  These factors do not generally lend themselves to simple numeric ranking.   

Various informal and formal methods can be used to prioritize initiatives. The method chosen should allow all stakeholders a voice in order to build consensus.  Additionally, the prioritization method must accommodate both hard data (e.g., NPV, ROI), softer data (e.g., operational "goodness", qualitative benefits, and risk), and expert judgement and intuition.  Further, the rationale for the priorities must be clear and traceable. 

A simple balloting by a senior steering group can be used.  For example, each member of the group could assign a priority (e.g., 1, 2, or 3; high, medium, low) or a ranking (e.g., 1 to n) to each CRI, then final priorities could be establish based on a tally of the votes.   The Nominal Group Technique (NGT), discussed in section 6, can also be used to set priorities.  Another formal approach is the Analytic Hierarchy Process (AHP).  This technique was developed by T. L. Saaty
 about twenty years ago to support decision-making in a complex environment.  Formal techniques like NGT and AHP help bring credibility to the prioritization. Off-the-shelf decision support software programs like Team Expert Choice, (TeamEC()
 can help implement formal prioritization methods. TeamEC( uses the AHP.

AHP is based on three principles:

· Decomposition of the decision problem

· Comparative judgement of the elements

· Synthesis of the priorities

To implement AHP, define the decision problem in terms of goals/objectives, criteria, and alternatives, and structure these elements hierarchically. Then compare elements at each level of the hierarchy pairwise with respect to each element at the next higher level.  A series of matrices are used to portray these comparisons.  Each matrix is normalized to produce local weights or priorities.  Once all the local weights/priorities are computed, determine the global priorities by combining the local weights.  Sensitivity analysis can also be performed to assess the impact of variation in the weights.  Application of AHP can assist understanding the factors that influence prioritization. 
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8.0  R-TOC IMPLEMENTATION PLAN INSTRUCTIONS

8.1  Purpose

 “There is nothing more difficult to carry out, nor more doubtful of success, nor more dangerous to handle, than to initiate a new order of things.  For the performer has enemies in all of those who profit by the old order and only lukewarm defenders in all those who profit from the new order.  This lukewarmness arising partly from fear of their adversaries who have the laws in their favor, and partly from the incredulity of the mankind who do not truly believe in anything new until they have actually experienced it.”

This section provides guidelines for developing, documenting, and presenting Reduction in Total Ownership Cost (R-TOC) analyses and estimates in a standard Implementation Plan format.  The primary objectives of the guidelines are to achieve:

· comprehensive, consistent, well-documented business cases with cost estimates that can be replicated and verified periodically; 

· sound, executable action plans that provide a foundation for coordination and communication;

· effective, all-inclusive mechanisms for identifying and reporting cost savings associated with R-TOC initiatives.

8.2 Format

The R-TOC office has created an easy to use and understand format for developing an R‑TOC Implementation Plan.  Each R‑TOC Implementation plan should include:

· Initiative Identification, 

· Initiative Description 

· Operational Impact

· Financial Profile 

· Cost Methodology Documentation 

· Milestones Timeline

· Methodology for Tracking Results

· Risk Analysis 

A Microsoft Word Template for the Implementation Plan and a Power Point template to facilitate presentation of initiatives are available on the R-TOC web site, http://www.aqf.drc.com  Also available on the R-TOC web site is an Excel workbook consisting of a baseline cost profile and “Comb Chart,” a new cost profile (estimated costs if the initiative is implemented), and an initiative cost profile that includes investments required, computed cost savings/avoidance, and Savings to Investment Ratio and Net Present Value.  

8.3 Ground Rules

The following ground rules should be adhered to for any/all cost estimating studies performed for R-TOC purposes:

· Constant Year Dollars: Dollars based on the current Fiscal Year (FY) shall be used for R-TOC studies.  Guidance on inflation indices used to normalize historical cost data to a FY Constant Dollar can be obtained from SAF/FMCE.  (See http://www.saffm.hq.af.mil/SAFFM )

· Aircraft/System/Equipment Usage:  For in-service hardware, aircraft/equipment usage, including number of operating units, usage hours and aircraft/engine rework quantity requirements, shall be consistent with the current planning documents.

· Treatment of Sunk Costs: Sunk costs, or costs already incurred prior to the decision on implementing the initiative, are not to be included in the analyses.  Note, these costs are a part of LCC.  

· Billet Cost Savings: Labor cost savings should only be included when full billets can be removed from manning structures.  Do not include personnel savings unless billets will be eliminated or addition of new billets will be avoided.

· Other Man-hour Labor Cost Savings: For direct military civilian labor hour reductions, burdened direct labor rates shall be used.  

· Time Phasing of Costs:  Cost phasing must be based upon achievable and budget executable forecasts for both investments and savings streams.  In the cases of Engineering Change Proposals (ECPs) savings cannot begin until executable modification installations or spares demands have occurred that will generate a savings compared to the previous equipment.

· Indirect Costs: weapons systems CRI analysis should include any portion of indirect costs, such as base operations support, that might be impacted by the CRI.

· Savings to Investment Ratio/Return On Investment (ROI) calculations: ROI is calculated by dividing the Total Cost Savings/Avoidance by the Total Investment in discounted constant year dollars.    

· Net Present Value (NPV) Determination: NPV is derived by adjusting the cash flows by year to reflect the cost to the United States Treasury of borrowing money.  Rates are published in OMB Circular A-94 (and are updated annually in February.)  NPV determinations are to be calculated using the mid-year method as described in OMB Circular A-94.  

8.4  Initiative Description

The Description of the Initiative should address: Purpose, Who, What, When, Where, and How.  The narrative should give the reader a full, clear understanding of the R-TOC initiative.

8.5  Operational Impact

This section should contain a brief description of the impact of the proposed initiative on operational metrics.  For example, consider the impact on ability to meet operational objectives, sortie generation, logistics footprint, airlift requirements, lethality, and survivability, coverage, cycle time, departure reliability, etc.

8.6  Financial Profile 

The Financial Profile summary is intended to give the reader a quick overview of the financial aspects of the initiative.  Detailed financial data should be contained in Attachments 1 and 2. The sheets are organized to allow quick layout and analysis of baseline and initiative costs. These sheets are available in the R-TOC Implementation Plan Excel template.  

The Excel Template contains the following sheets: baseline profile, comb chart, new cost profile, and initiative profile.

Baseline Profile

The baseline profile displays the estimated program cost without any cost reduction initiatives.  The baseline should cover the lesser of ten years or the length of the initiative.

The baseline profile uses the same cost element structure as the comb chart.  

Comb Chart

The implementation plan Excel template automatically generates a comb chart from the baseline profile.  Figure 8.6-2 illustrates the comb chart.  For a more detailed discussion of comb charts see Section 5.

New Cost Profile

The new cost profile sheet displays the estimated costs expected if the initiative is implemented.  This sheet is organized using the same cost elements as the baseline profile.  The new cost profile is used to calculate savings/cost avoidance for the initiative.  Figure 8.6-3 shows a portion of the new cost profile sheet.

Initiative Profile

The initiative profile sheet is used to calculate the Savings to Investment Ratio/ROI, payback period, and NPV for the initiative.  Figure 8.6-4 shows the initiative profile sheet.  Users must enter the investment required in this sheet.  Savings/cost avoidance are calculated based on the data in the baseline profile and new initiative cost profile.

8.7  Cost Methodology Documentation

A key to the successful development and analysis of TOC data is the complete documentation of the following:

· Documentation of Assumptions: All critical assumptions that drive the results of TOC studies should be documented.  Where critical costs are based on assumptions, identify why the assumptions are reasonable and credible.   

· Documentation of Historical Baselines:  The following information should be provided to document historical baseline preparation:

· Data Sources: Describe data sources used to build historical baselines along with any adjustments (including rationale for those adjustments) made to the data.

· Inflation Adjustment: Identify source years of data and how data was adjusted to FY constant dollars.

· Usage/Maintenance Requirements: Identify any critical usage and maintenance related requirements and/or anomalies that have occurred during the Historical Baseline Data Years and how these were accounted for in the baseline.

· Documentation of Projected Costs/Savings:  The following information should be provided to describe/document any out year cost projection estimates:

· Methodology Overview - Provide an explanation covering how the out-year projections were done, including the risk and cost – risk assessment.

· Data Sources - Identify source and credibility of acquisition related cost estimates (contractor proposals, comparisons to analogous systems, etc.) and source for out-year usage projections.

· Estimating Models - Identify estimating model(s) used, including risk and cost risk models.

· Cost Drivers - Identify the cost information that drove the initiative results and the basis for the projections (i.e. R&M improvements, application of Reliability Centered Maintenance (RCM) logic to depot rework, reduced repair costs by changing repair source or philosophy, etc.).

8.8  Milestones Timeline

R-TOC initiatives need to be based upon clearly defined milestones.  A milestone summary chart should be developed to ensure the proposed initiatives can be executed as planned. The milestone summary should contain the following information: 

· Key tasks associated with implementing the initiative, including both actions and schedules.

· Those tasks done in-house and those done by external contractors or contractor support organizations.

· Task duration against an execution timeline, extending out to full implementation, including an assessment of the schedule risk. 

8.9  Methodology for Tracking Results

It is paramount that PMs be able to isolate the impact of each cost reduction initiative from other factors to determine if cost reductions really did occur. Tracking actual savings accrued is critical to measuring R-TOC progress and to refining estimating techniques.  The Implementation Plan should contain a brief description of what metrics will be tracked and how this tracking will be accomplished.  For example, earned value management of cost performance on development and production phases.

8.10  Risk Analysis

The Implementation Plan should contain a narrative that addresses risks associated with the proposed R-TOC initiative using the following format:

Risk Categories

There are six key risk categories that should be addressed. These categories should be rolled-up into an Overall Risk Summary.  The risk categories to be addressed include:

· Overall Summary:  Risk Roll-up Summary

· Life Cycle Risk: Is there enough service life and overall system population to warrant the change?  Will the impacted system(s) be in the inventory for a sufficient time frame for the benefits to be realized?

· Technical Risk: Is there technology insertion or maturation efforts involving risk or a redesign process with unknown results?  Has this initiative been proven on another program or in the commercial arena?

· Schedule Risk: Are there scheduling issues or assumptions that make the likelihood of successful execution a higher risk?

· Cost Risk: Can you quantify potential adverse cost outcomes?

· Funding Risk: Are there funds other than those already budgeted/funded/requested for this study necessary for successful execution?  If so, is there risk in obtaining those funds? Can you quantify potential adverse cost outcomes?

· Traceability Risk: Identify how cost savings/avoidance will be tracked to document savings realized.

Risk Metric

The implementation risk is rated as low, medium or high. The risk assessment is based on the risk analysis conducted by the SPD and the difficulty in achieving the desired results. The risk assessment is a subjective rating by the SPD. A brief rationale for the risk level assigned should be provided.

Risk Handling

Describes risk-handling strategies for any items rated medium to high.  Such strategies may run the gamut from establishing parallel efforts to just monitoring.

Risk assessment is discussed in section 7.2  
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The R-TOC Implementation Templates workbook consists of four worksheets which help to automate the development and layout of the cost data required.  The worksheets are laid out in a logical order and are linked together to maintain consistency of subjects. The user is required to fill in the first and last worksheets. By filling in the data for the first worksheet will automtically link the information into the second and third sheets.

STEP 1:  The first worksheet is the 'Baseline Profile' sheet. This sheet lays out a multi-year spread of the weapon systems costs based on Air Force Total Ownership Cost (AFTOC) and Cost Analysis Improvement Group (CAIG) cost element structure.  Second level cost elements for RDT&E are left to the discretion of the user.   It is recommended that costs be broken out in the standard format provided through the first two levels of indenture for Procurement and O&S.  Lower levels of indenture should be tailored to reflect local needs. THE INFORMATION FILLED IN FOR COST ELEMENTS AND BASE YEAR IS LINKED TO THE COMB DATA ENTRY AND COMB CHART SHEETS.

STEP 2:  The second worksheet is the 'Data Entry' sheet. The data entry sheet provides a convenient tabular form to automatically fill in the Comb chart.  Data in columns  C, D, E, and F are translated directly into the comb chart.  Shaded cells are automatically calculated, although users can overwrite the formulas in the shaded cells to enter a total if sub-element break out is not needed.  For example, if a weapon system has limited Intermediate Maintenance, a further breakdown in this category may not be necessary.  

Column G can be used to identify the organization responsible for each cost element. This is the organizational element that budgets for and controls expenditure of funds in the category.  Column H can be used to identify the source of the data for that line.  This is important to provide traceability.  

On the final comb chart, unused rows can be deleted.  For example, if there is no MILCON, row 23 can be deleted.  Unused cells at the lower levels of indenture can also be deleted, but care must be taken to avoid "disconnecting" second level costs from their associated third level costs.  Deleting unused rows/cells can improve the appearance of the final comb chart.  
 
STEP 3:  The third worksheet is the 'Comb Chart.'  This comb chart format provides a method of graphically depicting program costs.  It can be used to define baseline costs and assist in identifying cost reduction opportunities. A comb chart should reflect costs for one year in constant year dollars.  Column width can be adjusted to accommodate additional digits, if required.   

STEP 4:  The fourth worksheet is the 'Initiative Profile.'  This sheet is used to layout the costs/savings associated with an initiative. The user should develop a new sheet with each initiative. This sheet will also calculate the Net Present Value (NPV) and NPV Return on Investment (ROI) for the initiative.

This element depicts Budget Program Accounting Code (BPAC) 10 (aircraft) or 20 (missile) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for fabricating and procuring complete aircraft/missiles/, training devices, and technical data.

This element depicts BPAC 11 (for Aircraft) or BPAC 21 (for weapons) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for permanent and permanent/safety modifications of in-service aircraft, support equipment, and simulator and training equipment.

This element depicts BPAC 12 costs.  It identifies the annual cost for replacement of organizational and intermediate level support equipment (common and peculiar) for all out-of-production aircraft.

This element depicts BPAC 13 costs. It identifies the annual cost provided, for aircraft that have completed delivery: production line close down, deferred support equipment, ICS, program management administrative support, and out of production flight simulator investment costs.

This element depicts BPAC (15 for Aircraft) or 25 (for missiles) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for providing investment type replenishment spares and repair parts which are exempt from the Defense Business Operations Fund’s Reparable Support Division (RSD).

This element depicts BPAC 16 (for Aircraft) or 26 (for missiles) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for procuring RSD exempt investment type initial spares and repair parts required to support new aircraft procurements and associated support and training equipment.

This element depicts BPAC 19 costs. It identifies the annual cost for other items not directly related to other procurement line items.

The mission personnel element includes the cost of pay and allowances of officer, enlisted, and civilian personnel required to operate, maintain, and support a discrete operational system or deployable unit. This includes the personnel necessary to meet combat readiness, unit training, and administrative requirements. For units that operate more than one type of aircraft system, personnel requirements will be allocated on a relative workload basis. The personnel costs will be based on manning levels and skill categories.

Note: Pay and allowances for officer and enlisted personnel should be based on the standard composite rate, which includes the following elements: basic pay, retired pay accrual, incentive pay, special pay, basic allowance for quarters, variable housing allowance, basic allowance for subsistence, hazardous duty pay, reenlistment bonuses, clothing allowances, overseas station allowances, uniform allowances, family separation allowances, separation payments, and social security contributions.

Pay and allowances for civilian personnel should be based on the standard composite rate, which includes the following elements: basic pay, additional variable payments for overtime, holiday pay, night differentials, cost-of-living allowances, and the government contribution to employee benefits, insurance, retirement, and the Federal Insurance Contribution Act.

The pay and allowances for the full complement of aircrew personnel required to operate a system. Aircrew composition includes the officers and enlisted personnel (pilot, non-pilot, and crew technicians) required to operate the aircraft of a deployable unit.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform maintenance on and provide ordnance support to assigned aircraft, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices. Depending on the maintenance concept and organizational structure, this element will include maintenance personnel at the organizational level and possibly the intermediate level.  For example, in a typical deployable Air Force unit, intermediate-level maintenance personnel are normally assigned to the same wing as the organizational maintenance personnel. Depending upon the weapon system, the other DoD components may integrate required intermediate-level maintenance personnel into a composite deployable unit according to the number of systems to be deployed.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform unit staff, security, and other mission support activities. The number and type of personnel in this category will vary depending on the requirements of the particular system. These billets exist only to support the system whose costs are being estimated.

Unit-level consumption includes the cost of fuel and energy resources; operations, maintenance, and support materials consumed at the unit level; stock fund reimbursements for depot-level reparables; operational munitions expended in training; transportation in support of deployed unit training; temporary additional duty/temporary duty (TAD/TDY) pay; and other unit-level consumption costs, such as purchased services for equipment leases and service contracts.

The unit-level cost of petroleum, oil, and lubricants (POL), propulsion fuel, and fuel additives required for peacetime flight operations. Includes in-flight and ground consumption, and an allowance for POL distribution, storage, evaporation, and spillage. May also include field-generated electricity and commercial electricity if necessary to support the operation of the system.

The costs of material consumed in the operation, maintenance, and support of an aircraft system and associated support equipment at the unit level. Depending on the maintenance concept or organizational structure, consumption at the intermediate level should be reported either in this element or in element 3.0, Intermediate Maintenance (External to Unit). Costs need not be identified at the level of detail shown below, the descriptions are intended merely to illustrate the various types of materials encompassed in this element:

Maintenance Material The cost of material expended during maintenance. Examples include consumables and repair parts such as transistors, capacitors gaskets, fuses, and other bit-and-piece material.

Operational Material The cost of non-maintenance material consumed in operating a system and support equipment. Examples include coolants, deicing fluids, tires, filters, batteries, paper, diskettes, ribbons, charts, and maps.

Mission Support Supplies. The cost of supplies and equipment expended in support of mission personnel. Examples include items relating to administration, housekeeping, health, and safety.

The unit-level cost of reimbursing the stock fund for purchases of depot-level reparable (DLR) spares (also referred to as exchangeables) used to replace initial stocks. DLRs may include repairable individual parts, assemblies, or subassemblies that are required on a recurring basis for the repair of major end items of equipment.

The cost of expendable stores consumed in unit-level training. Includes the cost of live and inert ammunition, bombs, rockets, training missiles, sonobuoys, and pyrotechnics expended in noncombat operations (such as firepower demonstrations) and training exercises.

Include in this element any significant unit-level consumption costs not otherwise accounted for. The costs identified must be related to the system whose operating and support requirements are being assessed. Possible examples are:

Purchased Services. The cost of special support equipment, communication circuits, and vehicles, including service contracts for custodial services, computers, and administrative equipment.

Transportation. The deployed unit transportation cost of moving primary mission and support equipment, repair parts, secondary items, POL, and ammunition to and from training areas. May also include transportation costs for items procured or shipped by the unit. Excluded are transportation costs for reparables acquired through DBOF.

TAD/TDY. Temporary additional duty or temporary duty (TAD/ TDY) pay. The cost of unit personnel travel for training, administrative, or other purposes such as crew rotations, deployments, or follow-on tests and evaluation. Includes commercial transportation charges, rental costs for passenger vehicles, mileage allowances, and subsistence expenses (e.g., per diem allowances and incidental travel expenses).

Intermediate maintenance performed external to a unit includes the cost of labor and material and other costs expended by designated activities/units (third and fourth echelon) in support of an aircraft system and associated support equipment. Intermediate maintenance activities include calibration, repair, and replacement of parts, components, or assemblies, and technical assistance.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform intermediate maintenance on an aircraft system, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices.

The costs of repair parts, assemblies, subassemblies, and material consumed in the maintenance and repair of aircraft, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices.

Include in this element any significant intermediate maintenance costs not otherwise accounted for. For example, this could include the cost of transporting subsystems or major end items to a base or depot facility.

Depot maintenance includes the cost of labor, material, and overhead incurred in performing major overhauls or maintenance on aircraft, their components, and associated support equipment at centralized repair depots, contractor repair facilities, or on site by depot teams. Some depot maintenance activities occur at intervals ranging from several months to several years. As a result, the most useful method of portraying these costs is on an annual basis (e.g., cost per aircraft system per year) or an operating-hour basis.

Note: The cost of depot-level reparables (DLRs) or exchangeables acquired through DBOF should be reported in element 2.0, Unit-Level Consumption.

The labor, material, and overhead costs for overhaul or rework of aircraft returned to a centralized depot facility. Includes programmed depot maintenance, analytic condition inspections, and unscheduled depot maintenance. Costs of major aircraft subsystems that have different overhaul cycles (i.e., airframe, engine, avionics, armament, support equipment) should be identified separately within this element.

Include in this element any significant depot maintenance activities not otherwise accounted for. For example, this could include component repair costs for reparables not managed by the DBOF, second-destination transportation costs for weapons systems or subsystems requiring major overhaul or rework, or contracted unit-level support.

Note: Not all reparable items are acquired through DBOF. Centrally funded accounts may continue to finance items such as classified program DLRs, conventional and nuclear munitions items, and certain cryptologic electronics and telecommunication items.

Contractor support includes the cost of contractor labor, materials, and overhead incurred in providing all or part of the logistics support required by an aircraft system, subsystem, or associated support equipment. Contract maintenance is performed by commercial organizations using contractor personnel, material, equipment, and facilities or government-furnished material, equipment, and facilities. Contractor support may be dedicated to one or multiple levels of maintenance and may take the form of interim contractor support (ICS) if the services are provided on a temporary basis or contractor logistics support (CLS) if the support extends over the operational life of a system. Other contractor support may be purchased for engineering and technical services.

Interim contractor support (ICS) includes the burdened cost of contract labor, material, and assets used in providing temporary logistics support to a weapon system, subsystem, and associated support equipment. The purpose of ICS is to provide total or partial logistics support until a government maintenance capability is developed.

Contractor logistics support (CLS) includes the burdened cost of contract labor, material, and assets used in providing support to an aircraft system, subsystem, and associated support equipment. CLS funding covers depot maintenance and, as negotiated with the operating command, necessary organizational and intermediate maintenance activities. If CLS is selected as the primary means of support, all functional areas included in the CLS cost should be identified.

Include in this element any contractor support costs not otherwise accounted for.

For example, if significant, the burdened cost of contract labor for contractor engineering and technical services should be reported here.

Note: Contractor support during the pre-operational phase of a system is typically funded as a system development or investment cost. However, post-operational contractor support is an O&S cost and should be addressed in this element

After the ICS period, the government assumes responsibility for supporting a weapon system. However, contractor support may still be employed in specific functional areas, such as sustaining engineering, software maintenance, simulator operations, and selected depot maintenance functions. Applicable contractor costs should be reported against these elements in the CES. To avoid double counting, the contractor support element should be annotated to identify any contractor costs that are reported in other elements.

Sustaining support includes the cost of replacement support equipment, modification kits, sustaining engineering, software maintenance support, and simulator operations provided for an aircraft system. War readiness material is specifically excluded.

The costs incurred to replace equipment that is needed to operate or support an aircraft, aircraft subsystems, training systems, and other associated support equipment. The support equipment being replaced (e.g., tools and test sets) may be unique to the aircraft or it may be common to a number of aircraft systems, in which case the costs must be allocated among the respective systems.

Note: This element addresses replacement equipment only. The costs of initial support equipment are specifically excluded.

The costs of procuring and installing modification kits and modification kit initial spares (after production and deployment) required for an aircraft and associated support and training equipment. Includes only those modification kits needed to achieve acceptable safety levels, overcome mission capability deficiencies, improve reliability, or reduce maintenance costs. Excludes modifications undertaken to provide additional operational capability not called for in the original design or performance specifications.

Include in this element any significant recurring investment costs not otherwise accounted for.

The labor, material, and overhead costs incurred in providing continued systems engineering and program management oversight to determine the integrity of a system, to maintain operational reliability, to approve design changes, and to ensure system conformance with established specifications and standards. Costs in this category may include (but are not limited to) government and/or contract engineering services, technical advice, and training for component or system installation, operation, maintenance, and support.

The labor, material, and overhead costs incurred after deployment by depot-level maintenance activities, government software centers, laboratories, or contractors for supporting the update, maintenance and modification, integration, and configuration management of software. Includes operational, maintenance, and diagnostic software programs for the primary system, support equipment, and training equipment. The respective costs of operating and maintaining the associated computer and peripheral equipment in the software maintenance activity should also be included. Not included are the costs of major redesigns, new development of large interfacing software, and modifications that change functionality.

The costs incurred to provide, operate, and maintain on-site or centralized simulator training devices for an aircraft system, subsystem, or related equipment. This may include the labor, material, and overhead costs of simulator operations by military and/or civilian personnel, or by private contractors.

Note: On-site simulator operations and maintenance that are an integral part of unit manning and unit consumption should be reported as unit-level mission costs for the system in question. However, the costs of all contract-funded simulator operations and all centralized government simulator operations should be reported in this element.

Include in this element any significant sustaining support costs not otherwise accounted for. Examples might include the costs of follow-on operational tests and evaluation, such as range costs, test support, data reduction, and test reporting.

Indirect support includes the costs of personnel support for specialty training, permanent changes of station, and medical care. Indirect support also includes the costs of relevant host installation services, such as base operating support and real property maintenance.

Personnel support includes the cost of system-specific and related specialty training for military personnel who are replacing individuals lost through attrition. Also included in this element are permanent change of station costs, and the cost of medical care. Each of these elements should be addressed separately. Descriptions are provided below:

Excluded are recruiting, accession, basic military training, and separation costs.

Note: The cost of initial course development and training of Service instructors at contractor facilities is normally categorized as a system investment cost. However, the follow-on training costs of military and civilian personnel attending factory schools, as well as the cost of attending Service conducted school-house specialty training, are O&S costs and should be reported in this element.

Normally, the costs of acquisition for recruiting, accession, and basic military training will not be included. However, if a significant change in Service recruiting and training objectives is required in order to support the system being assessed, then these costs should be addressed.

Permanent Change of Station (PCS). The cost of moving replacement personnel to and from overseas theaters and within the continental United States.

Medical Support. The cost of personnel pay and allowances and material needed to provide medical support to system-specific mission and related military support personnel.

Consists of personnel normally assigned to the host installation who are required for the unit to perform its mission in peacetime. Include only those personnel and costs that are directly affected by a change in the number of aircraft and associated mission personnel. Functions performed by installation support personnel include:

Base Operating Support. The cost of personnel pay and allowances and material necessary to provide support to system-specific mission-related personnel. Base operating support activities may include functions such as communications, supply operations, personnel services, installation security, base transportation, etc.

Real Property Maintenance. The cost of personnel pay and allowances, material, and utilities needed for the maintenance and operation of system-specific mission-related real property and for civil engineering support and services.

May also include transportation costs for items procured or shipped by the unit. Excluded are transportation costs for reparables acquired through DBOF.

TAD/TDY. Temporary additional duty or temporary duty (TAD/ TDY) pay. The cost of unit personnel travel for training, administrative, or other purposes such as crew rotations, deployments, or follow-on tests and evaluation. Includes commercial transportation charges, rental costs for passenger vehicles, mileage allowances, and subsistence expenses (e.g., per diem allowances and incidental travel expenses).

Intermediate maintenance performed external to a unit includes the cost of labor and material and other costs expended by designated activities/units (third and fourth echelon) in support of an aircraft system and associated support equipment. Intermediate maintenance activities include calibration, repair, and replacement of parts, components, or assemblies, and technical assistance.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform intermediate maintenance on an aircraft system, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices.

The costs of repair parts, assemblies, subassemblies, and material consumed in the maintenance and repair of aircraft, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices.

Include in this element any significant intermediate maintenance costs not otherwise accounted for. For example, this could include the cost of transporting subsystems or major end items to a base or depot facility.

Depot maintenance includes the cost of labor, material, and overhead incurred in performing major overhauls or maintenance on aircraft, their components, and associated support equipment at centralized repair depots, contractor repair facilities, or on site by depot teams. Some depot maintenance activities occur at intervals ranging from several months to several years. As a result, the most useful method of portraying these costs is on an annual basis (e.g., cost per aircraft system per year) or an operating-hour basis.

Note: The cost of depot-level reparables (DLRs) or exchangeables acquired through DBOF should be reported in element 2.0, Unit-Level Consumption.

The labor, material, and overhead costs for overhaul or rework of aircraft returned to a centralized depot facility. Includes programmed depot maintenance, analytic condition inspections, and unscheduled depot maintenance. Costs of major aircraft subsystems that have different overhaul cycles (i.e., airframe, engine, avionics, armament, support equipment) should be identified separately within this element.

Include in this element any significant depot maintenance activities not otherwise accounted for. For example, this could include component repair costs for reparables not managed by the DBOF, second-destination transportation costs for weapons systems or subsystems requiring major overhaul or rework, or contracted unit-level support.

Note: Not all reparable items are acquired through DBOF. Centrally funded accounts may continue to finance items such as classified program DLRs, conventional and nuclear munitions items, and certain cryptologic electronics and telecommunication items.

Contractor support includes the cost of contractor labor, materials, and overhead incurred in providing all or part of the logistics support required by an aircraft system, subsystem, or associated support equipment. Contract maintenance is performed by commercial organizations using contractor personnel, material, equipment, and facilities or government-furnished material, equipment, and facilities. Contractor support may be dedicated to one or multiple levels of maintenance and may take the form of interim contractor support (ICS) if the services are provided on a temporary basis or contractor logistics support (CLS) if the support extends over the operational life of a system. Other contractor support may be purchased for engineering and technical services.

Interim contractor support (ICS) includes the burdened cost of contract labor, material, and assets used in providing temporary logistics support to a weapon system, subsystem, and associated support equipment. The purpose of ICS is to provide total or partial logistics support until a government maintenance capability is developed.

Contractor logistics support (CLS) includes the burdened cost of contract labor, material, and assets used in providing support to an aircraft system, subsystem, and associated support equipment. CLS funding covers depot maintenance and, as negotiated with the operating command, necessary organizational and intermediate maintenance activities. If CLS is selected as the primary means of support, all functional areas included in the CLS cost should be identified.

Include in this element any contractor support costs not otherwise accounted for.

For example, if significant, the burdened cost of contract labor for contractor engineering and technical services should be reported here.

Note: Contractor support during the pre-operational phase of a system is typically funded as a system development or investment cost. However, post-operational contractor support is an O&S cost and should be addressed in this element

After the ICS period, the government assumes responsibility for supporting a weapon system. However, contractor support may still be employed in specific functional areas, such as sustaining engineering, software maintenance, simulator operations, and selected depot maintenance functions. Applicable contractor costs should be reported against these elements in the CES. To avoid double counting, the contractor support element should be annotated to identify any contractor costs that are reported in other elements.

Sustaining support includes the cost of replacement support equipment, modification kits, sustaining engineering, software maintenance support, and simulator operations provided for an aircraft system. War readiness material is specifically excluded.

The costs incurred to replace equipment that is needed to operate or support an aircraft, aircraft subsystems, training systems, and other associated support equipment. The support equipment being replaced (e.g., tools and test sets) may be unique to the aircraft or it may be common to a number of aircraft systems, in which case the costs must be allocated among the respective systems.

Note: This element addresses replacement equipment only. The costs of initial support equipment are specifically excluded.

The costs of procuring and installing modification kits and modification kit initial spares (after production and deployment) required for an aircraft and associated support and training equipment. Includes only those modification kits needed to achieve acceptable safety levels, overcome mission capability deficiencies, improve reliability, or reduce maintenance costs. Excludes modifications undertaken to provide additional operational capability not called for in the original design or performance specifications.

Include in this element any significant recurring investment costs not otherwise accounted for.

The labor, material, and overhead costs incurred in providing continued systems engineering and program management oversight to determine the integrity of a system, to maintain operational reliability, to approve design changes, and to ensure system conformance with established specifications and standards. Costs in this category may include (but are not limited to) government and/or contract engineering services, technical advice, and training for component or system installation, operation, maintenance, and support.

The labor, material, and overhead costs incurred after deployment by depot-level maintenance activities, government software centers, laboratories, or contractors for supporting the update, maintenance and modification, integration, and configuration management of software. Includes operational, maintenance, and diagnostic software programs for the primary system, support equipment, and training equipment. The respective costs of operating and maintaining the associated computer and peripheral equipment in the software maintenance activity should also be included. Not included are the costs of major redesigns, new development of large interfacing software, and modifications that change functionality.

The costs incurred to provide, operate, and maintain on-site or centralized simulator training devices for an aircraft system, subsystem, or related equipment. This may include the labor, material, and overhead costs of simulator operations by military and/or civilian personnel, or by private contractors.

Note: On-site simulator operations and maintenance that are an integral part of unit manning and unit consumption should be reported as unit-level mission costs for the system in question. However, the costs of all contract-funded simulator operations and all centralized government simulator operations should be reported in this element.

Include in this element any significant sustaining support costs not otherwise accounted for. Examples might include the costs of follow-on operational tests and evaluation, such as range costs, test support, data reduction, and test reporting.

Indirect support includes the costs of personnel support for specialty training, permanent changes of station, and medical care. Indirect support also includes the costs of relevant host installation services, such as base operating support and real property maintenance.

Personnel support includes the cost of system-specific and related specialty training for military personnel who are replacing individuals lost through attrition. Also included in this element are permanent change of station costs, and the cost of medical care. Each of these elements should be addressed separately. Descriptions are provided below:

Specialty Training. The cost of system-specific training (non-investment funded) and specialty training for military personnel who are replacing individuals lost through attrition. For example, specialty training costs may include undergraduate pilot training, non-pilot aircrew training, non-aircrew officer training, and enlisted specialty training. Replacement specialty training costs should be calculated for those personnel associated with the system being investigated. Training costs should include government non-pay-related training costs (course support costs, materials, per diem, travel, etc.) as well as the cost of pay and allowances for trainees, instructors, and training support personnel. Excluded are recruiting, accession, basic military training, and separation costs.

Note: The cost of initial course development and training of Service instructors at contractor facilities is normally categorized as a system investment cost. However, the follow-on training costs of military and civilian personnel attending factory schools, as well as the cost of attending Service conducted school-house specialty training, are O&S costs and should be reported in this element.

Normally, the costs of acquisition for recruiting, accession, and basic military training will not be included. However, if a significant change in Service recruiting and training objectives is required in order to support the system being assessed, then these costs should be addressed.

Permanent Change of Station (PCS). The cost of moving replacement personnel to and from overseas theaters and within the continental United States.

Medical Support. The cost of personnel pay and allowances and material needed to provide medical support to system-specific mission and related military support personnel.

Consists of personnel normally assigned to the host installation who are required for the unit to perform its mission in peacetime. Include only those personnel and costs that are directly affected by a change in the number of aircraft and associated mission personnel. Functions performed by installation support personnel include:

Base Operating Support. The cost of personnel pay and allowances and material necessary to provide support to system-specific mission-related personnel. Base operating support activities may include functions such as communications, supply operations, personnel services, installation security, base transportation, etc.

Real Property Maintenance. The cost of personnel pay and allowances, material, and utilities needed for the maintenance and operation of system-specific mission-related real property and for civil engineering support and services.

The mission personnel element includes the cost of pay and allowances of officer, enlisted, and civilian personnel required to operate, maintain, and support a discrete operational system or deployable unit. This includes the personnel necessary to meet combat readiness, unit training, and administrative requirements. For units that operate more than one type of aircraft system, personnel requirements will be allocated on a relative workload basis. The personnel costs will be based on manning levels and skill categories.

Note: Pay and allowances for officer and enlisted personnel should be based on the standard composite rate, which includes the following elements: basic pay, retired pay accrual, incentive pay, special pay, basic allowance for quarters, variable housing allowance, basic allowance for subsistence, hazardous duty pay, reenlistment bonuses, clothing allowances, overseas station allowances, uniform allowances, family separation allowances, separation payments, and social security contributions.

Pay and allowances for civilian personnel should be based on the standard composite rate, which includes the following elements: basic pay, additional variable payments for overtime, holiday pay, night differentials, cost-of-living allowances, and the government contribution to employee benefits, insurance, retirement, and the Federal Insurance Contribution Act.

The pay and allowances for the full complement of aircrew personnel required to operate a system. Aircrew composition includes the officers and enlisted personnel (pilot, non-pilot, and crew technicians) required to operate the aircraft of a deployable unit.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform maintenance on and provide ordnance support to assigned aircraft, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices. Depending on the maintenance concept and organizational structure, this element will include maintenance personnel at the organizational level and possibly the intermediate level.  For example, in a typical deployable Air Force unit, intermediate-level maintenance personnel are normally assigned to the same wing as the organizational maintenance personnel. Depending upon the weapon system, the other DoD components may integrate required intermediate-level maintenance personnel into a composite deployable unit according to the number of systems to be deployed.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform unit staff, security, and other mission support activities. The number and type of personnel in this category will vary depending on the requirements of the particular system. These billets exist only to support the system whose costs are being estimated.

Unit-level consumption includes the cost of fuel and energy resources; operations, maintenance, and support materials consumed at the unit level; stock fund reimbursements for depot-level reparables; operational munitions expended in training; transportation in support of deployed unit training; temporary additional duty/temporary duty (TAD/TDY) pay; and other unit-level consumption costs, such as purchased services for equipment leases and service contracts.

The unit-level cost of petroleum, oil, and lubricants (POL), propulsion fuel, and fuel additives required for peacetime flight operations. Includes in-flight and ground consumption, and an allowance for POL distribution, storage, evaporation, and spillage. May also include field-generated electricity and commercial electricity if necessary to support the operation of the system.

The costs of material consumed in the operation, maintenance, and support of an aircraft system and associated support equipment at the unit level. Depending on the maintenance concept or organizational structure, consumption at the intermediate level should be reported either in this element or in element 3.0, Intermediate Maintenance (External to Unit). Costs need not be identified at the level of detail shown below, the descriptions are intended merely to illustrate the various types of materials encompassed in this element:

Maintenance Material The cost of material expended during maintenance. Examples include consumables and repair parts such as transistors, capacitors gaskets, fuses, and other bit-and-piece material.

Operational Material The cost of non-maintenance material consumed in operating a system and support equipment. Examples include coolants, deicing fluids, tires, filters, batteries, paper, diskettes, ribbons, charts, and maps.

Mission Support Supplies. The cost of supplies and equipment expended in support of mission personnel. Examples include items relating to administration, housekeeping, health, and safety.

The unit-level cost of reimbursing the stock fund for purchases of depot-level reparable (DLR) spares (also referred to as exchangeables) used to replace initial stocks. DLRs may include repairable individual parts, assemblies, or subassemblies that are required on a recurring basis for the repair of major end items of equipment.

The cost of expendable stores consumed in unit-level training. Includes the cost of live and inert ammunition, bombs, rockets, training missiles, sonobuoys, and pyrotechnics expended in noncombat operations (such as firepower demonstrations) and training exercises.

Include in this element any significant unit-level consumption costs not otherwise accounted for. The costs identified must be related to the system whose operating and support requirements are being assessed. Possible examples are:

Purchased Services. The cost of special support equipment, communication circuits, and vehicles, including service contracts for custodial services, computers, and administrative equipment.

Transportation. The deployed unit transportation cost of moving primary mission and support equipment, repair parts, secondary items, POL, and ammunition to and from training areas. May also include transportation costs for items procured or shipped by the unit. Excluded are transportation costs for reparables acquired through DBOF.

TAD/TDY. Temporary additional duty or temporary duty (TAD/ TDY) pay. The cost of unit personnel travel for training, administrative, or other purposes such as crew rotations, deployments, or follow-on tests and evaluation. Includes commercial transportation charges, rental costs for passenger vehicles, mileage allowances, and subsistence expenses (e.g., per diem allowances and incidental travel expenses).

Intermediate maintenance performed external to a unit includes the cost of labor and material and other costs expended by designated activities/units (third and fourth echelon) in support of an aircraft system and associated support equipment. Intermediate maintenance activities include calibration, repair, and replacement of parts, components, or assemblies, and technical assistance.

Depot maintenance includes the cost of labor, material, and overhead incurred in performing major overhauls or maintenance on aircraft, their components, and associated support equipment at centralized repair depots, contractor repair facilities, or on site by depot teams. Some depot maintenance activities occur at intervals ranging from several months to several years. As a result, the most useful method of portraying these costs is on an annual basis (e.g., cost per aircraft system per year) or an operating-hour basis.

Indirect support includes the costs of personnel support for specialty training, permanent changes of station, and medical care. Indirect support also includes the costs of relevant host installation services, such as base operating support and real property maintenance.

Normally, the costs of acquisition for recruiting, accession, and basic military training will not be included. However, if a significant change in Service recruiting and training objectives is required in order to support the system being assessed, then these costs should be addressed.

Permanent Change of Station (PCS). The cost of moving replacement personnel to and from overseas theaters and within the continental United States.

Medical Support. The cost of personnel pay and allowances and material needed to provide medical support to system-specific mission and related military support personnel.

Consists of personnel normally assigned to the host installation who are required for the unit to perform its mission in peacetime. Include only those personnel and costs that are directly affected by a change in the number of aircraft and associated mission personnel. Functions performed by installation support personnel include:

Base Operating Support. The cost of personnel pay and allowances and material necessary to provide support to system-specific mission-related personnel. Base operating support activities may include functions such as communications, supply operations, personnel services, installation security, base transportation, etc.

Real Property Maintenance. The cost of personnel pay and allowances, material, and utilities needed for the maintenance and operation of system-specific mission-related real property and for civil engineering support and services.
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The R-TOC Implementation Templates workbook consists of four worksheets which help to automate the development and layout of the cost data required.  The worksheets are laid out in a logical order and are linked together to maintain consistency of subjects. The user is required to fill in the costs in the first and third worksheets and the investments and discount rate in the fourth worksheet.  Filling in the data for the first worksheet will automatically link the information into the second sheet.

WORKSHEET 1:  The first worksheet is the 'Baseline Profile' sheet. This sheet lays out a multi-year spread of the weapon systems costs based on Air Force Total Ownership Cost (AFTOC) and Cost Analysis Improvement Group (CAIG) cost element structure.  Second level cost elements for RDT&E are left to the discretion of the user.   It is recommended that costs be broken out in the standard format provided through the first two levels of indenture for Procurement and O&S.  Lower levels of indenture should be tailored to reflect local needs. THE INFORMATION FILLED IN FOR COST ELEMENTS AND BASE YEAR IS LINKED TO THE COMB CHART SHEET IN WORKSHEET 2.

WORKSHEET 2:  The second worksheet is the 'Comb Chart.'  This comb chart format provides a method of graphically depicting program costs.  It can be used to define baseline costs and assist in identifying cost reduction opportunities. A comb chart should reflect costs for one year in constant year dollars.  Column width can be adjusted to accommodate additional digits, if required.   

WORKSHEET 3:  The third worksheet is the 'New Cost Profile' sheet. This sheet lays out a multi-year spread of the weapon systems costs based on the new initiative.  The user should develop a new sheet with each initiative.

WORKSHEET 4:  The fourth worksheet is the 'Initiative Profile.'  Investment required for the initiative is entered on this sheet. This sheet also displays the costs/savings associated with the initiative.  The costs/savings are determined from the differences between values input to sheets one and three which are linked to worksheet four.  Discounted values of cumulative cost/savings and investments based on the input discount rate are also displayed.  This sheet will also calculate the Net Present Value (NPV) of the cost/savings and the NPV Return on Investment (ROI) for the initiative at 10 years.

This element depicts Budget Program Accounting Code (BPAC) 10 (aircraft) or 20 (missile) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for fabricating and procuring complete aircraft/missiles/, training devices, and technical data.

This element depicts BPAC 11 (for Aircraft) or BPAC 21 (for weapons) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for permanent and permanent/safety modifications of in-service aircraft, support equipment, and simulator and training equipment.

This element depicts BPAC 12 costs.  It identifies the annual cost for replacement of organizational and intermediate level support equipment (common and peculiar) for all out-of-production aircraft.

This element depicts BPAC 13 costs. It identifies the annual cost provided, for aircraft that have completed delivery: production line close down, deferred support equipment, ICS, program management administrative support, and out of production flight simulator investment costs.

This element depicts BPAC (15 for Aircraft) or 25 (for missiles) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for providing investment type replenishment spares and repair parts which are exempt from the Defense Business Operations Fund’s Reparable Support Division (RSD).

This element depicts BPAC 16 (for Aircraft) or 26 (for missiles) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for procuring RSD exempt investment type initial spares and repair parts required to support new aircraft procurements and associated support and training equipment.

This element depicts BPAC 19 costs. It identifies the annual cost for other items not directly related to other procurement line items.

The mission personnel element includes the cost of pay and allowances of officer, enlisted, and civilian personnel required to operate, maintain, and support a discrete operational system or deployable unit. This includes the personnel necessary to meet combat readiness, unit training, and administrative requirements. For units that operate more than one type of aircraft system, personnel requirements will be allocated on a relative workload basis. The personnel costs will be based on manning levels and skill categories.

Note: Pay and allowances for officer and enlisted personnel should be based on the standard composite rate, which includes the following elements: basic pay, retired pay accrual, incentive pay, special pay, basic allowance for quarters, variable housing allowance, basic allowance for subsistence, hazardous duty pay, reenlistment bonuses, clothing allowances, overseas station allowances, uniform allowances, family separation allowances, separation payments, and social security contributions.

Pay and allowances for civilian personnel should be based on the standard composite rate, which includes the following elements: basic pay, additional variable payments for overtime, holiday pay, night differentials, cost-of-living allowances, and the government contribution to employee benefits, insurance, retirement, and the Federal Insurance Contribution Act.

The pay and allowances for the full complement of aircrew personnel required to operate a system. Aircrew composition includes the officers and enlisted personnel (pilot, non-pilot, and crew technicians) required to operate the aircraft of a deployable unit.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform maintenance on and provide ordnance support to assigned aircraft, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices. Depending on the maintenance concept and organizational structure, this element will include maintenance personnel at the organizational level and possibly the intermediate level.  For example, in a typical deployable Air Force unit, intermediate-level maintenance personnel are normally assigned to the same wing as the organizational maintenance personnel. Depending upon the weapon system, the other DoD components may integrate required intermediate-level maintenance personnel into a composite deployable unit according to the number of systems to be deployed.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform unit staff, security, and other mission support activities. The number and type of personnel in this category will vary depending on the requirements of the particular system. These billets exist only to support the system whose costs are being estimated.

Unit-level consumption includes the cost of fuel and energy resources; operations, maintenance, and support materials consumed at the unit level; stock fund reimbursements for depot-level reparables; operational munitions expended in training; transportation in support of deployed unit training; temporary additional duty/temporary duty (TAD/TDY) pay; and other unit-level consumption costs, such as purchased services for equipment leases and service contracts.

The unit-level cost of petroleum, oil, and lubricants (POL), propulsion fuel, and fuel additives required for peacetime flight operations. Includes in-flight and ground consumption, and an allowance for POL distribution, storage, evaporation, and spillage. May also include field-generated electricity and commercial electricity if necessary to support the operation of the system.

The costs of material consumed in the operation, maintenance, and support of an aircraft system and associated support equipment at the unit level. Depending on the maintenance concept or organizational structure, consumption at the intermediate level should be reported either in this element or in element 3.0, Intermediate Maintenance (External to Unit). Costs need not be identified at the level of detail shown below, the descriptions are intended merely to illustrate the various types of materials encompassed in this element:

Maintenance Material The cost of material expended during maintenance. Examples include consumables and repair parts such as transistors, capacitors gaskets, fuses, and other bit-and-piece material.

Operational Material The cost of non-maintenance material consumed in operating a system and support equipment. Examples include coolants, deicing fluids, tires, filters, batteries, paper, diskettes, ribbons, charts, and maps.

Mission Support Supplies. The cost of supplies and equipment expended in support of mission personnel. Examples include items relating to administration, housekeeping, health, and safety.

The unit-level cost of reimbursing the stock fund for purchases of depot-level reparable (DLR) spares (also referred to as exchangeables) used to replace initial stocks. DLRs may include repairable individual parts, assemblies, or subassemblies that are required on a recurring basis for the repair of major end items of equipment.

The cost of expendable stores consumed in unit-level training. Includes the cost of live and inert ammunition, bombs, rockets, training missiles, sonobuoys, and pyrotechnics expended in noncombat operations (such as firepower demonstrations) and training exercises.

Include in this element any significant unit-level consumption costs not otherwise accounted for. The costs identified must be related to the system whose operating and support requirements are being assessed. Possible examples are:

Purchased Services. The cost of special support equipment, communication circuits, and vehicles, including service contracts for custodial services, computers, and administrative equipment.

Transportation. The deployed unit transportation cost of moving primary mission and support equipment, repair parts, secondary items, POL, and ammunition to and from training areas. May also include transportation costs for items procured or shipped by the unit. Excluded are transportation costs for reparables acquired through DBOF.

TAD/TDY. Temporary additional duty or temporary duty (TAD/ TDY) pay. The cost of unit personnel travel for training, administrative, or other purposes such as crew rotations, deployments, or follow-on tests and evaluation. Includes commercial transportation charges, rental costs for passenger vehicles, mileage allowances, and subsistence expenses (e.g., per diem allowances and incidental travel expenses).

Intermediate maintenance performed external to a unit includes the cost of labor and material and other costs expended by designated activities/units (third and fourth echelon) in support of an aircraft system and associated support equipment. Intermediate maintenance activities include calibration, repair, and replacement of parts, components, or assemblies, and technical assistance.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform intermediate maintenance on an aircraft system, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices.

The costs of repair parts, assemblies, subassemblies, and material consumed in the maintenance and repair of aircraft, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices.

Include in this element any significant intermediate maintenance costs not otherwise accounted for. For example, this could include the cost of transporting subsystems or major end items to a base or depot facility.

Depot maintenance includes the cost of labor, material, and overhead incurred in performing major overhauls or maintenance on aircraft, their components, and associated support equipment at centralized repair depots, contractor repair facilities, or on site by depot teams. Some depot maintenance activities occur at intervals ranging from several months to several years. As a result, the most useful method of portraying these costs is on an annual basis (e.g., cost per aircraft system per year) or an operating-hour basis.

Note: The cost of depot-level reparables (DLRs) or exchangeables acquired through DBOF should be reported in element 2.0, Unit-Level Consumption.

The labor, material, and overhead costs for overhaul or rework of aircraft returned to a centralized depot facility. Includes programmed depot maintenance, analytic condition inspections, and unscheduled depot maintenance. Costs of major aircraft subsystems that have different overhaul cycles (i.e., airframe, engine, avionics, armament, support equipment) should be identified separately within this element.

Include in this element any significant depot maintenance activities not otherwise accounted for. For example, this could include component repair costs for reparables not managed by the DBOF, second-destination transportation costs for weapons systems or subsystems requiring major overhaul or rework, or contracted unit-level support.

Note: Not all reparable items are acquired through DBOF. Centrally funded accounts may continue to finance items such as classified program DLRs, conventional and nuclear munitions items, and certain cryptologic electronics and telecommunication items.

Contractor support includes the cost of contractor labor, materials, and overhead incurred in providing all or part of the logistics support required by an aircraft system, subsystem, or associated support equipment. Contract maintenance is performed by commercial organizations using contractor personnel, material, equipment, and facilities or government-furnished material, equipment, and facilities. Contractor support may be dedicated to one or multiple levels of maintenance and may take the form of interim contractor support (ICS) if the services are provided on a temporary basis or contractor logistics support (CLS) if the support extends over the operational life of a system. Other contractor support may be purchased for engineering and technical services.

Interim contractor support (ICS) includes the burdened cost of contract labor, material, and assets used in providing temporary logistics support to a weapon system, subsystem, and associated support equipment. The purpose of ICS is to provide total or partial logistics support until a government maintenance capability is developed.

Contractor logistics support (CLS) includes the burdened cost of contract labor, material, and assets used in providing support to an aircraft system, subsystem, and associated support equipment. CLS funding covers depot maintenance and, as negotiated with the operating command, necessary organizational and intermediate maintenance activities. If CLS is selected as the primary means of support, all functional areas included in the CLS cost should be identified.

Include in this element any contractor support costs not otherwise accounted for.

For example, if significant, the burdened cost of contract labor for contractor engineering and technical services should be reported here.

Note: Contractor support during the pre-operational phase of a system is typically funded as a system development or investment cost. However, post-operational contractor support is an O&S cost and should be addressed in this element

After the ICS period, the government assumes responsibility for supporting a weapon system. However, contractor support may still be employed in specific functional areas, such as sustaining engineering, software maintenance, simulator operations, and selected depot maintenance functions. Applicable contractor costs should be reported against these elements in the CES. To avoid double counting, the contractor support element should be annotated to identify any contractor costs that are reported in other elements.

Sustaining support includes the cost of replacement support equipment, modification kits, sustaining engineering, software maintenance support, and simulator operations provided for an aircraft system. War readiness material is specifically excluded.

The costs incurred to replace equipment that is needed to operate or support an aircraft, aircraft subsystems, training systems, and other associated support equipment. The support equipment being replaced (e.g., tools and test sets) may be unique to the aircraft or it may be common to a number of aircraft systems, in which case the costs must be allocated among the respective systems.

Note: This element addresses replacement equipment only. The costs of initial support equipment are specifically excluded.

The costs of procuring and installing modification kits and modification kit initial spares (after production and deployment) required for an aircraft and associated support and training equipment. Includes only those modification kits needed to achieve acceptable safety levels, overcome mission capability deficiencies, improve reliability, or reduce maintenance costs. Excludes modifications undertaken to provide additional operational capability not called for in the original design or performance specifications.

Include in this element any significant recurring investment costs not otherwise accounted for.

The labor, material, and overhead costs incurred in providing continued systems engineering and program management oversight to determine the integrity of a system, to maintain operational reliability, to approve design changes, and to ensure system conformance with established specifications and standards. Costs in this category may include (but are not limited to) government and/or contract engineering services, technical advice, and training for component or system installation, operation, maintenance, and support.

The labor, material, and overhead costs incurred after deployment by depot-level maintenance activities, government software centers, laboratories, or contractors for supporting the update, maintenance and modification, integration, and configuration management of software. Includes operational, maintenance, and diagnostic software programs for the primary system, support equipment, and training equipment. The respective costs of operating and maintaining the associated computer and peripheral equipment in the software maintenance activity should also be included. Not included are the costs of major redesigns, new development of large interfacing software, and modifications that change functionality.

The costs incurred to provide, operate, and maintain on-site or centralized simulator training devices for an aircraft system, subsystem, or related equipment. This may include the labor, material, and overhead costs of simulator operations by military and/or civilian personnel, or by private contractors.

Note: On-site simulator operations and maintenance that are an integral part of unit manning and unit consumption should be reported as unit-level mission costs for the system in question. However, the costs of all contract-funded simulator operations and all centralized government simulator operations should be reported in this element.

Include in this element any significant sustaining support costs not otherwise accounted for. Examples might include the costs of follow-on operational tests and evaluation, such as range costs, test support, data reduction, and test reporting.

Indirect support includes the costs of personnel support for specialty training, permanent changes of station, and medical care. Indirect support also includes the costs of relevant host installation services, such as base operating support and real property maintenance.

Personnel support includes the cost of system-specific and related specialty training for military personnel who are replacing individuals lost through attrition. Also included in this element are permanent change of station costs, and the cost of medical care. Each of these elements should be addressed separately. Descriptions are provided below:

Specialty Training. The cost of system-specific training (non-investment funded) and specialty training for military personnel who are replacing individuals lost through attrition. For example, specialty training costs may include undergraduate pilot training, non-pilot aircrew training, non-aircrew officer training, and enlisted specialty training. Replacement specialty training costs should be calculated for those personnel associated with the system being investigated. Training costs should include government non-pay-related training costs (course support costs, materials, per diem, travel, etc.) as well as the cost of pay and allowances for trainees, instructors, and training support personnel. Excluded are recruiting, accession, basic military training, and separation costs.

Note: The cost of initial course development and training of Service instructors at contractor facilities is normally categorized as a system investment cost. However, the follow-on training costs of military and civilian personnel attending factory schools, as well as the cost of attending Service conducted school-house specialty training, are O&S costs and should be reported in this element.

Normally, the costs of acquisition for recruiting, accession, and basic military training will not be included. However, if a significant change in Service recruiting and training objectives is required in order to support the system being assessed, then these costs should be addressed.

Permanent Change of Station (PCS). The cost of moving replacement personnel to and from overseas theaters and within the continental United States.

Medical Support. The cost of personnel pay and allowances and material needed to provide medical support to system-specific mission and related military support personnel.

Consists of personnel normally assigned to the host installation who are required for the unit to perform its mission in peacetime. Include only those personnel and costs that are directly affected by a change in the number of aircraft and associated mission personnel. Functions performed by installation support personnel include:

Base Operating Support. The cost of personnel pay and allowances and material necessary to provide support to system-specific mission-related personnel. Base operating support activities may include functions such as communications, supply operations, personnel services, installation security, base transportation, etc.

Real Property Maintenance. The cost of personnel pay and allowances, material, and utilities needed for the maintenance and operation of system-specific mission-related real property and for civil engineering support and services.

This element depicts Budget Program Accounting Code (BPAC) 10 (aircraft) or 20 (missile) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for fabricating and procuring complete aircraft/missiles/, training devices, and technical data.

This element depicts BPAC 11 (for Aircraft) or BPAC 21 (for weapons) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for permanent and permanent/safety modifications of in-service aircraft, support equipment, and simulator and training equipment.

This element depicts BPAC 12 costs.  It identifies the annual cost for replacement of organizational and intermediate level support equipment (common and peculiar) for all out-of-production aircraft.

This element depicts BPAC 13 costs. It identifies the annual cost provided, for aircraft that have completed delivery: production line close down, deferred support equipment, ICS, program management administrative support, and out of production flight simulator investment costs.

This element depicts BPAC (15 for Aircraft) or 25 (for missiles) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for providing investment type replenishment spares and repair parts which are exempt from the Defense Business Operations Fund’s Reparable Support Division (RSD).

This element depicts BPAC 16 (for Aircraft) or 26 (for missiles) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for procuring RSD exempt investment type initial spares and repair parts required to support new aircraft procurements and associated support and training equipment.

This element depicts BPAC 19 costs. It identifies the annual cost for other items not directly related to other procurement line items.

The pay and allowances for the full complement of aircrew personnel required to operate a system. Aircrew composition includes the officers and enlisted personnel (pilot, non-pilot, and crew technicians) required to operate the aircraft of a deployable unit.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform maintenance on and provide ordnance support to assigned aircraft, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices. Depending on the maintenance concept and organizational structure, this element will include maintenance personnel at the organizational level and possibly the intermediate level.  For example, in a typical deployable Air Force unit, intermediate-level maintenance personnel are normally assigned to the same wing as the organizational maintenance personnel. Depending upon the weapon system, the other DoD components may integrate required intermediate-level maintenance personnel into a composite deployable unit according to the number of systems to be deployed.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform unit staff, security, and other mission support activities. The number and type of personnel in this category will vary depending on the requirements of the particular system. These billets exist only to support the system whose costs are being estimated.

The unit-level cost of petroleum, oil, and lubricants (POL), propulsion fuel, and fuel additives required for peacetime flight operations. Includes in-flight and ground consumption, and an allowance for POL distribution, storage, evaporation, and spillage. May also include field-generated electricity and commercial electricity if necessary to support the operation of the system.

The costs of material consumed in the operation, maintenance, and support of an aircraft system and associated support equipment at the unit level. Depending on the maintenance concept or organizational structure, consumption at the intermediate level should be reported either in this element or in element 3.0, Intermediate Maintenance (External to Unit). Costs need not be identified at the level of detail shown below, the descriptions are intended merely to illustrate the various types of materials encompassed in this element:

Maintenance Material The cost of material expended during maintenance. Examples include consumables and repair parts such as transistors, capacitors gaskets, fuses, and other bit-and-piece material.

Operational Material The cost of non-maintenance material consumed in operating a system and support equipment. Examples include coolants, deicing fluids, tires, filters, batteries, paper, diskettes, ribbons, charts, and maps.

Mission Support Supplies. The cost of supplies and equipment expended in support of mission personnel. Examples include items relating to administration, housekeeping, health, and safety.

The unit-level cost of reimbursing the stock fund for purchases of depot-level reparable (DLR) spares (also referred to as exchangeables) used to replace initial stocks. DLRs may include repairable individual parts, assemblies, or subassemblies that are required on a recurring basis for the repair of major end items of equipment.

The cost of expendable stores consumed in unit-level training. Includes the cost of live and inert ammunition, bombs, rockets, training missiles, sonobuoys, and pyrotechnics expended in noncombat operations (such as firepower demonstrations) and training exercises.

Include in this element any significant unit-level consumption costs not otherwise accounted for. The costs identified must be related to the system whose operating and support requirements are being assessed. Possible examples are:

Purchased Services. The cost of special support equipment, communication circuits, and vehicles, including service contracts for custodial services, computers, and administrative equipment.

Transportation. The deployed unit transportation cost of moving primary mission and support equipment, repair parts, secondary items, POL, and ammunition to and from training areas. May also include transportation costs for items procured or shipped by the unit. Excluded are transportation costs for reparables acquired through DBOF.

TAD/TDY. Temporary additional duty or temporary duty (TAD/ TDY) pay. The cost of unit personnel travel for training, administrative, or other purposes such as crew rotations, deployments, or follow-on tests and evaluation. Includes commercial transportation charges, rental costs for passenger vehicles, mileage allowances, and subsistence expenses (e.g., per diem allowances and incidental travel expenses).

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform intermediate maintenance on an aircraft system, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices.

The costs of repair parts, assemblies, subassemblies, and material consumed in the maintenance and repair of aircraft, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices.

Include in this element any significant intermediate maintenance costs not otherwise accounted for. For example, this could include the cost of transporting subsystems or major end items to a base or depot facility.

The labor, material, and overhead costs for overhaul or rework of aircraft returned to a centralized depot facility. Includes programmed depot maintenance, analytic condition inspections, and unscheduled depot maintenance. Costs of major aircraft subsystems that have different overhaul cycles (i.e., airframe, engine, avionics, armament, support equipment) should be identified separately within this element.

Include in this element any significant depot maintenance activities not otherwise accounted for. For example, this could include component repair costs for reparables not managed by the DBOF, second-destination transportation costs for weapons systems or subsystems requiring major overhaul or rework, or contracted unit-level support.

Note: Not all reparable items are acquired through DBOF. Centrally funded accounts may continue to finance items such as classified program DLRs, conventional and nuclear munitions items, and certain cryptologic electronics and telecommunication items.

Contractor logistics support (CLS) includes the burdened cost of contract labor, material, and assets used in providing support to an aircraft system, subsystem, and associated support equipment. CLS funding covers depot maintenance and, as negotiated with the operating command, necessary organizational and intermediate maintenance activities. If CLS is selected as the primary means of support, all functional areas included in the CLS cost should be identified.

Include in this element any contractor support costs not otherwise accounted for.

For example, if significant, the burdened cost of contract labor for contractor engineering and technical services should be reported here.

Note: Contractor support during the pre-operational phase of a system is typically funded as a system development or investment cost. However, post-operational contractor support is an O&S cost and should be addressed in this element

After the ICS period, the government assumes responsibility for supporting a weapon system. However, contractor support may still be employed in specific functional areas, such as sustaining engineering, software maintenance, simulator operations, and selected depot maintenance functions. Applicable contractor costs should be reported against these elements in the CES. To avoid double counting, the contractor support element should be annotated to identify any contractor costs that are reported in other elements.

The costs incurred to replace equipment that is needed to operate or support an aircraft, aircraft subsystems, training systems, and other associated support equipment. The support equipment being replaced (e.g., tools and test sets) may be unique to the aircraft or it may be common to a number of aircraft systems, in which case the costs must be allocated among the respective systems.

Note: This element addresses replacement equipment only. The costs of initial support equipment are specifically excluded.

The costs of procuring and installing modification kits and modification kit initial spares (after production and deployment) required for an aircraft and associated support and training equipment. Includes only those modification kits needed to achieve acceptable safety levels, overcome mission capability deficiencies, improve reliability, or reduce maintenance costs. Excludes modifications undertaken to provide additional operational capability not called for in the original design or performance specifications.

Include in this element any significant recurring investment costs not otherwise accounted for.

The labor, material, and overhead costs incurred in providing continued systems engineering and program management oversight to determine the integrity of a system, to maintain operational reliability, to approve design changes, and to ensure system conformance with established specifications and standards. Costs in this category may include (but are not limited to) government and/or contract engineering services, technical advice, and training for component or system installation, operation, maintenance, and support.

The labor, material, and overhead costs incurred after deployment by depot-level maintenance activities, government software centers, laboratories, or contractors for supporting the update, maintenance and modification, integration, and configuration management of software. Includes operational, maintenance, and diagnostic software programs for the primary system, support equipment, and training equipment. The respective costs of operating and maintaining the associated computer and peripheral equipment in the software maintenance activity should also be included. Not included are the costs of major redesigns, new development of large interfacing software, and modifications that change functionality.

The costs incurred to provide, operate, and maintain on-site or centralized simulator training devices for an aircraft system, subsystem, or related equipment. This may include the labor, material, and overhead costs of simulator operations by military and/or civilian personnel, or by private contractors.

Note: On-site simulator operations and maintenance that are an integral part of unit manning and unit consumption should be reported as unit-level mission costs for the system in question. However, the costs of all contract-funded simulator operations and all centralized government simulator operations should be reported in this element.

Include in this element any significant sustaining support costs not otherwise accounted for. Examples might include the costs of follow-on operational tests and evaluation, such as range costs, test support, data reduction, and test reporting.

Personnel support includes the cost of system-specific and related specialty training for military personnel who are replacing individuals lost through attrition. Also included in this element are permanent change of station costs, and the cost of medical care. Each of these elements should be addressed separately. Descriptions are provided below:

Specialty Training. The cost of system-specific training (non-investment funded) and specialty training for military personnel who are replacing individuals lost through attrition. For example, specialty training costs may include undergraduate pilot training, non-pilot aircrew training, non-aircrew officer training, and enlisted specialty training. Replacement specialty training costs should be calculated for those personnel associated with the system being investigated. Training costs should include government non-pay-related training costs (course support costs, materials, per diem, travel, etc.) as well as the cost of pay and allowances for trainees, instructors, and training support personnel. Excluded are recruiting, accession, basic military training, and separation costs.

Note: The cost of initial course development and training of Service instructors at contractor facilities is normally categorized as a system investment cost. However, the follow-on training costs of military and civilian personnel attending factory schools, as well as the cost of attending Service conducted school-house specialty training, are O&S costs and should be reported in this element.

Normally, the costs of acquisition for recruiting, accession, and basic military training will not be included. However, if a significant change in Service recruiting and training objectives is required in order to support the system being assessed, then these costs should be addressed.

Permanent Change of Station (PCS). The cost of moving replacement personnel to and from overseas theaters and within the continental United States.

Medical Support. The cost of personnel pay and allowances and material needed to provide medical support to system-specific mission and related military support personnel.

Consists of personnel normally assigned to the host installation who are required for the unit to perform its mission in peacetime. Include only those personnel and costs that are directly affected by a change in the number of aircraft and associated mission personnel. Functions performed by installation support personnel include:

Base Operating Support. The cost of personnel pay and allowances and material necessary to provide support to system-specific mission-related personnel. Base operating support activities may include functions such as communications, supply operations, personnel services, installation security, base transportation, etc.

Real Property Maintenance. The cost of personnel pay and allowances, material, and utilities needed for the maintenance and operation of system-specific mission-related real property and for civil engineering support and services.

This element depicts Budget Program Accounting Code (BPAC) 10 (aircraft) or 20 (missile) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for fabricating and procuring complete aircraft/missiles/, training devices, and technical data.

This element depicts BPAC 11 (for Aircraft) or BPAC 21 (for weapons) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for permanent and permanent/safety modifications of in-service aircraft, support equipment, and simulator and training equipment.

This element depicts BPAC 12 costs.  It identifies the annual cost for replacement of organizational and intermediate level support equipment (common and peculiar) for all out-of-production aircraft.

This element depicts BPAC 13 costs. It identifies the annual cost provided, for aircraft that have completed delivery: production line close down, deferred support equipment, ICS, program management administrative support, and out of production flight simulator investment costs.

This element depicts BPAC (15 for Aircraft) or 25 (for missiles) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for providing investment type replenishment spares and repair parts which are exempt from the Defense Business Operations Fund’s Reparable Support Division (RSD).

This element depicts BPAC 16 (for Aircraft) or 26 (for missiles) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for procuring RSD exempt investment type initial spares and repair parts required to support new aircraft procurements and associated support and training equipment.

This element depicts BPAC 19 costs. It identifies the annual cost for other items not directly related to other procurement line items.

The pay and allowances for the full complement of aircrew personnel required to operate a system. Aircrew composition includes the officers and enlisted personnel (pilot, non-pilot, and crew technicians) required to operate the aircraft of a deployable unit.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform maintenance on and provide ordnance support to assigned aircraft, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices. Depending on the maintenance concept and organizational structure, this element will include maintenance personnel at the organizational level and possibly the intermediate level.  For example, in a typical deployable Air Force unit, intermediate-level maintenance personnel are normally assigned to the same wing as the organizational maintenance personnel. Depending upon the weapon system, the other DoD components may integrate required intermediate-level maintenance personnel into a composite deployable unit according to the number of systems to be deployed.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform unit staff, security, and other mission support activities. The number and type of personnel in this category will vary depending on the requirements of the particular system. These billets exist only to support the system whose costs are being estimated.

The unit-level cost of petroleum, oil, and lubricants (POL), propulsion fuel, and fuel additives required for peacetime flight operations. Includes in-flight and ground consumption, and an allowance for POL distribution, storage, evaporation, and spillage. May also include field-generated electricity and commercial electricity if necessary to support the operation of the system.

The costs of material consumed in the operation, maintenance, and support of an aircraft system and associated support equipment at the unit level. Depending on the maintenance concept or organizational structure, consumption at the intermediate level should be reported either in this element or in element 3.0, Intermediate Maintenance (External to Unit). Costs need not be identified at the level of detail shown below, the descriptions are intended merely to illustrate the various types of materials encompassed in this element:

Maintenance Material The cost of material expended during maintenance. Examples include consumables and repair parts such as transistors, capacitors gaskets, fuses, and other bit-and-piece material.

Operational Material The cost of non-maintenance material consumed in operating a system and support equipment. Examples include coolants, deicing fluids, tires, filters, batteries, paper, diskettes, ribbons, charts, and maps.

Mission Support Supplies. The cost of supplies and equipment expended in support of mission personnel. Examples include items relating to administration, housekeeping, health, and safety.

The unit-level cost of reimbursing the stock fund for purchases of depot-level reparable (DLR) spares (also referred to as exchangeables) used to replace initial stocks. DLRs may include repairable individual parts, assemblies, or subassemblies that are required on a recurring basis for the repair of major end items of equipment.

The cost of expendable stores consumed in unit-level training. Includes the cost of live and inert ammunition, bombs, rockets, training missiles, sonobuoys, and pyrotechnics expended in noncombat operations (such as firepower demonstrations) and training exercises.

Include in this element any significant unit-level consumption costs not otherwise accounted for. The costs identified must be related to the system whose operating and support requirements are being assessed. Possible examples are:

Purchased Services. The cost of special support equipment, communication circuits, and vehicles, including service contracts for custodial services, computers, and administrative equipment.

Transportation. The deployed unit transportation cost of moving primary mission and support equipment, repair parts, secondary items, POL, and ammunition to and from training areas. May also include transportation costs for items procured or shipped by the unit. Excluded are transportation costs for reparables acquired through DBOF.

TAD/TDY. Temporary additional duty or temporary duty (TAD/ TDY) pay. The cost of unit personnel travel for training, administrative, or other purposes such as crew rotations, deployments, or follow-on tests and evaluation. Includes commercial transportation charges, rental costs for passenger vehicles, mileage allowances, and subsistence expenses (e.g., per diem allowances and incidental travel expenses).

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform intermediate maintenance on an aircraft system, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices.

The costs of repair parts, assemblies, subassemblies, and material consumed in the maintenance and repair of aircraft, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices.

Include in this element any significant intermediate maintenance costs not otherwise accounted for. For example, this could include the cost of transporting subsystems or major end items to a base or depot facility.

The labor, material, and overhead costs for overhaul or rework of aircraft returned to a centralized depot facility. Includes programmed depot maintenance, analytic condition inspections, and unscheduled depot maintenance. Costs of major aircraft subsystems that have different overhaul cycles (i.e., airframe, engine, avionics, armament, support equipment) should be identified separately within this element.

Include in this element any significant depot maintenance activities not otherwise accounted for. For example, this could include component repair costs for reparables not managed by the DBOF, second-destination transportation costs for weapons systems or subsystems requiring major overhaul or rework, or contracted unit-level support.

Note: Not all reparable items are acquired through DBOF. Centrally funded accounts may continue to finance items such as classified program DLRs, conventional and nuclear munitions items, and certain cryptologic electronics and telecommunication items.

Interim contractor support (ICS) includes the burdened cost of contract labor, material, and assets used in providing temporary logistics support to a weapon system, subsystem, and associated support equipment. The purpose of ICS is to provide total or partial logistics support until a government maintenance capability is developed.

Contractor logistics support (CLS) includes the burdened cost of contract labor, material, and assets used in providing support to an aircraft system, subsystem, and associated support equipment. CLS funding covers depot maintenance and, as negotiated with the operating command, necessary organizational and intermediate maintenance activities. If CLS is selected as the primary means of support, all functional areas included in the CLS cost should be identified.

Include in this element any contractor support costs not otherwise accounted for.

For example, if significant, the burdened cost of contract labor for contractor engineering and technical services should be reported here.

Note: Contractor support during the pre-operational phase of a system is typically funded as a system development or investment cost. However, post-operational contractor support is an O&S cost and should be addressed in this element

After the ICS period, the government assumes responsibility for supporting a weapon system. However, contractor support may still be employed in specific functional areas, such as sustaining engineering, software maintenance, simulator operations, and selected depot maintenance functions. Applicable contractor costs should be reported against these elements in the CES. To avoid double counting, the contractor support element should be annotated to identify any contractor costs that are reported in other elements.

The costs incurred to replace equipment that is needed to operate or support an aircraft, aircraft subsystems, training systems, and other associated support equipment. The support equipment being replaced (e.g., tools and test sets) may be unique to the aircraft or it may be common to a number of aircraft systems, in which case the costs must be allocated among the respective systems.

Note: This element addresses replacement equipment only. The costs of initial support equipment are specifically excluded.

The costs of procuring and installing modification kits and modification kit initial spares (after production and deployment) required for an aircraft and associated support and training equipment. Includes only those modification kits needed to achieve acceptable safety levels, overcome mission capability deficiencies, improve reliability, or reduce maintenance costs. Excludes modifications undertaken to provide additional operational capability not called for in the original design or performance specifications.

Include in this element any significant recurring investment costs not otherwise accounted for.

The labor, material, and overhead costs incurred in providing continued systems engineering and program management oversight to determine the integrity of a system, to maintain operational reliability, to approve design changes, and to ensure system conformance with established specifications and standards. Costs in this category may include (but are not limited to) government and/or contract engineering services, technical advice, and training for component or system installation, operation, maintenance, and support.

The labor, material, and overhead costs incurred after deployment by depot-level maintenance activities, government software centers, laboratories, or contractors for supporting the update, maintenance and modification, integration, and configuration management of software. Includes operational, maintenance, and diagnostic software programs for the primary system, support equipment, and training equipment. The respective costs of operating and maintaining the associated computer and peripheral equipment in the software maintenance activity should also be included. Not included are the costs of major redesigns, new development of large interfacing software, and modifications that change functionality.

The costs incurred to provide, operate, and maintain on-site or centralized simulator training devices for an aircraft system, subsystem, or related equipment. This may include the labor, material, and overhead costs of simulator operations by military and/or civilian personnel, or by private contractors.

Note: On-site simulator operations and maintenance that are an integral part of unit manning and unit consumption should be reported as unit-level mission costs for the system in question. However, the costs of all contract-funded simulator operations and all centralized government simulator operations should be reported in this element.

Include in this element any significant sustaining support costs not otherwise accounted for. Examples might include the costs of follow-on operational tests and evaluation, such as range costs, test support, data reduction, and test reporting.

Personnel support includes the cost of system-specific and related specialty training for military personnel who are replacing individuals lost through attrition. Also included in this element are permanent change of station costs, and the cost of medical care. Each of these elements should be addressed separately. Descriptions are provided below:

Specialty Training. The cost of system-specific training (non-investment funded) and specialty training for military personnel who are replacing individuals lost through attrition. For example, specialty training costs may include undergraduate pilot training, non-pilot aircrew training, non-aircrew officer training, and enlisted specialty training. Replacement specialty training costs should be calculated for those personnel associated with the system being investigated. Training costs should include government non-pay-related training costs (course support costs, materials, per diem, travel, etc.) as well as the cost of pay and allowances for trainees, instructors, and training support personnel. Excluded are recruiting, accession, basic military training, and separation costs.

Note: The cost of initial course development and training of Service instructors at contractor facilities is normally categorized as a system investment cost. However, the follow-on training costs of military and civilian personnel attending factory schools, as well as the cost of attending Service conducted school-house specialty training, are O&S costs and should be reported in this element.

Normally, the costs of acquisition for recruiting, accession, and basic military training will not be included. However, if a significant change in Service recruiting and training objectives is required in order to support the system being assessed, then these costs should be addressed.

Permanent Change of Station (PCS). The cost of moving replacement personnel to and from overseas theaters and within the continental United States.

Medical Support. The cost of personnel pay and allowances and material needed to provide medical support to system-specific mission and related military support personnel.

Consists of personnel normally assigned to the host installation who are required for the unit to perform its mission in peacetime. Include only those personnel and costs that are directly affected by a change in the number of aircraft and associated mission personnel. Functions performed by installation support personnel include:

Base Operating Support. The cost of personnel pay and allowances and material necessary to provide support to system-specific mission-related personnel. Base operating support activities may include functions such as communications, supply operations, personnel services, installation security, base transportation, etc.

Real Property Maintenance. The cost of personnel pay and allowances, material, and utilities needed for the maintenance and operation of system-specific mission-related real property and for civil engineering support and services.

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Introduction

		



The R-TOC Implementation Templates workbook consists of four worksheets which help to automate the development and layout of the cost data required.  The worksheets are laid out in a logical order and are linked together to maintain consistency of subjects. The user is required to fill in the costs in the first and third worksheets and the investments and discount rate in the fourth worksheet.  Filling in the data for the first worksheet will automatically link the information into the second sheet.

WORKSHEET 1:  The first worksheet is the 'Baseline Profile' sheet. This sheet lays out a multi-year spread of the weapon systems costs based on Air Force Total Ownership Cost (AFTOC) and Cost Analysis Improvement Group (CAIG) cost element structure.  Second level cost elements for RDT&E are left to the discretion of the user.   It is recommended that costs be broken out in the standard format provided through the first two levels of indenture for Procurement and O&S.  Lower levels of indenture should be tailored to reflect local needs. THE INFORMATION FILLED IN FOR COST ELEMENTS AND BASE YEAR IS LINKED TO THE COMB CHART SHEET IN WORKSHEET 2.

WORKSHEET 2:  The second worksheet is the 'Comb Chart.'  This comb chart format provides a method of graphically depicting program costs.  It can be used to define baseline costs and assist in identifying cost reduction opportunities. A comb chart should reflect costs for one year in constant year dollars.  Column width can be adjusted to accommodate additional digits, if required.   

WORKSHEET 3:  The third worksheet is the 'New Cost Profile' sheet. This sheet lays out a multi-year spread of the weapon systems costs based on the new initiative.  The user should develop a new sheet with each initiative.

WORKSHEET 4:  The fourth worksheet is the 'Initiative Profile.'  Investment required for the initiative is entered on this sheet. This sheet also displays the costs/savings associated with the initiative.  The costs/savings are determined from the differences between values input to sheets one and three which are linked to worksheet four.  Discounted values of cumulative cost/savings and investments based on the input discount rate are also displayed.  This sheet will also calculate the Net Present Value (NPV) of the cost/savings and the NPV Return on Investment (ROI) for the initiative at 10 years.

This element depicts Budget Program Accounting Code (BPAC) 10 (aircraft) or 20 (missile) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for fabricating and procuring complete aircraft/missiles/, training devices, and technical data.

This element depicts BPAC 11 (for Aircraft) or BPAC 21 (for weapons) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for permanent and permanent/safety modifications of in-service aircraft, support equipment, and simulator and training equipment.

This element depicts BPAC 12 costs.  It identifies the annual cost for replacement of organizational and intermediate level support equipment (common and peculiar) for all out-of-production aircraft.

This element depicts BPAC 13 costs. It identifies the annual cost provided, for aircraft that have completed delivery: production line close down, deferred support equipment, ICS, program management administrative support, and out of production flight simulator investment costs.

This element depicts BPAC (15 for Aircraft) or 25 (for missiles) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for providing investment type replenishment spares and repair parts which are exempt from the Defense Business Operations Fund’s Reparable Support Division (RSD).

This element depicts BPAC 16 (for Aircraft) or 26 (for missiles) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for procuring RSD exempt investment type initial spares and repair parts required to support new aircraft procurements and associated support and training equipment.

This element depicts BPAC 19 costs. It identifies the annual cost for other items not directly related to other procurement line items.

The mission personnel element includes the cost of pay and allowances of officer, enlisted, and civilian personnel required to operate, maintain, and support a discrete operational system or deployable unit. This includes the personnel necessary to meet combat readiness, unit training, and administrative requirements. For units that operate more than one type of aircraft system, personnel requirements will be allocated on a relative workload basis. The personnel costs will be based on manning levels and skill categories.

Note: Pay and allowances for officer and enlisted personnel should be based on the standard composite rate, which includes the following elements: basic pay, retired pay accrual, incentive pay, special pay, basic allowance for quarters, variable housing allowance, basic allowance for subsistence, hazardous duty pay, reenlistment bonuses, clothing allowances, overseas station allowances, uniform allowances, family separation allowances, separation payments, and social security contributions.

Pay and allowances for civilian personnel should be based on the standard composite rate, which includes the following elements: basic pay, additional variable payments for overtime, holiday pay, night differentials, cost-of-living allowances, and the government contribution to employee benefits, insurance, retirement, and the Federal Insurance Contribution Act.

The pay and allowances for the full complement of aircrew personnel required to operate a system. Aircrew composition includes the officers and enlisted personnel (pilot, non-pilot, and crew technicians) required to operate the aircraft of a deployable unit.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform maintenance on and provide ordnance support to assigned aircraft, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices. Depending on the maintenance concept and organizational structure, this element will include maintenance personnel at the organizational level and possibly the intermediate level.  For example, in a typical deployable Air Force unit, intermediate-level maintenance personnel are normally assigned to the same wing as the organizational maintenance personnel. Depending upon the weapon system, the other DoD components may integrate required intermediate-level maintenance personnel into a composite deployable unit according to the number of systems to be deployed.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform unit staff, security, and other mission support activities. The number and type of personnel in this category will vary depending on the requirements of the particular system. These billets exist only to support the system whose costs are being estimated.

Unit-level consumption includes the cost of fuel and energy resources; operations, maintenance, and support materials consumed at the unit level; stock fund reimbursements for depot-level reparables; operational munitions expended in training; transportation in support of deployed unit training; temporary additional duty/temporary duty (TAD/TDY) pay; and other unit-level consumption costs, such as purchased services for equipment leases and service contracts.

The unit-level cost of petroleum, oil, and lubricants (POL), propulsion fuel, and fuel additives required for peacetime flight operations. Includes in-flight and ground consumption, and an allowance for POL distribution, storage, evaporation, and spillage. May also include field-generated electricity and commercial electricity if necessary to support the operation of the system.

The costs of material consumed in the operation, maintenance, and support of an aircraft system and associated support equipment at the unit level. Depending on the maintenance concept or organizational structure, consumption at the intermediate level should be reported either in this element or in element 3.0, Intermediate Maintenance (External to Unit). Costs need not be identified at the level of detail shown below, the descriptions are intended merely to illustrate the various types of materials encompassed in this element:

Maintenance Material The cost of material expended during maintenance. Examples include consumables and repair parts such as transistors, capacitors gaskets, fuses, and other bit-and-piece material.

Operational Material The cost of non-maintenance material consumed in operating a system and support equipment. Examples include coolants, deicing fluids, tires, filters, batteries, paper, diskettes, ribbons, charts, and maps.

Mission Support Supplies. The cost of supplies and equipment expended in support of mission personnel. Examples include items relating to administration, housekeeping, health, and safety.

The unit-level cost of reimbursing the stock fund for purchases of depot-level reparable (DLR) spares (also referred to as exchangeables) used to replace initial stocks. DLRs may include repairable individual parts, assemblies, or subassemblies that are required on a recurring basis for the repair of major end items of equipment.

The cost of expendable stores consumed in unit-level training. Includes the cost of live and inert ammunition, bombs, rockets, training missiles, sonobuoys, and pyrotechnics expended in noncombat operations (such as firepower demonstrations) and training exercises.

Include in this element any significant unit-level consumption costs not otherwise accounted for. The costs identified must be related to the system whose operating and support requirements are being assessed. Possible examples are:

Purchased Services. The cost of special support equipment, communication circuits, and vehicles, including service contracts for custodial services, computers, and administrative equipment.

Transportation. The deployed unit transportation cost of moving primary mission and support equipment, repair parts, secondary items, POL, and ammunition to and from training areas. May also include transportation costs for items procured or shipped by the unit. Excluded are transportation costs for reparables acquired through DBOF.

TAD/TDY. Temporary additional duty or temporary duty (TAD/ TDY) pay. The cost of unit personnel travel for training, administrative, or other purposes such as crew rotations, deployments, or follow-on tests and evaluation. Includes commercial transportation charges, rental costs for passenger vehicles, mileage allowances, and subsistence expenses (e.g., per diem allowances and incidental travel expenses).

Intermediate maintenance performed external to a unit includes the cost of labor and material and other costs expended by designated activities/units (third and fourth echelon) in support of an aircraft system and associated support equipment. Intermediate maintenance activities include calibration, repair, and replacement of parts, components, or assemblies, and technical assistance.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform intermediate maintenance on an aircraft system, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices.

The costs of repair parts, assemblies, subassemblies, and material consumed in the maintenance and repair of aircraft, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices.

Include in this element any significant intermediate maintenance costs not otherwise accounted for. For example, this could include the cost of transporting subsystems or major end items to a base or depot facility.

Depot maintenance includes the cost of labor, material, and overhead incurred in performing major overhauls or maintenance on aircraft, their components, and associated support equipment at centralized repair depots, contractor repair facilities, or on site by depot teams. Some depot maintenance activities occur at intervals ranging from several months to several years. As a result, the most useful method of portraying these costs is on an annual basis (e.g., cost per aircraft system per year) or an operating-hour basis.

Note: The cost of depot-level reparables (DLRs) or exchangeables acquired through DBOF should be reported in element 2.0, Unit-Level Consumption.

The labor, material, and overhead costs for overhaul or rework of aircraft returned to a centralized depot facility. Includes programmed depot maintenance, analytic condition inspections, and unscheduled depot maintenance. Costs of major aircraft subsystems that have different overhaul cycles (i.e., airframe, engine, avionics, armament, support equipment) should be identified separately within this element.

Include in this element any significant depot maintenance activities not otherwise accounted for. For example, this could include component repair costs for reparables not managed by the DBOF, second-destination transportation costs for weapons systems or subsystems requiring major overhaul or rework, or contracted unit-level support.

Note: Not all reparable items are acquired through DBOF. Centrally funded accounts may continue to finance items such as classified program DLRs, conventional and nuclear munitions items, and certain cryptologic electronics and telecommunication items.

Contractor support includes the cost of contractor labor, materials, and overhead incurred in providing all or part of the logistics support required by an aircraft system, subsystem, or associated support equipment. Contract maintenance is performed by commercial organizations using contractor personnel, material, equipment, and facilities or government-furnished material, equipment, and facilities. Contractor support may be dedicated to one or multiple levels of maintenance and may take the form of interim contractor support (ICS) if the services are provided on a temporary basis or contractor logistics support (CLS) if the support extends over the operational life of a system. Other contractor support may be purchased for engineering and technical services.

Interim contractor support (ICS) includes the burdened cost of contract labor, material, and assets used in providing temporary logistics support to a weapon system, subsystem, and associated support equipment. The purpose of ICS is to provide total or partial logistics support until a government maintenance capability is developed.

Contractor logistics support (CLS) includes the burdened cost of contract labor, material, and assets used in providing support to an aircraft system, subsystem, and associated support equipment. CLS funding covers depot maintenance and, as negotiated with the operating command, necessary organizational and intermediate maintenance activities. If CLS is selected as the primary means of support, all functional areas included in the CLS cost should be identified.

Include in this element any contractor support costs not otherwise accounted for.

For example, if significant, the burdened cost of contract labor for contractor engineering and technical services should be reported here.

Note: Contractor support during the pre-operational phase of a system is typically funded as a system development or investment cost. However, post-operational contractor support is an O&S cost and should be addressed in this element

After the ICS period, the government assumes responsibility for supporting a weapon system. However, contractor support may still be employed in specific functional areas, such as sustaining engineering, software maintenance, simulator operations, and selected depot maintenance functions. Applicable contractor costs should be reported against these elements in the CES. To avoid double counting, the contractor support element should be annotated to identify any contractor costs that are reported in other elements.

Sustaining support includes the cost of replacement support equipment, modification kits, sustaining engineering, software maintenance support, and simulator operations provided for an aircraft system. War readiness material is specifically excluded.

The costs incurred to replace equipment that is needed to operate or support an aircraft, aircraft subsystems, training systems, and other associated support equipment. The support equipment being replaced (e.g., tools and test sets) may be unique to the aircraft or it may be common to a number of aircraft systems, in which case the costs must be allocated among the respective systems.

Note: This element addresses replacement equipment only. The costs of initial support equipment are specifically excluded.

The costs of procuring and installing modification kits and modification kit initial spares (after production and deployment) required for an aircraft and associated support and training equipment. Includes only those modification kits needed to achieve acceptable safety levels, overcome mission capability deficiencies, improve reliability, or reduce maintenance costs. Excludes modifications undertaken to provide additional operational capability not called for in the original design or performance specifications.

Include in this element any significant recurring investment costs not otherwise accounted for.

The labor, material, and overhead costs incurred in providing continued systems engineering and program management oversight to determine the integrity of a system, to maintain operational reliability, to approve design changes, and to ensure system conformance with established specifications and standards. Costs in this category may include (but are not limited to) government and/or contract engineering services, technical advice, and training for component or system installation, operation, maintenance, and support.

The labor, material, and overhead costs incurred after deployment by depot-level maintenance activities, government software centers, laboratories, or contractors for supporting the update, maintenance and modification, integration, and configuration management of software. Includes operational, maintenance, and diagnostic software programs for the primary system, support equipment, and training equipment. The respective costs of operating and maintaining the associated computer and peripheral equipment in the software maintenance activity should also be included. Not included are the costs of major redesigns, new development of large interfacing software, and modifications that change functionality.

The costs incurred to provide, operate, and maintain on-site or centralized simulator training devices for an aircraft system, subsystem, or related equipment. This may include the labor, material, and overhead costs of simulator operations by military and/or civilian personnel, or by private contractors.

Note: On-site simulator operations and maintenance that are an integral part of unit manning and unit consumption should be reported as unit-level mission costs for the system in question. However, the costs of all contract-funded simulator operations and all centralized government simulator operations should be reported in this element.

Include in this element any significant sustaining support costs not otherwise accounted for. Examples might include the costs of follow-on operational tests and evaluation, such as range costs, test support, data reduction, and test reporting.

Indirect support includes the costs of personnel support for specialty training, permanent changes of station, and medical care. Indirect support also includes the costs of relevant host installation services, such as base operating support and real property maintenance.

Personnel support includes the cost of system-specific and related specialty training for military personnel who are replacing individuals lost through attrition. Also included in this element are permanent change of station costs, and the cost of medical care. Each of these elements should be addressed separately. Descriptions are provided below:

Specialty Training. The cost of system-specific training (non-investment funded) and specialty training for military personnel who are replacing individuals lost through attrition. For example, specialty training costs may include undergraduate pilot training, non-pilot aircrew training, non-aircrew officer training, and enlisted specialty training. Replacement specialty training costs should be calculated for those personnel associated with the system being investigated. Training costs should include government non-pay-related training costs (course support costs, materials, per diem, travel, etc.) as well as the cost of pay and allowances for trainees, instructors, and training support personnel. Excluded are recruiting, accession, basic military training, and separation costs.

Note: The cost of initial course development and training of Service instructors at contractor facilities is normally categorized as a system investment cost. However, the follow-on training costs of military and civilian personnel attending factory schools, as well as the cost of attending Service conducted school-house specialty training, are O&S costs and should be reported in this element.

Normally, the costs of acquisition for recruiting, accession, and basic military training will not be included. However, if a significant change in Service recruiting and training objectives is required in order to support the system being assessed, then these costs should be addressed.

Permanent Change of Station (PCS). The cost of moving replacement personnel to and from overseas theaters and within the continental United States.

Medical Support. The cost of personnel pay and allowances and material needed to provide medical support to system-specific mission and related military support personnel.

Consists of personnel normally assigned to the host installation who are required for the unit to perform its mission in peacetime. Include only those personnel and costs that are directly affected by a change in the number of aircraft and associated mission personnel. Functions performed by installation support personnel include:

Base Operating Support. The cost of personnel pay and allowances and material necessary to provide support to system-specific mission-related personnel. Base operating support activities may include functions such as communications, supply operations, personnel services, installation security, base transportation, etc.

Real Property Maintenance. The cost of personnel pay and allowances, material, and utilities needed for the maintenance and operation of system-specific mission-related real property and for civil engineering support and services.

This element depicts Budget Program Accounting Code (BPAC) 10 (aircraft) or 20 (missile) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for fabricating and procuring complete aircraft/missiles/, training devices, and technical data.

This element depicts BPAC 11 (for Aircraft) or BPAC 21 (for weapons) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for permanent and permanent/safety modifications of in-service aircraft, support equipment, and simulator and training equipment.

This element depicts BPAC 12 costs.  It identifies the annual cost for replacement of organizational and intermediate level support equipment (common and peculiar) for all out-of-production aircraft.

This element depicts BPAC 13 costs. It identifies the annual cost provided, for aircraft that have completed delivery: production line close down, deferred support equipment, ICS, program management administrative support, and out of production flight simulator investment costs.

This element depicts BPAC (15 for Aircraft) or 25 (for missiles) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for providing investment type replenishment spares and repair parts which are exempt from the Defense Business Operations Fund’s Reparable Support Division (RSD).

This element depicts BPAC 16 (for Aircraft) or 26 (for missiles) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for procuring RSD exempt investment type initial spares and repair parts required to support new aircraft procurements and associated support and training equipment.

This element depicts BPAC 19 costs. It identifies the annual cost for other items not directly related to other procurement line items.

The pay and allowances for the full complement of aircrew personnel required to operate a system. Aircrew composition includes the officers and enlisted personnel (pilot, non-pilot, and crew technicians) required to operate the aircraft of a deployable unit.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform maintenance on and provide ordnance support to assigned aircraft, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices. Depending on the maintenance concept and organizational structure, this element will include maintenance personnel at the organizational level and possibly the intermediate level.  For example, in a typical deployable Air Force unit, intermediate-level maintenance personnel are normally assigned to the same wing as the organizational maintenance personnel. Depending upon the weapon system, the other DoD components may integrate required intermediate-level maintenance personnel into a composite deployable unit according to the number of systems to be deployed.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform unit staff, security, and other mission support activities. The number and type of personnel in this category will vary depending on the requirements of the particular system. These billets exist only to support the system whose costs are being estimated.

The unit-level cost of petroleum, oil, and lubricants (POL), propulsion fuel, and fuel additives required for peacetime flight operations. Includes in-flight and ground consumption, and an allowance for POL distribution, storage, evaporation, and spillage. May also include field-generated electricity and commercial electricity if necessary to support the operation of the system.

The costs of material consumed in the operation, maintenance, and support of an aircraft system and associated support equipment at the unit level. Depending on the maintenance concept or organizational structure, consumption at the intermediate level should be reported either in this element or in element 3.0, Intermediate Maintenance (External to Unit). Costs need not be identified at the level of detail shown below, the descriptions are intended merely to illustrate the various types of materials encompassed in this element:

Maintenance Material The cost of material expended during maintenance. Examples include consumables and repair parts such as transistors, capacitors gaskets, fuses, and other bit-and-piece material.

Operational Material The cost of non-maintenance material consumed in operating a system and support equipment. Examples include coolants, deicing fluids, tires, filters, batteries, paper, diskettes, ribbons, charts, and maps.

Mission Support Supplies. The cost of supplies and equipment expended in support of mission personnel. Examples include items relating to administration, housekeeping, health, and safety.

The unit-level cost of reimbursing the stock fund for purchases of depot-level reparable (DLR) spares (also referred to as exchangeables) used to replace initial stocks. DLRs may include repairable individual parts, assemblies, or subassemblies that are required on a recurring basis for the repair of major end items of equipment.

The cost of expendable stores consumed in unit-level training. Includes the cost of live and inert ammunition, bombs, rockets, training missiles, sonobuoys, and pyrotechnics expended in noncombat operations (such as firepower demonstrations) and training exercises.

Include in this element any significant unit-level consumption costs not otherwise accounted for. The costs identified must be related to the system whose operating and support requirements are being assessed. Possible examples are:

Purchased Services. The cost of special support equipment, communication circuits, and vehicles, including service contracts for custodial services, computers, and administrative equipment.

Transportation. The deployed unit transportation cost of moving primary mission and support equipment, repair parts, secondary items, POL, and ammunition to and from training areas. May also include transportation costs for items procured or shipped by the unit. Excluded are transportation costs for reparables acquired through DBOF.

TAD/TDY. Temporary additional duty or temporary duty (TAD/ TDY) pay. The cost of unit personnel travel for training, administrative, or other purposes such as crew rotations, deployments, or follow-on tests and evaluation. Includes commercial transportation charges, rental costs for passenger vehicles, mileage allowances, and subsistence expenses (e.g., per diem allowances and incidental travel expenses).

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform intermediate maintenance on an aircraft system, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices.

The costs of repair parts, assemblies, subassemblies, and material consumed in the maintenance and repair of aircraft, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices.

Include in this element any significant intermediate maintenance costs not otherwise accounted for. For example, this could include the cost of transporting subsystems or major end items to a base or depot facility.

The labor, material, and overhead costs for overhaul or rework of aircraft returned to a centralized depot facility. Includes programmed depot maintenance, analytic condition inspections, and unscheduled depot maintenance. Costs of major aircraft subsystems that have different overhaul cycles (i.e., airframe, engine, avionics, armament, support equipment) should be identified separately within this element.

Include in this element any significant depot maintenance activities not otherwise accounted for. Also included in this element are permanent change of station costs, and the cost of medical care. Each of these elements should be addressed separately. Descriptions are provided below:

Specialty Training. The cost of system-specific training (non-investment funded) and specialty training for military personnel who are replacing individuals lost through attrition. For example, specialty training costs may include undergraduate pilot training, non-pilot aircrew training, non-aircrew officer training, and enlisted specialty training. Replacement specialty training costs should be calculated for those personnel associated with the system being investigated. Training costs should include government non-pay-related training costs (course support costs, materials, per diem, travel, etc.) as well as the cost of pay and allowances for trainees, instructors, and training support personnel. Excluded are recruiting, accession, basic military training, and separation costs.

Note: The cost of initial course development and training of Service instructors at contractor facilities is normally categorized as a system investment cost. However, the follow-on training costs of military and civilian personnel attending factory schools, as well as the cost of attending Service conducted school-house specialty training, are O&S costs and should be reported in this element.

Normally, the costs of acquisition for recruiting, accession, and basic military training will not be included. However, if a significant change in Service recruiting and training objectives is required in order to support the system being assessed, then these costs should be addressed.

Permanent Change of Station (PCS). The cost of moving replacement personnel to and from overseas theaters and within the continental United States.

Medical Support. The cost of personnel pay and allowances and material needed to provide medical support to system-specific mission and related military support personnel.

Consists of personnel normally assigned to the host installation who are required for the unit to perform its mission in peacetime. Include only those personnel and costs that are directly affected by a change in the number of aircraft and associated mission personnel. Functions performed by installation support personnel include:

Base Operating Support. The cost of personnel pay and allowances and material necessary to provide support to system-specific mission-related personnel. Base operating support activities may include functions such as communications, supply operations, personnel services, installation security, base transportation, etc.

Real Property Maintenance. The cost of personnel pay and allowances, material, and utilities needed for the maintenance and operation of system-specific mission-related real property and for civil engineering support and services.

This element depicts Budget Program Accounting Code (BPAC) 10 (aircraft) or 20 (missile) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for fabricating and procuring complete aircraft/missiles/, training devices, and technical data.

This element depicts BPAC 11 (for Aircraft) or BPAC 21 (for weapons) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for permanent and permanent/safety modifications of in-service aircraft, support equipment, and simulator and training equipment.

This element depicts BPAC 12 costs.  It identifies the annual cost for replacement of organizational and intermediate level support equipment (common and peculiar) for all out-of-production aircraft.

This element depicts BPAC 13 costs. It identifies the annual cost provided, for aircraft that have completed delivery: production line close down, deferred support equipment, ICS, program management administrative support, and out of production flight simulator investment costs.

This element depicts BPAC (15 for Aircraft) or 25 (for missiles) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for providing investment type replenishment spares and repair parts which are exempt from the Defense Business Operations Fund’s Reparable Support Division (RSD).

This element depicts BPAC 16 (for Aircraft) or 26 (for missiles) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for procuring RSD exempt investment type initial spares and repair parts required to support new aircraft procurements and associated support and training equipment.

This element depicts BPAC 19 costs. It identifies the annual cost for other items not directly related to other procurement line items.

The pay and allowances for the full complement of aircrew personnel required to operate a system. Aircrew composition includes the officers and enlisted personnel (pilot, non-pilot, and crew technicians) required to operate the aircraft of a deployable unit.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform maintenance on and provide ordnance support to assigned aircraft, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices. Depending on the maintenance concept and organizational structure, this element will include maintenance personnel at the organizational level and possibly the intermediate level.  For example, in a typical deployable Air Force unit, intermediate-level maintenance personnel are normally assigned to the same wing as the organizational maintenance personnel. Depending upon the weapon system, the other DoD components may integrate required intermediate-level maintenance personnel into a composite deployable unit according to the number of systems to be deployed.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform unit staff, security, and other mission support activities. The number and type of personnel in this category will vary depending on the requirements of the particular system. These billets exist only to support the system whose costs are being estimated.

The unit-level cost of petroleum, oil, and lubricants (POL), propulsion fuel, and fuel additives required for peacetime flight operations. Includes in-flight and ground consumption, and an allowance for POL distribution, storage, evaporation, and spillage. May also include field-generated electricity and commercial electricity if necessary to support the operation of the system.

The costs of material consumed in the operation, maintenance, and support of an aircraft system and associated support equipment at the unit level. Depending on the maintenance concept or organizational structure, consumption at the intermediate level should be reported either in this element or in element 3.0, Intermediate Maintenance (External to Unit). Costs need not be identified at the level of detail shown below, the descriptions are intended merely to illustrate the various types of materials encompassed in this element:

Maintenance Material The cost of material expended during maintenance. Examples include consumables and repair parts such as transistors, capacitors gaskets, fuses, and other bit-and-piece material.

Operational Material The cost of non-maintenance material consumed in operating a system and support equipment. Examples include coolants, deicing fluids, tires, filters, batteries, paper, diskettes, ribbons, charts, and maps.

Mission Support Supplies. The cost of supplies and equipment expended in support of mission personnel. Examples include items relating to administration, housekeeping, health, and safety.

The unit-level cost of reimbursing the stock fund for purchases of depot-level reparable (DLR) spares (also referred to as exchangeables) used to replace initial stocks. DLRs may include repairable individual parts, assemblies, or subassemblies that are required on a recurring basis for the repair of major end items of equipment.

The cost of expendable stores consumed in unit-level training. Includes the cost of live and inert ammunition, bombs, rockets, training missiles, sonobuoys, and pyrotechnics expended in noncombat operations (such as firepower demonstrations) and training exercises.

Include in this element any significant unit-level consumption costs not otherwise accounted for. The costs identified must be related to the system whose operating and support requirements are being assessed. Possible examples are:

Purchased Services. The cost of special support equipment, communication circuits, and vehicles, including service contracts for custodial services, computers, and administrative equipment.

Transportation. The deployed unit transportation cost of moving primary mission and support equipment, repair parts, secondary items, POL, and ammunition to and from training areas. May also include transportation costs for items procured or shipped by the unit. Excluded are transportation costs for reparables acquired through DBOF.

TAD/TDY. Temporary additional duty or temporary duty (TAD/ TDY) pay. The cost of unit personnel travel for training, administrative, or other purposes such as crew rotations, deployments, or follow-on tests and evaluation. Includes commercial transportation charges, rental costs for passenger vehicles, mileage allowances, and subsistence expenses (e.g., per diem allowances and incidental travel expenses).

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform intermediate maintenance on an aircraft system, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices.

The costs of repair parts, assemblies, subassemblies, and material consumed in the maintenance and repair of aircraft, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices.

Include in this element any significant intermediate maintenance costs not otherwise accounted for. For example, this could include the cost of transporting subsystems or major end items to a base or depot facility.

The labor, material, and overhead costs for overhaul or rework of aircraft returned to a centralized depot facility. Includes programmed depot maintenance, analytic condition inspections, and unscheduled depot maintenance. Costs of major aircraft subsystems that have different overhaul cycles (i.e., airframe, engine, avionics, armament, support equipment) should be identified separately within this element.

Include in this element any significant depot maintenance activities not otherwise accounted for. For example, this could include component repair costs for reparables not managed by the DBOF, second-destination transportation costs for weapons systems or subsystems requiring major overhaul or rework, or contracted unit-level support.

Note: Not all reparable items are acquired through DBOF. Centrally funded accounts may continue to finance items such as classified program DLRs, conventional and nuclear munitions items, and certain cryptologic electronics and telecommunication items.

Interim contractor support (ICS) includes the burdened cost of contract labor, material, and assets used in providing temporary logistics support to a weapon system, subsystem, and associated support equipment. The purpose of ICS is to provide total or partial logistics support until a government maintenance capability is developed.

Contractor logistics support (CLS) includes the burdened cost of contract labor, material, and assets used in providing support to an aircraft system, subsystem, and associated support equipment. CLS funding covers depot maintenance and, as negotiated with the operating command, necessary organizational and intermediate maintenance activities. If CLS is selected as the primary means of support, all functional areas included in the CLS cost should be identified.

Include in this element any contractor support costs not otherwise accounted for.

For example, if significant, the burdened cost of contract labor for contractor engineering and technical services should be reported here.

Note: Contractor support during the pre-operational phase of a system is typically funded as a system development or investment cost. However, post-operational contractor support is an O&S cost and should be addressed in this element

After the ICS period, the government assumes responsibility for supporting a weapon system. However, contractor support may still be employed in specific functional areas, such as sustaining engineering, software maintenance, simulator operations, and selected depot maintenance functions. Applicable contractor costs should be reported against these elements in the CES. To avoid double counting, the contractor support element should be annotated to identify any contractor costs that are reported in other elements.

The costs incurred to replace equipment that is needed to operate or support an aircraft, aircraft subsystems, training systems, and other associated support equipment. The support equipment being replaced (e.g., tools and test sets) may be unique to the aircraft or it may be common to a number of aircraft systems, in which case the costs must be allocated among the respective systems.

Note: This element addresses replacement equipment only. The costs of initial support equipment are specifically excluded.

The costs of procuring and installing modification kits and modification kit initial spares (after production and deployment) required for an aircraft and associated support and training equipment. Includes only those modification kits needed to achieve acceptable safety levels, overcome mission capability deficiencies, improve reliability, or reduce maintenance costs. Excludes modifications undertaken to provide additional operational capability not called for in the original design or performance specifications.

Include in this element any significant recurring investment costs not otherwise accounted for.

The labor, material, and overhead costs incurred in providing continued systems engineering and program management oversight to determine the integrity of a system, to maintain operational reliability, to approve design changes, and to ensure system conformance with established specifications and standards. Costs in this category may include (but are not limited to) government and/or contract engineering services, technical advice, and training for component or system installation, operation, maintenance, and support.

The labor, material, and overhead costs incurred after deployment by depot-level maintenance activities, government software centers, laboratories, or contractors for supporting the update, maintenance and modification, integration, and configuration management of software. Includes operational, maintenance, and diagnostic software programs for the primary system, support equipment, and training equipment. The respective costs of operating and maintaining the associated computer and peripheral equipment in the software maintenance activity should also be included. Not included are the costs of major redesigns, new development of large interfacing software, and modifications that change functionality.

The costs incurred to provide, operate, and maintain on-site or centralized simulator training devices for an aircraft system, subsystem, or related equipment. This may include the labor, material, and overhead costs of simulator operations by military and/or civilian personnel, or by private contractors.

Note: On-site simulator operations and maintenance that are an integral part of unit manning and unit consumption should be reported as unit-level mission costs for the system in question. However, the costs of all contract-funded simulator operations and all centralized government simulator operations should be reported in this element.

Include in this element any significant sustaining support costs not otherwise accounted for. Examples might include the costs of follow-on operational tests and evaluation, such as range costs, test support, data reduction, and test reporting.

Personnel support includes the cost of system-specific and related specialty training for military personnel who are replacing individuals lost through attrition. Also included in this element are permanent change of station costs, and the cost of medical care. Each of these elements should be addressed separately. Descriptions are provided below:

Specialty Training. The cost of system-specific training (non-investment funded) and specialty training for military personnel who are replacing individuals lost through attrition. For example, specialty training costs may include undergraduate pilot training, non-pilot aircrew training, non-aircrew officer training, and enlisted specialty training. The R-TOC Implementation Templates workbook consists of four worksheets which help to automate the development and layout of the cost data required.  The worksheets are laid out in a logical order and are linked together to maintain consistency of subjects. The user is required to fill in the first and last worksheets. By filling in the data for the first worksheet will automtically link the information into the second and third sheets.

STEP 1:  The first worksheet is the 'Baseline Profile' sheet. This sheet lays out a multi-year spread of the weapon systems costs based on Air Force Total Ownership Cost (AFTOC) and Cost Analysis Improvement Group (CAIG) cost element structure.  Second level cost elements for RDT&E are left to the discretion of the user.   It is recommended that costs be broken out in the standard format provided through the first two levels of indenture for Procurement and O&S.  Lower levels of indenture should be tailored to reflect local needs. THE INFORMATION FILLED IN FOR COST ELEMENTS AND BASE YEAR IS LINKED TO THE COMB DATA ENTRY AND COMB CHART SHEETS.

STEP 2:  The second worksheet is the 'Data Entry' sheet. The data entry sheet provides a convenient tabular form to automatically fill in the Comb chart.  Data in columns  C, D, E, and F are translated directly into the comb chart.  Shaded cells are automatically calculated, although users can overwrite the formulas in the shaded cells to enter a total if sub-element break out is not needed.  For example, if a weapon system has limited Intermediate Maintenance, a further breakdown in this category may not be necessary.  

Column G can be used to identify the organization responsible for each cost element. This is the organizational element that budgets for and controls expenditure of funds in the category.  Column H can be used to identify the source of the data for that line.  This is important to provide traceability.  

On the final comb chart, unused rows can be deleted.  For example, if there is no MILCON, row 23 can be deleted.  Unused cells at the lower levels of indenture can also be deleted, but care must be taken to avoid "disconnecting" second level costs from their associated third level costs.  Deleting unused rows/cells can improve the appearance of the final comb chart.  
 
STEP 3:  The third worksheet is the 'Comb Chart.'  This comb chart format provides a method of graphically depicting program costs.  It can be used to define baseline costs and assist in identifying cost reduction opportunities. A comb chart should reflect costs for one year in constant year dollars.  Column width can be adjusted to accommodate additional digits, if required.   

STEP 4:  The fourth worksheet is the 'Initiative Profile.'  This sheet is used to layout the costs/savings associated with an initiative. The user should develop a new sheet with each initiative. This sheet will also calculate the Net Present Value (NPV) and NPV Return on Investment (ROI) for the initiative.

This element depicts Budget Program Accounting Code (BPAC) 10 (aircraft) or 20 (missile) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for fabricating and procuring complete aircraft/missiles/, training devices, and technical data.

This element depicts BPAC 11 (for Aircraft) or BPAC 21 (for weapons) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for permanent and permanent/safety modifications of in-service aircraft, support equipment, and simulator and training equipment.

This element depicts BPAC 12 costs.  It identifies the annual cost for replacement of organizational and intermediate level support equipment (common and peculiar) for all out-of-production aircraft.

This element depicts BPAC 13 costs. It identifies the annual cost provided, for aircraft that have completed delivery: production line close down, deferred support equipment, ICS, program management administrative support, and out of production flight simulator investment costs.

This element depicts BPAC (15 for Aircraft) or 25 (for missiles) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for providing investment type replenishment spares and repair parts which are exempt from the Defense Business Operations Fund’s Reparable Support Division (RSD).

This element depicts BPAC 16 (for Aircraft) or 26 (for missiles) costs.  It identifies the annual cost for procuring RSD exempt investment type initial spares and repair parts required to support new aircraft procurements and associated support and training equipment.

This element depicts BPAC 19 costs. It identifies the annual cost for other items not directly related to other procurement line items.

The mission personnel element includes the cost of pay and allowances of officer, enlisted, and civilian personnel required to operate, maintain, and support a discrete operational system or deployable unit. This includes the personnel necessary to meet combat readiness, unit training, and administrative requirements. For units that operate more than one type of aircraft system, personnel requirements will be allocated on a relative workload basis. The personnel costs will be based on manning levels and skill categories.

Note: Pay and allowances for officer and enlisted personnel should be based on the standard composite rate, which includes the following elements: basic pay, retired pay accrual, incentive pay, special pay, basic allowance for quarters, variable housing allowance, basic allowance for subsistence, hazardous duty pay, reenlistment bonuses, clothing allowances, overseas station allowances, uniform allowances, family separation allowances, separation payments, and social security contributions.

Pay and allowances for civilian personnel should be based on the standard composite rate, which includes the following elements: basic pay, additional variable payments for overtime, holiday pay, night differentials, cost-of-living allowances, and the government contribution to employee benefits, insurance, retirement, and the Federal Insurance Contribution Act.

The pay and allowances for the full complement of aircrew personnel required to operate a system. Aircrew composition includes the officers and enlisted personnel (pilot, non-pilot, and crew technicians) required to operate the aircraft of a deployable unit.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform maintenance on and provide ordnance support to assigned aircraft, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices. Depending on the maintenance concept and organizational structure, this element will include maintenance personnel at the organizational level and possibly the intermediate level.  For example, in a typical deployable Air Force unit, intermediate-level maintenance personnel are normally assigned to the same wing as the organizational maintenance personnel. Depending upon the weapon system, the other DoD components may integrate required intermediate-level maintenance personnel into a composite deployable unit according to the number of systems to be deployed.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform unit staff, security, and other mission support activities. The number and type of personnel in this category will vary depending on the requirements of the particular system. These billets exist only to support the system whose costs are being estimated.

Unit-level consumption includes the cost of fuel and energy resources; operations, maintenance, and support materials consumed at the unit level; stock fund reimbursements for depot-level reparables; operational munitions expended in training; transportation in support of deployed unit training; temporary additional duty/temporary duty (TAD/TDY) pay; and other unit-level consumption costs, such as purchased services for equipment leases and service contracts.

The unit-level cost of petroleum, oil, and lubricants (POL), propulsion fuel, and fuel additives required for peacetime flight operations. Includes in-flight and ground consumption, and an allowance for POL distribution, storage, evaporation, and spillage. May also include field-generated electricity and commercial electricity if necessary to support the operation of the system.

The costs of material consumed in the operation, maintenance, and support of an aircraft system and associated support equipment at the unit level. Depending on the maintenance concept or organizational structure, consumption at the intermediate level should be reported either in this element or in element 3.0, Intermediate Maintenance (External to Unit). Costs need not be identified at the level of detail shown below, the descriptions are intended merely to illustrate the various types of materials encompassed in this element:

Maintenance Material The cost of material expended during maintenance. Examples include consumables and repair parts such as transistors, capacitors gaskets, fuses, and other bit-and-piece material.

Operational Material The cost of non-maintenance material consumed in operating a system and support equipment. Examples include coolants, deicing fluids, tires, filters, batteries, paper, diskettes, ribbons, charts, and maps.

Mission Support Supplies. The cost of supplies and equipment expended in support of mission personnel. Examples include items relating to administration, housekeeping, health, and safety.

The unit-level cost of reimbursing the stock fund for purchases of depot-level reparable (DLR) spares (also referred to as exchangeables) used to replace initial stocks. DLRs may include repairable individual parts, assemblies, or subassemblies that are required on a recurring basis for the repair of major end items of equipment.

The cost of expendable stores consumed in unit-level training. Includes the cost of live and inert ammunition, bombs, rockets, training missiles, sonobuoys, and pyrotechnics expended in noncombat operations (such as firepower demonstrations) and training exercises.

Include in this element any significant unit-level consumption costs not otherwise accounted for. The costs identified must be related to the system whose operating and support requirements are being assessed. Possible examples are:

Purchased Services. The cost of special support equipment, communication circuits, and vehicles, including service contracts for custodial services, computers, and administrative equipment.

Transportation. The deployed unit transportation cost of moving primary mission and support equipment, repair parts, secondary items, POL, and ammunition to and from training areas. May also include transportation costs for items procured or shipped by the unit. Excluded are transportation costs for reparables acquired through DBOF.

TAD/TDY. Temporary additional duty or temporary duty (TAD/ TDY) pay. The cost of unit personnel travel for training, administrative, or other purposes such as crew rotations, deployments, or follow-on tests and evaluation. Includes commercial transportation charges, rental costs for passenger vehicles, mileage allowances, and subsistence expenses (e.g., per diem allowances and incidental travel expenses).

Intermediate maintenance performed external to a unit includes the cost of labor and material and other costs expended by designated activities/units (third and fourth echelon) in support of an aircraft system and associated support equipment. Intermediate maintenance activities include calibration, repair, and replacement of parts, components, or assemblies, and technical assistance.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform intermediate maintenance on an aircraft system, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices.

The costs of repair parts, assemblies, subassemblies, and material consumed in the maintenance and repair of aircraft, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices.

Include in this element any significant intermediate maintenance costs not otherwise accounted for. For example, this could include the cost of transporting subsystems or major end items to a base or depot facility.

Depot maintenance includes the cost of labor, material, and overhead incurred in performing major overhauls or maintenance on aircraft, their components, and associated support equipment at centralized repair depots, contractor repair facilities, or on site by depot teams. Some depot maintenance activities occur at intervals ranging from several months to several years. As a result, the most useful method of portraying these costs is on an annual basis (e.g., cost per aircraft system per year) or an operating-hour basis.

Note: The cost of depot-level reparables (DLRs) or exchangeables acquired through DBOF should be reported in element 2.0, Unit-Level Consumption.

The labor, material, and overhead costs for overhaul or rework of aircraft returned to a centralized depot facility. Includes programmed depot maintenance, analytic condition inspections, and unscheduled depot maintenance. Costs of major aircraft subsystems that have different overhaul cycles (i.e., airframe, engine, avionics, armament, support equipment) should be identified separately within this element.

Include in this element any significant depot maintenance activities not otherwise accounted for. For example, this could include component repair costs for reparables not managed by the DBOF, second-destination transportation costs for weapons systems or subsystems requiring major overhaul or rework, or contracted unit-level support.

Note: Not all reparable items are acquired through DBOF. Centrally funded accounts may continue to finance items such as classified program DLRs, conventional and nuclear munitions items, and certain cryptologic electronics and telecommunication items.

Contractor support includes the cost of contractor labor, materials, and overhead incurred in providing all or part of the logistics support required by an aircraft system, subsystem, or associated support equipment. Contract maintenance is performed by commercial organizations using contractor personnel, material, equipment, and facilities or government-furnished material, equipment, and facilities. Contractor support may be dedicated to one or multiple levels of maintenance and may take the form of interim contractor support (ICS) if the services are provided on a temporary basis or contractor logistics support (CLS) if the support extends over the operational life of a system. Other contractor support may be purchased for engineering and technical services.

Interim contractor support (ICS) includes the burdened cost of contract labor, material, and assets used in providing temporary logistics support to a weapon system, subsystem, and associated support equipment. The purpose of ICS is to provide total or partial logistics support until a government maintenance capability is developed.

Contractor logistics support (CLS) includes the burdened cost of contract labor, material, and assets used in providing support to an aircraft system, subsystem, and associated support equipment. CLS funding covers depot maintenance and, as negotiated with the operating command, necessary organizational and intermediate maintenance activities. If CLS is selected as the primary means of support, all functional areas included in the CLS cost should be identified.

Include in this element any contractor support costs not otherwise accounted for.

For example, if significant, the burdened cost of contract labor for contractor engineering and technical services should be reported here.

Note: Contractor support during the pre-operational phase of a system is typically funded as a system development or investment cost. However, post-operational contractor support is an O&S cost and should be addressed in this element

After the ICS period, the government assumes responsibility for supporting a weapon system. However, contractor support may still be employed in specific functional areas, such as sustaining engineering, software maintenance, simulator operations, and selected depot maintenance functions. Applicable contractor costs should be reported against these elements in the CES. To avoid double counting, the contractor support element should be annotated to identify any contractor costs that are reported in other elements.

Sustaining support includes the cost of replacement support equipment, modification kits, sustaining engineering, software maintenance support, and simulator operations provided for an aircraft system. War readiness material is specifically excluded.

The costs incurred to replace equipment that is needed to operate or support an aircraft, aircraft subsystems, training systems, and other associated support equipment. The support equipment being replaced (e.g., tools and test sets) may be unique to the aircraft or it may be common to a number of aircraft systems, in which case the costs must be allocated among the respective systems.

Note: This element addresses replacement equipment only. The costs of initial support equipment are specifically excluded.

The costs of procuring and installing modification kits and modification kit initial spares (after production and deployment) required for an aircraft and associated support and training equipment. Includes only those modification kits needed to achieve acceptable safety levels, overcome mission capability deficiencies, improve reliability, or reduce maintenance costs. Excludes modifications undertaken to provide additional operational capability not called for in the original design or performance specifications.

Include in this element any significant recurring investment costs not otherwise accounted for.

The labor, material, and overhead costs incurred in providing continued systems engineering and program management oversight to determine the integrity of a system, to maintain operational reliability, to approve design changes, and to ensure system conformance with established specifications and standards. Costs in this category may include (but are not limited to) government and/or contract engineering services, technical advice, and training for component or system installation, operation, maintenance, and support.

The labor, material, and overhead costs incurred after deployment by depot-level maintenance activities, government software centers, laboratories, or contractors for supporting the update, maintenance and modification, integration, and configuration management of software. Includes operational, maintenance, and diagnostic software programs for the primary system, support equipment, and training equipment. The respective costs of operating and maintaining the associated computer and peripheral equipment in the software maintenance activity should also be included. Not included are the costs of major redesigns, new development of large interfacing software, and modifications that change functionality.

The costs incurred to provide, operate, and maintain on-site or centralized simulator training devices for an aircraft system, subsystem, or related equipment. This may include the labor, material, and overhead costs of simulator operations by military and/or civilian personnel, or by private contractors.

Note: On-site simulator operations and maintenance that are an integral part of unit manning and unit consumption should be reported as unit-level mission costs for the system in question. However, the costs of all contract-funded simulator operations and all centralized government simulator operations should be reported in this element.

Include in this element any significant sustaining support costs not otherwise accounted for. Examples might include the costs of follow-on operational tests and evaluation, such as range costs, test support, data reduction, and test reporting.

Indirect support includes the costs of personnel support for specialty training, permanent changes of station, and medical care. Indirect support also includes the costs of relevant host installation services, such as base operating support and real property maintenance.

Personnel support includes the cost of system-specific and related specialty training for military personnel who are replacing individuals lost through attrition. Also included in this element are permanent change of station costs, and the cost of medical care. Each of these elements should be addressed separately. Descriptions are provided below:

Specialty Training. The cost of system-specific training (non-investment funded) and specialty training for military personnel who are replacing individuals lost through attrition. For example, specialty training costs may include undergraduate pilot training, non-pilot aircrew training, non-aircrew officer training, and enlisted specialty training. Replacement specialty training costs should be calculated for those personnel associated with the system being investigated. Training costs should include government non-pay-related training costs (course support costs, materials, per diem, travel, etc.) as well as the cost of pay and allowances for trainees, instructors, and training support personnel. Excluded are recruiting, accession, basic military training, and separation costs.

Note: The cost of initial course development and training of Service instructors at contractor facilities is normally categorized as a system investment cost. However, the follow-on training costs of military and civilian personnel attending factory schools, as well as the cost of attending Service conducted school-house specialty training, are O&S costs and should be reported in this element.

Normally, the costs of acquisition for recruiting, accession, and basic military training will not be included. However, if a significant change in Service recruiting and training objectives is required in order to support the system being assessed, then these costs should be addressed.

Permanent Change of Station (PCS). The cost of moving replacement personnel to and from overseas theaters and within the continental United States.

Medical Support. The cost of personnel pay and allowances and material needed to provide medical support to system-specific mission and related military support personnel.

Consists of personnel normally assigned to the host installation who are required for the unit to perform its mission in peacetime. Include only those personnel and costs that are directly affected by a change in the number of aircraft and associated mission personnel. Functions performed by installation support personnel include:

Base Operating Support. The cost of personnel pay and allowances and material necessary to provide support to system-specific mission-related personnel. Base operating support activities may include functions such as communications, supply operations, personnel services, installation security, base transportation, etc.

Real Property Maintenance. The cost of personnel pay and allowances, material, and utilities needed for the maintenance and operation of system-specific mission-related real property and for civil engineering support and services.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform maintenance on and provide ordnance support to assigned aircraft, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices. Depending on the maintenance concept and organizational structure, this element will include maintenance personnel at the organizational level and possibly the intermediate level.  For example, in a typical deployable Air Force unit, intermediate-level maintenance personnel are normally assigned to the same wing as the organizational maintenance personnel. Depending upon the weapon system, the other DoD components may integrate required intermediate-level maintenance personnel into a composite deployable unit according to the number of systems to be deployed.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform unit staff, security, and other mission support activities. The number and type of personnel in this category will vary depending on the requirements of the particular system. These billets exist only to support the system whose costs are being estimated.

Unit-level consumption includes the cost of fuel and energy resources; operations, maintenance, and support materials consumed at the unit level; stock fund reimbursements for depot-level reparables; operational munitions expended in training; transportation in support of deployed unit training; temporary additional duty/temporary duty (TAD/TDY) pay; and other unit-level consumption costs, such as purchased services for equipment leases and service contracts.

The unit-level cost of petroleum, oil, and lubricants (POL), propulsion fuel, and fuel additives required for peacetime flight operations. Includes in-flight and ground consumption, and an allowance for POL distribution, storage, evaporation, and spillage. May also include field-generated electricity and commercial electricity if necessary to support the operation of the system.

The costs of material consumed in the operation, maintenance, and support of an aircraft system and associated support equipment at the unit level. Depending on the maintenance concept or organizational structure, consumption at the intermediate level should be reported either in this element or in element 3.0, Intermediate Maintenance (External to Unit). Costs need not be identified at the level of detail shown below, the descriptions are intended merely to illustrate the various types of materials encompassed in this element:

Maintenance Material The cost of material expended during maintenance. Examples include consumables and repair parts such as transistors, capacitors gaskets, fuses, and other bit-and-piece material.

Operational Material The cost of non-maintenance material consumed in operating a system and support equipment. Examples include coolants, deicing fluids, tires, filters, batteries, paper, diskettes, ribbons, charts, and maps.

Mission Support Supplies. The cost of supplies and equipment expended in support of mission personnel. Examples include items relating to administration, housekeeping, health, and safety.

The unit-level cost of reimbursing the stock fund for purchases of depot-level reparable (DLR) spares (also referred to as exchangeables) used to replace initial stocks. DLRs may include repairable individual parts, assemblies, or subassemblies that are required on a recurring basis for the repair of major end items of equipment.

The cost of expendable stores consumed in unit-level training. Includes the cost of live and inert ammunition, bombs, rockets, training missiles, sonobuoys, and pyrotechnics expended in noncombat operations (such as firepower demonstrations) and training exercises.

Include in this element any significant unit-level consumption costs not otherwise accounted for. The costs identified must be related to the system whose operating and support requirements are being assessed. Possible examples are:

Purchased Services. The cost of special support equipment, communication circuits, and vehicles, including service contracts for custodial services, computers, and administrative equipment.

Transportation. The deployed unit transportation cost of moving primary mission and support equipment, repair parts, secondary items, POL, and ammunition to and from training areas. May also include transportation costs for items procured or shipped by the unit. Excluded are transportation costs for reparables acquired through DBOF.

TAD/TDY. Temporary additional duty or temporary duty (TAD/ TDY) pay. The cost of unit personnel travel for training, administrative, or other purposes such as crew rotations, deployments, or follow-on tests and evaluation. Includes commercial transportation charges, rental costs for passenger vehicles, mileage allowances, and subsistence expenses (e.g., per diem allowances and incidental travel expenses).

Intermediate maintenance performed external to a unit includes the cost of labor and material and other costs expended by designated activities/units (third and fourth echelon) in support of an aircraft system and associated support equipment. Intermediate maintenance activities include calibration, repair, and replacement of parts, components, or assemblies, and technical assistance.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform intermediate maintenance on an aircraft system, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices.

The costs of repair parts, assemblies, subassemblies, and material consumed in the maintenance and repair of aircraft, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices.

Include in this element any significant intermediate maintenance costs not otherwise accounted for. For example, this could include the cost of transporting subsystems or major end items to a base or depot facility.

Depot maintenance includes the cost of labor, material, and overhead incurred in performing major overhauls or maintenance on aircraft, their components, and associated support equipment at centralized repair depots, contractor repair facilities, or on site by depot teams. Some depot maintenance activities occur at intervals ranging from several months to several years. As a result, the most useful method of portraying these costs is on an annual basis (e.g., cost per aircraft system per year) or an operating-hour basis.

Note: The cost of depot-level reparables (DLRs) or exchangeables acquired through DBOF should be reported in element 2.0, Unit-Level Consumption.

The labor, material, and overhead costs for overhaul or rework of aircraft returned to a centralized depot facility. Includes programmed depot maintenance, analytic condition inspections, and unscheduled depot maintenance. Costs of major aircraft subsystems that have different overhaul cycles (i.e., airframe, engine, avionics, armament, support equipment) should be identified separately within this element.

Include in this element any significant depot maintenance activities not otherwise accounted for. For example, this could include component repair costs for reparables not managed by the DBOF, second-destination transportation costs for weapons systems or subsystems requiring major overhaul or rework, or contracted unit-level support.

Note: Not all reparable items are acquired through DBOF. Centrally funded accounts may continue to finance items such as classified program DLRs, conventional and nuclear munitions items, and certain cryptologic electronics and telecommunication items.

Contractor support includes the cost of contractor labor, materials, and overhead incurred in providing all or part of the logistics support required by an aircraft system, subsystem, or associated support equipment. Contract maintenance is performed by commercial organizations using contractor personnel, material, equipment, and facilities or government-furnished material, equipment, and facilities. Contractor support may be dedicated to one or multiple levels of maintenance and may take the form of interim contractor support (ICS) if the services are provided on a temporary basis or contractor logistics support (CLS) if the support extends over the operational life of a system. Other contractor support may be purchased for engineering and technical services.

Interim contractor support (ICS) includes the burdened cost of contract labor, material, and assets used in providing temporary logistics support to a weapon system, subsystem, and associated support equipment. The purpose of ICS is to provide total or partial logistics support until a government maintenance capability is developed.

Contractor logistics support (CLS) includes the burdened cost of contract labor, material, and assets used in providing support to an aircraft system, subsystem, and associated support equipment. CLS funding covers depot maintenance and, as negotiated with the operating command, necessary organizational and intermediate maintenance activities. If CLS is selected as the primary means of support, all functional areas included in the CLS cost should be identified.

Include in this element any contractor support costs not otherwise accounted for.

For example, if significant, the burdened cost of contract labor for contractor engineering and technical services should be reported here.

Note: Contractor support during the pre-operational phase of a system is typically funded as a system development or investment cost. However, post-operational contractor support is an O&S cost and should be addressed in this element

After the ICS period, the government assumes responsibility for supporting a weapon system. However, contractor support may still be employed in specific functional areas, such as sustaining engineering, software maintenance, simulator operations, and selected depot maintenance functions. Applicable contractor costs should be reported against these elements in the CES. To avoid double counting, the contractor support element should be annotated to identify any contractor costs that are reported in other elements.

Sustaining support includes the cost of replacement support equipment, modification kits, sustaining engineering, software maintenance support, and simulator operations provided for an aircraft system. War readiness material is specifically excluded.

The costs incurred to replace equipment that is needed to operate or support an aircraft, aircraft subsystems, training systems, and other associated support equipment. The support equipment being replaced (e.g., tools and test sets) may be unique to the aircraft or it may be common to a number of aircraft systems, in which case the costs must be allocated among the respective systems.

Note: This element addresses replacement equipment only. The costs of initial support equipment are specifically excluded.

The costs of procuring and installing modification kits and modification kit initial spares (after production and deployment) required for an aircraft and associated support and training equipment. Includes only those modification kits needed to achieve acceptable safety levels, overcome mission capability deficiencies, improve reliability, or reduce maintenance costs. Excludes modifications undertaken to provide additional operational capability not called for in the original design or performance specifications.

Include in this element any significant recurring investment costs not otherwise accounted for.

The labor, material, and overhead costs incurred in providing continued systems engineering and program management oversight to determine the integrity of a system, to maintain operational reliability, to approve design changes, and to ensure system conformance with established specifications and standards. Costs in this category may include (but are not limited to) government and/or contract engineering services, technical advice, and training for component or system installation, operation, maintenance, and support.

The labor, material, and overhead costs incurred after deployment by depot-level maintenance activities, government software centers, laboratories, or contractors for supporting the update, maintenance and modification, integration, and configuration management of software. Includes operational, maintenance, and diagnostic software programs for the primary system, support equipment, and training equipment. The respective costs of operating and maintaining the associated computer and peripheral equipment in the software maintenance activity should also be included. Not included are the costs of major redesigns, new development of large interfacing software, and modifications that change functionality.

The costs incurred to provide, operate, and maintain on-site or centralized simulator training devices for an aircraft system, subsystem, or related equipment. This may include the labor, material, and overhead costs of simulator operations by military and/or civilian personnel, or by private contractors.

Note: On-site simulator operations and maintenance that are an integral part of unit manning and unit consumption should be reported as unit-level mission costs for the system in question. However, the costs of all contract-funded simulator operations and all centralized government simulator operations should be reported in this element.

Include in this element any significant sustaining support costs not otherwise accounted for. Examples might include the costs of follow-on operational tests and evaluation, such as range costs, test support, data reduction, and test reporting.

Indirect support includes the costs of personnel support for specialty training, permanent changes of station, and medical care. Indirect support also includes the costs of relevant host installation services, such as base operating support and real property maintenance.

Personnel support includes the cost of system-specific and related specialty training for military personnel who are replacing individuals lost through attrition. Also included in this element are permanent change of station costs, and the cost of medical care. Each of these elements should be addressed separately. Descriptions are provided below:

Specialty Training. The cost of system-specific training (non-investment funded) and specialty training for military personnel who are replacing individuals lost through attrition. For example, specialty training costs may include undergraduate pilot training, non-pilot aircrew training, non-aircrew officer training, and enlisted specialty training. Replacement specialty training costs should be calculated for those personnel associated with the system being investigated. Training costs should include government non-pay-related training costs (course support costs, materials, per diem, travel, etc.) as well as the cost of pay and allowances for trainees, instructors, and training support personnel. Excluded are recruiting, accession, basic military training, and separation costs.

Note: The cost of initial course development and training of Service instructors at contractor facilities is normally categorized as a system investment cost. However, the follow-on training costs of military and civilian personnel attending factory schools, as well as the cost of attending Service conducted school-house specialty training, are O&S costs and should be reported in this element.

Normally, the costs of acquisition for recruiting, accession, and basic military training will not be included. However, if a significant change in Service recruiting and training objectives is required in order to support the system being assessed, then these costs should be addressed.

Permanent Change of Station (PCS). The cost of moving replacement personnel to and from overseas theaters and within the continental United States.

Medical Support. The cost of personnel pay and allowances and material needed to provide medical support to system-specific mission and related military support personnel.

Consists of personnel normally assigned to the host installation who are required for the unit to perform its mission in peacetime. Include only those personnel and costs that are directly affected by a change in the number of aircraft and associated mission personnel. Functions performed by installation support personnel include:

Base Operating Support. The cost of personnel pay and allowances and material necessary to provide support to system-specific mission-related personnel. Base operating support activities may include functions such as communications, supply operations, personnel services, installation security, base transportation, etc.

Real Property Maintenance. The cost of personnel pay and allowances, material, and utilities needed for the maintenance and operation of system-specific mission-related real property and for civil engineering support and services.
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The mission personnel element includes the cost of pay and allowances of officer, enlisted, and civilian personnel required to operate, maintain, and support a discrete operational system or deployable unit. This includes the personnel necessary to meet combat readiness, unit training, and administrative requirements. For units that operate more than one type of aircraft system, personnel requirements will be allocated on a relative workload basis. The personnel costs will be based on manning levels and skill categories.

Note: Pay and allowances for officer and enlisted personnel should be based on the standard composite rate, which includes the following elements: basic pay, retired pay accrual, incentive pay, special pay, basic allowance for quarters, variable housing allowance, basic allowance for subsistence, hazardous duty pay, reenlistment bonuses, clothing allowances, overseas station allowances, uniform allowances, family separation allowances, separation payments, and social security contributions.

Pay and allowances for civilian personnel should be based on the standard composite rate, which includes the following elements: basic pay, additional variable payments for overtime, holiday pay, night differentials, cost-of-living allowances, and the government contribution to employee benefits, insurance, retirement, and the Federal Insurance Contribution Act.

The pay and allowances for the full complement of aircrew personnel required to operate a system. Aircrew composition includes the officers and enlisted personnel (pilot, non-pilot, and crew technicians) required to operate the aircraft of a deployable unit.

The pay and allowances of military and civilian personnel who perform maintenance on and provide ordnance support to assigned aircraft, associated support equipment, and unit-level training devices. Depending on the maintenance concept and organizational structure, this element will include maintenance personnel at the organizational level and possibly the intermediate level.  For example, in a typical deployable Air Force unit, intermediate-level maintenance personnel are normally assigned to the same wing as the organizational maintenance personnel. Depending upon the weapon system, the other DoD components may integrate required intermediate-level maintenance personnel into a composite deployable unit according to the number of systems to be deployed.

Depot maintenance includes the cost of labor, material, and overhead incurred in performing major overhauls or maintenance on aircraft, their components, and associated support equipment at centralized repair depots, contractor repair facilities, or on site by depot teams. Some depot maintenance activities occur at intervals ranging from several months to several years. Also included in this element are permanent change of station costs, and the cost of medical care. Each of these elements should be addressed separately. Descriptions are provided below:

Normally, the costs of acquisition for recruiting, accession, and basic military training will not be included. However, if a significant change in Service recruiting and training objectives is required in order to support the system being assessed, then these costs should be addressed.

Permanent Change of Station (PCS). The cost of moving replacement personnel to and from overseas theaters and within the continental United States.

Medical Support. The cost of personnel pay and allowances and material needed to provide medical support to system-specific mission and related military support personnel.

Consists of personnel normally assigned to the host installation who are required for the unit to perform its mission in peacetime. Include only those personnel and costs that are directly affected by a change in the number of aircraft and associated mission personnel. Functions performed by installation support personnel include:

Base Operating Support. The cost of personnel pay and allowances and material necessary to provide support to system-specific mission-related personnel. Base operating support activities may include functions such as communications, supply operations, personnel services, installation security, base transportation, etc.

Real Property Maintenance. The cost of personnel pay and allowances, material, and utilities needed for the maintenance and operation of system-specific mission-related real property and for civil engineering support and services.
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
