The second annual Southeastern Software Engineering Conference (SE)2 will be conducted April 1st through the 3rd, 2003 at the Von Braun Center in Huntsville, Alabama.  The 2003 (SE)2 conference will provide an opportunity for software engineers, programmers, and computer scientists to discuss the latest developments in software engineering and software program management.   The conference will feature three days of invited and refereed presentations, a doctoral symposium, industrial exhibits, and a job fair.
The (SE)2 Conference is cosponsored by the Tennessee Valley Chapter of the National Defense Industrial Association, the Carnegie Mellon Software Engineering Institute (SEI), Vanderbilt University, the University of Alabama at Huntsville, Auburn University, the University of Alabama, the University of Alabama at Birmingham, Alabama A&M University, and several corporations.  In addition to the named sponsors, the Army Aviation and Missile Command’s Software Engineering Directorate, Army Space and Missile Defense Command, and NASA’s Marshall Space Flight Center will be participating in the conference.  The 2002 conference was attended by over 420 software professionals.   This year’s conference sessions include: Process - Wise Investments for Tough Times; Program Management; Information Technology for Homeland Defenders; High Dependability Software for Aviation and Space; Emerging Technologies; Computer Network Operations (classified session); and a PhD Seminar.
Conference speakers include Dr. Barry Boehm, Professor of Software Engineering, Computer Science Department, USC and Director, USC Center for Software Engineering; LTG Joseph Cosumano, Commanding General, U.S. Army Space and Missile Defense Command; Dr. Stephen Cross, Director and CEO of SEI;  Mr. Watts Humphrey, founder of the SEI's Software Process Program; Dr. Jack Ferguson, Program Manager, CMM Integration, SEI; Mr. Mark Paulk, Institute for Software Research; Mr. Don Reifer, President, Reifer Consultants, Inc; Dr. Peter Neumann, Principal Scientist, SRI International.  Dr. Larry Leibrock, University of Texas Institute for Advanced Technology, has agreed to provide his short course on Digital Forensics to conference attendees who hold a Secret clearance.  In addition, Northrop Grumman has agreed to offer their renowned Cyber Warrior Course in Huntsville on March 31st prior to the (SE)2.  This course provides a fundamental understanding of computer and networking concepts, and exposes hacker tools, techniques, and strategies. The (SE)2 Conference will be conducted concurrently with Huntsville's premier technical symposium and exposition, the Technical Excellence in Aviation, Missiles, and Space (TEAMS) Conference.  This combined event is expected to attract more than 8,000 attendees from government agencies, research universities, and large and small commercial and federal business enterprises.
